NETTLE WOOD AN EASY WINNER.

Like the 2:30 trot, the 2:23 pace
proved a three heat affair and the bay
stallion Nettlewood won it with hands
down in remarkably good time, con
sidering that the track was several
seconds slow. This was as good a
field of sidewheelera as ever faced a
starter on the Mexico track, and
every horse has paced miles better
than 2:20 this season. They came to
the wire like a flash and no trouble
was experienced in getting them off.
All were in hobbles and worked
squarely. In each heat Nettlewood
set the pace and won with ease. If he
had been driven out, 2:12 or : 13 would
have been against him. In the first
heat he went to the first quarter in 32

seconds, the half in 1:05 and finish-

ed in 2: 16 without lifting his nose.
This is the fastest first quarter
of a race ever paced or trotted
on the Mexico track. Maddox never
called on him in the last half of any
of the heats. A mark of about 2:08
will catch Nettlewood before the close
of this racing season. Maddox has
him well in hand and knows his horse
thoroughly.

Proceedings of Monday's Convention
and tne Resolutions Unanimously

Adopted Very Little In-

terest Taken.

The delegates elected at the Satur-
day primaries in Audrain county met
at the Court House in Mexico at 1 p.
m. Monday. The delegates were ad-
dressed by Capt. Allen, Hon. S. B.
Cook and Green Clay. M.
R. K. Biggs was elected chairman and
F. N. Frost, of the Vandalia Leader,
and C. A. Davault, of the Farber
Forum, secretaries. The business
of the Convention was transacted in a
harmonious and quiet manner. Some-
thing over thirty districts in the coun-
ty were not represented at all, while
in other districts the vote was very
light. The following resolutions were
unanimously adopted:

The Democrats of Audrain county
in Convention assembled, believing
that the welfare and success of the
party demands a clearly defined posi-
tion on the great question of govern
ment currency declares:

First That we renew our allegiance
to and emphasize our confidence in
the principles of bimetallism, which
gave to this country for more than
seventy years an honest, safe and
equitable currency.

Second That we denounce the
striking down of one of these money
metals by Congress at a time when
such money was at a premium as a
crime against the great mass of the
American people and directly in the
interest ot the greedy capitalist.

Third Believing that the passage
of the demonetization act of 1873 was
accomplished through fraud and de-

ception, we demand the restoration of
the coinage laws thus repealed to the
end that the country may be restored
to the honest bimetallic basis of Jef-
ferson and Jackson, the free and un-
limited coinage of both gold and sil
ver at the legal ratio of 16 to 1 with
out the consent of any foreign gov-men- t.

Fourth We regard the maintenance
of the gold reserve of one hundred
million dollars as a constant incentive
to capital to prey npon the National
Treasury as a source of disturbance to
business and values as a ready
means for increasing without recom-
pense to the people the debt of the
country millions of dollars annually
and as the needless tying up of this
enormous sum of money which should
be in circulation.

Fifth While realizing the serious
differences which exist among Demo-
crats on this great question, we feel that
the success of our party and the welfare
of the country alike, demands an
honest and courageous declaration of
the policy of the Democracy, to the
end that public confidence may be
both regained and deserved.

Sixth We desire to endorse the ac
tion of Sam B. Cook, Committeeman
from this district, in his efforts to
carry out by his voice and vote the
wishes of a great majority of the Dem
ocrats of Missouri, believing as we
do that to his efforts more than that
of anyone else is due the calling of a
regular Convention by the State
Democratic Committee.

Resolved, That in the event any
delegate chosen to represent Audrain
county in the Democratic State Con
vention shall fail to attend said Con
vention the original delegates who do
attend are instructed to cast the full
vote of the county.

A stranger alighted rrom tne morn-
ing train at Benton City aud turned
out to be none other than the said J.
M. Wilson. What he claimed for
himself was true and now he returns
to look over the field of those very
humiliating days, but days of very
profitable experience.

When he returned East in 18S2 he
went to his home in Pennsylvania,
but in the fall of 1S83 he came to Chi
cago and entered McCormick Theol-
ogical Seminary of the Presbyterian
Church. He graduated from that in-

stitution in 1886 and immediately ac-

cepted a call to the Castellor Street
Presbyterian Church of Omaha, Neb.
Nine years and half have flown by
and Mr. Wilson has a church of 325

members and a salary of 91,500. Sev-

eral years ago the University of Oma-

ha conferred npon him the degree of
D. D., and last year he was elected to
the chair ot "English Bible" in the
Presbyterian Theological Seminary of
Omaha, which adds very materially
to his labors and somewhat to his sal-
ary. At the General Assembly in
Pittsburg last May his election to this
professorship was approved and in
September he will be inauguarated.
In addition to these duties he has act-

ed as Omaha editor of the North and
West, a Presbyterian religious weekly

Sublished at Minneapolis, Omaha and

comes with profound thankfulness t
Almighty God who has crowned him
with so many blessings and with a
vivid remembrance of the persons,
places and events which formed such
a vital chapter in his life. He thought
that it might be of interest to some to
hear of his prosperity and might en
courage some who may have a similar
setback. He is on his vacation and
expects to visit St. Louis and Penn
sylvania and return by way of Minne
apolis.
