A FAMINE SCOURGE IN CHINA.

Districts Are Deserted and Mothers
Offer Their Children for Sale.

SaN FrawNcisco, June 17.—From
mail advices by the steamer Coptic it
seems Lhat last year the rainfall was
meager in portions of Tonkin, Chins,
and in consequence the harvest has
been a failure. The natives are in a
miserable condition. It is reported
that mothers are offering their chil-
dren for sale for a few cents. In
Hanoi, the other day, a mother offer-
ed her three infants for eight cents,
preferring to hand them over to a
European rather than see them perish
from hunger in her arms. There is a
general exodus from the provinces of
Sontay in the north, Bao Ninh and
Hung Yen. Some of the people reach
the cities to beg for sustenance, while
others go apout pillaging. Rice has
sttained a fabulous price.

Beveral cases of cholera have been
reported from the provinces where
the famine has been felt most se-
verely.

LAST D!' TEE DALTOI! GANG.

“Dynamite Dick” Discovered in the
Federal Prison at Paris, Texas.

Paris, Tex., June 17.—Dan Clifton,
alias “Dynamite Dick,” the last of the
notorious Dalton gang, was found to
be in the Federal prison here to-day
by United States Marshal Williams,
He was brought here some lime ago
on charges of eriminal assault and in-
troducing whisky into the Indian
country. The former case against him
was dismissed on account of the
character of the witnesses. He pleaded
guilty to the whiskey charge and was
given a jail sentence and fined. Al
the expiration of his jail sentence he
paid his fine, but in the meantime a
capias had come from Oklahoma for
him, where he is wanted for murder
From descriptions of the gang, Mar-
shal Williams suspected who he was
and set about to identify nim. Ac-
cording the description of “Dyanamite
Dick’ he had a scaron his neck where
he had been wounded., Clifton was
noncommunicative, and would talk
but little, buot encugh was pumped
from him to convince Marshal Wil-
linms that he was not mistaken, Clif-
ton wore a heavy beard that hid his
neck from sight, To-day, in spite of
Clifton’s vigorous protests, Williams
had him shaved, when the scar was
plainly revealed. Olifton participated
in several train robberies, the last of
which was at Ingalls, Ok. He has
been on the scout since the death of
Bill Dalton, and has been chased all
over the West. He will be taken to
Oklahoma in a few days, where several
train robbery and murder cases are
pending against him. Marshal Wil-
liams not only broke up and extermi-
nated the Dalton gang when they got
into his district, but has detected and
now has in his custody its last surviv-
ing member.

AN OLD LANDMARK GONE.

Judge James H. Bhell Gone to His
Last Reward—The People of Au-
drain County Mourn the Death
of a Sturdy Citizen and
Honest Man.

Judge James H. SBhell, one of Au-
drain county’s most substantial eiti-
zens, died at his family residence three
miles west of Mexico on Friday night,
June 18, at 11 o'clock. Judge Shell
had not been strong for two or three
years but had been confined to the
house only a week or ten days and his
death was unexpeciled. Bervices were
condocted at the family residence
Sunday at 10a. m. by Rev. J. 8.8house.
Judge Shell would bave been 78 years
old in Angust. He leaves a wife and
seven living children. His children
who survive him are J. R, Shell, of
Laddonia; Frank Shell, of Kansas
City; Wm. Shell, of Texas; Sasan Hur-
ley, of Perry, Mo.; Mrs. J. P, Gass, of
Fulton; Mrs. Howard Gasa, of Jeffer-
son City, and Mrs. Jennie Martin, of
Texas. Judge Shell had no enemies
and nuombered among his friends
every acquaintance he had.

