SOLID ON THE PLATFORM.

Texas Democrats Pronounce for Ticket
and Platform Populist Fusion

Refused by Them.

Foet Worth, Tex., Aug. 20. The
Texas State Democratic convention
finished its work last night and ad
jonrned sine die. The paltform is
long and devoted mostly to State af
fairs. On national questions it is as
follows:

"1. We endorse the principles of the
Democracy as set forth in the platform
of tbe national convention, which con
vened at Chicago, July 7, and to
pledge to William J. Bryan and Ar
thur Sewall our united and cordial sup-
port for President and Vice-Preside- nt

"2. We endorse in toto the platform
of onr national convention, but we
specially commend and approve tbe
declarations for an income tax, oppo
sition to the issue of bonds in time of
peace, against the power of banks to
issue coney, for tariff for revenue
that will operate without discrimina-
tion against classes or sections, and
for the free and unlimited coinage of
gold and silver at the ratio of 16 to 1,
with full legal tender quality and
without reference to the action of
other governments."

At midnight the convention declined
the Populist request for division of
electors on any terms for President or
Vice-Preside- It empowered tbe
Incoming Executive Committee to
later on give the public its reasons for
so doing.

I sw from cablegrams to the metro
politan press that Li Hung Chang, the
"Grand Old Man" of China, will arrive
In this country in a few days. He will
come direct from England where he
has been for several weeks hobnobbing
with the Queen, her royal son and Mr.
Gladstone, England's "Grand Old
Man." This tour of Li Hang's is of
more significance to the world than
any similar one that has been under'
taken by a man during the present
century. In future history it will form
one of the first chapters In the story
of the modern civilization of China,
story which will, I think, tell how that
greatest of pagan nations rose from
its stupor, cast off its wormlike prison
of ignorance and superstition and
showed, to the world the glorious col
orings of a grand butterfly. . Li Hung
Chang is to-da- y the greatest living
representative of that nation, next to
the Emperor himself in station and
higher than the. Emperor in ability
and mental resources. He comes to
this, tbe greatest nation on the face of
the globe, as a representative of one
many times as large as ours and thous
ands of years older, a nation whose
history antedates tbat of any civilized
country, and whose system of govern'
ment is one of tbe oldest in existence,
He will be received with all the honor
befitting such a man, and will doubt
less carry home with him some won
derful ideas and tales of our splendid
system of government, a system ex
actly the opposite of China's. He will
remain here several weeks and will
then cross the Pacific to his native
land, where his "yellow jacket" will
be gladly welcomed by millions upon
millions of devoted celestials. All
honor to Li Hung Chang, the most
remarkable production of the most
powerful pagan nation of the world, a
man whose ability can be measured
only by comparing it with the ability
of the other great men of his time,

There are still many people who
are not aware of the fact that every
line of type in most of our great met
ropolitan newspapers and in manyxof
the newspapers in smaller cities is set
by machinery, so rapidly that it almost
makes one's head swim to watch tne
operator at the typesetting machine,
Tbere are two distinct kinds of these
machines. One of them, known by
tbe significant name, "Linotype," is in
more general use than tbe other,
which is called the "Thome."

Tbe "Linotype." as its name would
indicate, sets, or rather sets and casts,

solid line of type, while the other
sets the type in pieces, as if set by
hand, doing the work much more rap
idly, however. The "Linotype" is by
far thel more wonderful machine of
the two, and for that reason, and also
because it is more hugely used.
will attempt to tell in a few words how
it is manipulated. The machine itself
is a complicated affair, and has a key-
board similar to that of a typewriter.
In front of this sits the operator, and
every time a key is touched a steel
matrix or type mold of a character
similar to the one touched, slides
down an incline from the upper part
of tbe machine and takes its place in
the line on tbe left side of the ma'
chine. This is rapidly repeated until
the whole line is set, or rather until
the molds for the whole line are set,
the whole operation not taking up
more than a few seconds of time. Then
with one foot the operator touches a
lever, tbe line is carried downward
and lost to view, while in a second or
two there appears in its place a shin
ing strip of metal, type-hig- h, on which
the line is cast, ready to print. In
this way a jolnmn of matter, whicb
could not be set up by hand in less
than tbree or four hours, is set np in
leas than one-fift- h the time. The most
marvelous act of the machine is the
distributing of the molds after the line
is cast. They are carried up by a chain
and each character dropped in the
space where it belongs. No mistake
is ever made in this part or the wortc,
and tbe almost human machine, which
does its work so rapidly and well, is a
constant source of wonder to ail wno
see it. "The Sightseer."

