Mr. Lew1s’ Statements Criticased.
To the Editor of the Ledger.

Mexico, Mo., Sept. 11.—In makiog
his address this afternoon at the opera
house Hon. Robert Lewis, Republican
candidate for Governor, used the fol-
lowing language:

“The silver dollar from 48 and
through the fifties, sixties and down
to 1877 would bring a dollar and five
centse * * * 371!y grains of pure
silver was worth more than a dollar
down to 1873; therefore, the owner
conld not afford to lay it down just to
get the government to stamp it and

This was all said in support of his
proposition that the wvalue of silver
and gold was a purely commercinl
question. )

In relation to the first quotation it is
difficult to find a reason why Mr.Lewis
ahould state that the silver in a dollex
coin would bring more than a dollsr
down to as late as 1877, and that state-
ment is counter to the reports in the
United States coinage laws and con-
trary to all published market reporta,
and as every student of history knows
that the price of silver began to drop
in a few months after the crime of
1873, just as soon as it was discover-
ed that gilver had received a death
blow from Sherman, Seyd & Co. and
not later than 1874.

But the astounding part of this
whole business is, why should Mr.
Lewis make such statements in sup-
port of the single gold standard heresy
of his party.

Is it possible to advance a more
cogent reason for the vain statement of
silver coinage at 16 to 1 than to tell
the people that it was so valuable
prior to 1873 that the owner could not
afford to have it stamped into dollars
at a loss?

With the exception of the above er-
ror, of commg down to 1877, instead
ol stopping av 1874, Mr. Lewis was
correct as to the value of silver. In
those two statements Mr. Lewis con-
fesses to the indictment charging the
act of 1573 as a great national crime.
Mr. Lewis omits giving any reason
why the silver dollar should have been
attacked and stricken down when it
was so valuable as he confesses, With-
out any explanation from him it must
rest as he leaves it, to-wit: because it
was more valuable than gold.

was because it was not fit for money—
too abundant, too common; it soiled
the kid gloves of the coupon clippers.

Mr. Bryan's Letter Acecepting the
Trust Tendered Him by the
Democrats.

LiNcoLx, Neb., Sept. 9.—Mr. Bryan
to-day made public his letter accepting
the Democratic nominstion. Ita full
text follows:

Hon. Stephen M. White and Other
Members of the Notification Com-
mittee of the Democratic Conven-
tion:

Gentlemen—I accept the nomination
tendered by you on behalf of the
Democratic party and in so doing de-
sire to assure you that I fully appre-
ciate the high honor which a nomina-
tion confers and the grave responsi-
bilities which accompany an election
to the presidency of the United Btates.
Bo deeply am I impressed with the
power vested by the constitution in
the chief executive of the nation, and
with the enormous influence which he
ean wield for the benefit or injury of
the people, that I wish to enter the
office, if elected, free from any per-
sonal desire, except the desire to
prove worthy of the confidence to my
country. Human judgment is fallible
enough when unblased by selfish con-
gideration and in order that I may not
be tempted to use the patronage of an
office to advance any personal ambi-
tiom;, I hereby announce, with all the
emphasis which words can express,
my fixed determination not, under
any circumstances, to be a candidate
for re-election in case this campaign
results in my election.

I have carefully considered the
platform adopted by the Democratic
national convention, and anqualifiedly
indorse every plank thereon. Oauar in-
stitutions rest upon the propasition
that all men, being created equal, are
entitled to equal coneideration at the
hands of the government because that
all men are created equal no citizen
has a right to injure any other citizen.
The main object of government is to
protect all citizens in the enjoyment
of life, liberty and the pursuit of hap-
piness; this purpose must lead the
government, first to avoid acts of af-
firmative injustice, and, second, to re-
strain each citizen from trespassing
upon the rights of any other citizen.

A Democratic form of government
is conducive to the highest civilization
because it opens to each individual the
greatest opportunitiea for develop-
ment and stimulates to the highest
endeavor by insuring to each the full

ment. In determining what appro-
priations are necessary, the interests

of those who pay the taxes should be

consulted rather than the wishes of
those who receive or disburse publie
moneys.

An increase in the bonded debt of
the United States at this timse is en-
tirely withont excuse. Tne issue of
interest-bearing bonds within the Iast
few years was defended that they
were necessary with whica to obtain
gold with which to redeem United
States notes and treasury motes; but
this necessity has beem imaginary
rather than real.

Instead of exercising the legal right
vested in the United States to redeem
its coin in either gold or silver, the
executive branch of the government
has followed a precedent established
by a former administration and sur-
rendered the option to the holder of
the obligations. This administration
policy leaves the government atthe
mercy of those who find & pecuniary

profit in bond issues. The fact that
the dealers in money and securities
has been able to deplete or protect the
treasury according to their changing
whims, shows how dangerous it is to
permit them to exercise a controlling

influence over the treasury depart-
ment.