Judge James H. Sheil was a veteran
of lwo wars and an old and esteemed
citizen of Andrain county. He was,
by nativity, from the old Rhomboid
State, the home of the iron-willed
President, Gen. Jackson, and was born
in Sallivan county, Aughst 6, 1818,
Growing up in East Tennessee, in 1536
he enlisted in the Florids war, and
was made sergeant of his company.
He followed the flag of his country for
fourteen long months through the
evergindes and morasses of the Flow-
ery Peninsula, and until the expiration
of his term of service, or rather, until
the conclusion of the war. Returning
Lthen to his native Stale, like Andrew
Jolingon, he learned the tador’s Lrade,
serving an apprenticeship of three
years, and becoming a thorough mas-
ter of Lhe art adapter; and on the 5th
of July, 1840, he was married to Mics
Ancret T. Payne, originally of Vir-
ginia, born October 11, 1518, Judge
Shell continued to work at his trade 1o
Tennessee nntil 1843, when he came to
Missouri and located at New London,
in Ralls county, where he carried on
the merchant-tailoring business for
several yeare, and until the outbreak
of the Mexican war. An old soldier,
when the clash of arms was heard in
the far-off Land of the ¢actus, he was
olf again, and soon found keeping step
to the mausie of the Union as the stars
and stripes floated above him. He
was nnder the command of Gen.Price,
then Col. Price. Judge Shell served
for eleven months in the gallant ranks
of the Missouri soldiery, but unfor-
tunately was attacked by a malignant
fever then proving more fatal to our
troops than the death-dealing mus-
kotry of the dark-visaged Mexican.
He was confined to the hospital some
three months; and his malady proved
#0 serious that he was forced to ac-
cept a discharge for disability. The
effect of the fever settled In his right
leg and hip, and he was always after-
ward affected with lameness, and was
a great sufferer from ulceration of his
leg. Returning to Missouri after his
discharge, he resumed working at his
trade at New London following his
recovery; and also began farming, to
a certain extent. He continued these
in Halls county until 1856, when he
came to Audrain county and settled
on Lick Creek. The following year
Judge Shell located on the farm
where be died, west of town, and
had been occapied exclusively with
farming. Judge Shell was successful
a8 a farmer and owned & good place of
nearly 200 acres. A man of superior
mtelligence and high character, and
baving always taken an intelligent in-
terest in the affairs of his county, he
long held the position by common
consent of one of the leading men of
this vicinity. Judge Shell served as
treasurer of his township for fourteen
years, and many times had been
warmly urged from diflerent parts of
the county to become a candidate for
county judge, but preferring the quiet
and comforts of home life to the an-
noyances and distractions incident to
ofticial position, he steadily declined
to accept the position sought to be
thrust upon him. His friends, how-
ever, insisted upon conferring upon
him the title, even if he would notun-
dertake the duties of the office, and he
was everywhere called “Judge” Shell,
a compliment sincerely bestowed.
The Judge and Mrs. Shell were abun-
dantly blessed in their family, and had
nine children: Malissa Canterbury,
dead; James Richard, who lives near
Laddonia; Susan, now Mrs. Milton
Hurley, of Ralis county; Virginia, the
widow of A, J. Gardner; Emma, now
Mrs. J. P. Gass; Alice, now Mrs.How-
ard Gas=s; William and Frank M. One,
besides, is deceased, Charles, who
shot himself accidentally, dying at the
age of seventeen,

The Great Republican Convention of
1896 Has Come and Gone.

From the 8¢t. Louis Chronicle,

The National Republican Conven-
tion is a memory.

Hobart got 533'; votes, Evans 2501,
Brown 39, Lippett 8, Walker 24.

Oolorado, Montana, Utah, Nevada
and Idaho were represented in the
bolt.

Ten minutes after Foraker began
speaking he mentioned McKinley's
name.

A 30-minute round of applause fol-
lowed Foraker's mention of McKin-
ley’s name.

The routine work of the convention
following the nominations was quickly
disposed ol.

Charman Thursion was given an
ovation when he took up the gavel at
10:30 Thursday.

There was little demonstration on
the streets after the adjournment of
the convention.

Five Republican States, under the
leadership of one of the wheel horses
of the party, seceded.

The nominations of both McKiley
and Hobart were made unanimous,
amidst great enthusiasm.

With tearful eyes the bolters shook
hands with Chairman Thurston and

Convention Hall.

The convention has passed into his-
tory with but one incident to entitle it
to a place among great political
events.

Senator Teller's farewsll to the
party for which he bhad fought a life-
time was read by delegate.-at-large
Cannon, of Utah.

No time was wasted in caling for
the nominating speeches. Baldwin, of
Iowa, presented the name of William
B. Allison,

The majority report of the Republi-
can Committee, the adoption of which
led to the bolt of the silver men, was
immediately taken up.

All the notable participants in the
convention except the members of the
National Committee, which met Fri-
day morning, took the first trains for
their homes.

Gen. Grosvenor's calculations were
vindicated by the anpouncement that
McKinley, on the first ballot had re-
ceived 661'; votes, Reed 841¢, Morton
68, Quay 60'; and Allison 35,

ballot for Vice-President was another
exhibition of the way in which the
Hanna machine had done its work.

Henry Cabot Lodge placed Reed in
nomination. Chauncey M. Depew
asked the conventidon to vote for
Morton.