Bangor, Maine, August 17. The
remains of Dr. W. L. Pressey, one
tbe most prominent young society
men of this city, who had just enter
ed upon the practice of his profession
were brought here to-da- y, when the
news was first known as his tragic
death, which occurred Sunday.

Fatal lightning never played
stranger freak, never struck a more
cruel blow. Felled at the very side of
his sweetheart, while his arm encir
cled her waist, he was instantly killed
by lightning. Unscathed by the elec
trie flame, his betrothed lives to tell of
the awful scene, although her nerves
are shattered at the terrible exper
ience. .

Dr. Pressy was spending tbe sum'
mer with bis family at their cottage
at Ilesboro, a popular island resort
down tbe bay. On Sunday be was
standing on the piazza with his af
fianced bride, Miss Brown, of Boston,
watching the storm, when, without
tbe slightest warning, a vivid flash
tore the sky and struck the man dead
at the feet of the fainting woman.

SILVER IN OHIO.

Mr. Bland Predicts That it Will Sweep
the State, Having Outgrown the

Republican Politicians.

Hon. R. P. Bland, who accompanied
Mr. Bryan from Chicago on his trip to
New York, wired the following to the
New York Journal from Canton, O,

tbe home of Major McKlnley:
"There were probably 10,000 or 15,

000 people at tbe depot on the arrival
of Mr. Bryan's train. I am told by
those who live here that never before
in tbe history of the town was there
such a demonstration. Mr. Bryan's
speech was received witb immense
enthusiasm.

"In talking with one of the residents
of the town, a very well informed gen
tleman, he told me that McKinley's
own county would cast a free silver
majority in November. There is no
question that the silver tide is beyond
tbe control of the Republican poli
ticians.

"I bad a great many callers who are
well posted in the politics of this coun
ty. Alliance is also In Stark county,
tbe county ot McKinley's home, and
the same information was given me
there tbat the silver sentiment was
carrying the agricultural districts, and
even ia the towns it was in a majority,
The people expressed no doubt tbat
Ohio will roll np a silver majority in
November."

Missouri Will Produce a Reduced Sup
ply of Corn.

Columbia, Mo., August 18. The
Missouri Weather crop bulletin issued
to-da- y, says : "Early corn has matur
ed rapidly and in a few localities is be
ing cut, while late corn has been dried
up, and in some counties will not make
more than half a crop, even with
favorable conditions from now on; in
some localities it is already being cut
to save the fodder. The early corn
crop in some districts will be consid
erably below an average. Pastures
are getting very dry: and water Is
failing in some localities. Winter ap
ples are falling badly. Cotton is being
injured by the drought and boll worm.'

traordinarily excellent picnic given
by tbe citizens of Santa Fe and vicin
ity on Wednesday.

About 7 o'clock quite a party of
ladies and gentlemen left Mexico be
bind one of Ilisey's good teams,
driven by that accomplished and po
lite driver whom everybody calls
"Lee," and in tbe cool bracing air we
sped on onr way over tbe smooth
prairie roads in tbe direction of the
quiet little village of Santa Fe,
Monroe County, about 18 miles north
or northeast of Mexico.

The fact is, the Mexico band
boys know how to acquit them
selves with credit, and tbey do it
too, whenever and wherever tbey go,
The "Forest City" of Northeast Mis
souri should be, and indeed is, proud
of her band boys.

The first thing that struck tbe
writer with powerful force was wagon
loads, at least forty, I venture to say,
of baskets, boxes, trunks and "things1
securely bidden from sight by nicely
wrapped white cloths. I looked
aronnd as I walked about and saw
tables and tables and tables; some
were tbe regular extension dining
tables, made of polished oak, covered
with damask linen. Excuse me, Mr
Editor, but I must tell the truth;
learned how years ago when away
back in old Kentucky. My appetite
"riz" right there, and to tell tbe
whole truth, Mr. Editor, it kept on
rising, for a recollection of days gone
by told me that those baskets, boxes
and trunks and "things" so nicely
wrapped had in them something good
to eat, and as the water came to my
mouth I tried to recall Bulwer'a lines:

ing so you said, among other things,
"Judge Trimble's speech to the Blaine
Club shows wbat a short step it
from independent Democratic move
ment into tbe Republican camp."
