It seems strange that oar govern
ment should allow the sale of Intoxl-eatin- g

liquors to soldiers in, the field,
which seems to be the meaning of a
recent order of the war department.
If there was no objection to this order
from a moral point of view, the fol
lowing item abowa bow objectionable
it la aa m sanitary measure;

Naval and military authorities are
nearing the ooncluaion that both
soldiers and sailors are more effective
as fighters when the supply of alcohol,
wbloh it baa long been the custom to
serve out to them when In active
service, is discontinued. In the navy
of this country the use of stimulants
on board when at aea la prohibited,
and tbe British adntlrality, which
used to allow double grog rations
when the ships were going into action,
has now ordered that not a drop of
alcoholic liquor la to be allowed on
the day when fighting ia to be done.
The prime mover in this change
of practice is Field Marshal Lord
Wolseley, the British Commander-in-chie- f,

who has instituted exhaustive
experiments with view to ascer-
taining the relative effects of
alcohol and of total abstinence upon
the physical endurance and staying
qualities of troops. One regiment
would have its supply of malt liquors
cat off, another would be deprived of
its whiskey, while a third and fourth
would be allowed to purchase their
ordinary liquor allowance at the can
teen. In every ease where stimu-
lants were allowed notable signs of
lasaitade and a lack of spirit and en'
durance were manifest in the soldiers
after two or three days' hard fighting,
whereas tbe men who bad abstained
showed every day more staying pow
er, alertness and vigor. The War
Department now debars the soldiers
from all stimulante except in hospital,
and every one in camp while on ac
tive service, from the highest to the
lowest, la restricted In tbe matter of
liquid refreshments to tea and oat
meal water. The results of this new
rale on the eoolnese and steadiness
of soldiers under heavy fire are said
to be remarkable, an to abundantly
confirm Lord Wolseley' dictum that
nowadays calmness and eolleetedness
are more valuable qualifications for
the eoidier than fury and reckless
dash.

FIFTH MISSOURI BOYS HOW IN
THE BLUE GRASS STATE-BREATH- ING

FREELY.

All Happy at the Prospect of Seeing
Home and Loved Ones, and in

Getting Out of the Sick-Infect- ed

Camp.

H. P. Robbing, formerly editor of
the Tribune In this city, and a volun-
teer in Company L, Fifth Missouri
Regiment, writing to the Louisiana
(Pike county) Newe from Lexington,
Ky., under date of Aug. 28, says:

"The Fifth Missouri is again in God's
country, where there Is. something to
relieve the scenery of its dreary
monotony of rocks and mountains,
where grass grows and people live in
bouses. Tbe very scenery sends a
thrill of new life through our jaded
systems and the bracing air fills us
with hope and vigor, although we
have been on the road since early
yesterday morning. The press dis-

patch that we have been ordered
mustered out rivals the air and scen-

ery in exhilarating influence. There
are rosy dreams of home, loved ones,
comfort and freedom floating through
tbe private's brain. He has taken his
course in tyranny and is ready for his
diploma. He longs to be a free and
independent American citizen once
more.

"The press has teemed with reports
of discontent, well founded in tbe
main. There is probably a two-thir-

majority of our regiment eager to be
mustered out. But there has been
none of the mutln.us movements
which ' have disgraced divers other
regiments. The boys will obey orders,
but they make no effort to conceal
their burning desire to go back to
home-lif- e and tbe pursuits of peace,
leaving tbe lazy routine of garrison
duty to such as prefer that kind of
life. Virgil made some remark about
the sweetness and glory of dying for
one's country and our boys hungered
for a taste, but they never bargained
for the monotony and coarseness of
garrison duty.

"Those were lusty cheers that soak
ed the air of Chickamauga when
marching orders came. Our neigh
bors, the Second Arkansas, got ont
their band and joined us in the cele
bration, which demonstrated that
entente cordiale which distinguished
these two regiments and provoked
wonder in the park, where rivalry is
tbe rule. Torch lights were waved by
2,000 men and wild cheers mingled
with the strains of "Hot Time." Some
wag expressed his feelings by waving
a burning broom, signifying that his
connection with the Chickamauga
Land and Improvement Company
was severed. The demonstration
would have paled the ineffectual fire
of a Missouri rally.

"The sensational charges anent the
mismanagement of hospitals and
commissionary are read by the boys
with great Interest. Barring the nat-
ural exaggerations it is thought that
inquiry will substantiate many of the
criticisms. The circumstances will be
extenuating but not exonerating.

"We were glad to shake the Chick
amauga sand from our sandals. Tbe
place brings to the veteran dreams of
a blood-re- d field of carnage, suffering,
glory. To tbe volunteer comes the
nightmare of shovels, picks, indigni-
ties, hunger and disease. When you
visit Chickamauga, don't take your
trunk; a band satchel will suffice.
After you have seen Mission Ridge
and Lookout, scenes of a great battle
and a poetic bit of mountain climbing
respectively; and got a bird's-ey- e

view of the surrounding country you
will have seen enough. If you pay to
see the fenced glories of Pt, Lookout
you may stand where Roper's misstep
sent him precipitately to death. You
may, by stretch of the imagination,
see mountain peaks in seven states
and if yon look rusty in geography
the guide will make it nine. A young
man with a pen chart for lying and
constructive imagination can make
good money off the credulity of tour-
ists. If you wish to stock up in relics
you may buy anything you wish, from
the slipper Pharoah's daughter ap-

plied to the youthful Moses, to a
chip of tbe cherry tree chopped by
the youthful George. And you will
find the hotel bills higher than the
mountains. There are certain roman-
tic creatures who, in apparent proof
of Christian Science, sweat the sum
mer through up there, thinking it a
delightful summer resort. I know a
dozen more attractive spots in Mis-

souri, historical associations waived.
"Chattanooga has made good money

from the soldiers and has made heroic
efforts to prevent removal of troops.
They lied about health conditions and
used all manner of disreputable means
to keep the soldiers there to die. They
had never conducted themselves in a
way to win friends and this last sel-

fish manifestation has forever ruined
them in our opinion."

Are Anxious to Coma Some and Go

Into Business Pursuits --Have Had

a Tonga Time Now in a
Regular Paradise.

Camp Hamilton, near Lexington,

Ky., Aug. 39. Kill that calf. The
Fifth Missouri Regiment Is coming
home, and at once at that.

Orders were received about a half
hour ago to the effect that tbe Fifth
would be moved to St. Louis as soon
as the neoeewry papers can be made
out. When we get to the barracks we
will be given 30 days furlough and
allowed to go home tor 30 days. This
will, In my estimation, put us In Mex
ico about the 14th of this month. Of
course, though, it is mere guess work
as to when we will receive the papers
allowing us to get our feet under ma's
table.

Tbe news waa received very quietly
by the men, but In the conversation
following dismissal from retreat
formation it was to be plainly seen
that tbe boys were well pleased with
the orders. Those at home have very
little idea how well pleased the boys
are with their new camp ground in
"God's Country." The people, tbe
climate and all other conditions go
toward making a heaven out of our
present camp as compared with the
disease-stricke- n camp which the boys
so willingly bid farewell to-a-t tbe
park. The half of the horrible life
there has never yet been told and
probably never will be, at least,
until the boys' hands are untied by
being mustered out.

As it was In Chattanooga, the mem
bers of the Fifth Missouri Regiment
are received with open arms by the
good people of Lexington. I hardly
know why this is, unless it is caused
by the personal effort of each member
of the regiment to act as gentlemen
wherever they go.

All kinds of questions have arisen
since the orders were received. Two
are whether or not we will be allowed
to don citiaens' clothes during that
time. I am inclined to think that we
will have to wear the bine and not to
engage in any business. If I am not
mistaken I have seen some where that
a government employe ia allowed to
engage in no business other than that
of serving Mie.'government. Although
the boys would enjoy wearing citizens'
clothes, I think that aU will be willing
to lay around during the time of their
I nrlough and rest up. It will be a
welcome relaxation after the tedious
routine of camp life.

Tbe trip from tbe park was a very
tedious one and the men reached here
almost worn out. One man, Walter
E. Bryarly., of Company L, was car-

ried from tbe train with as bad a case
of measles as I ever saw. He was laid
under a true from the time we reached
the unloading station, about 8 o'clock
a. m., until! late in the afternoon, and
at that several efforts were made to
get an ambulance.

PUBLIC DEBT STATEMENT.

Decrease For the Month of August
WU $34,788,711,

Washington, D. C, September 1.
The monthly statement of the public
debt issue, to-da- y shows that onAug-u- st

31 the public debt, lees cash in the
treasury, was 11,012,870,717, which is a
decrease for the month of $34,789,711.

This decrease is accounted for by a
corresponding increase in cash on
hand, doe to the receipt from tbe
war loan. The debt ia recapitulated
as follows:

Interest-bearin-g debt, $922,212,800;
debt on which interest has ceased
since maturity, $1,259,030; debt bear-
ing ao Interest, 383,885,971; a total of
$1,307,367,801.

This amount, however, does not In
clude 66U,046,fl33 in certificates and
treasury notes outstanding which are
offset by an equivalent amount of
cash in tbe treasury. Tbe cash In the
treasury la classified as follows: Gold,
$253,377,493;sUver, 9513,400,8M;paper,
$93,084,066; bonds, national bank de
posits, etc., 967,28201; aggregating

927,144,646. Against this aggregate
there are outstanding demand liabili
ties amounting to $332,657,561, which
leaves a net cash balance in the treae-ur- y

of $204,487,084.

SPAIN WILL PAY THEIR FARE.

Such is the Condition Upon Which the
Prisoners Will Be Released.

Washington, D. C, Sept. 1. Ad-

miral Cervera and tbe other Spanish
naval officers at Annapolis and the
Spanish sailors at Portsmouth, N.
H., are to be returned to Spain at the
expense of the Spanish government.
That was the condition of their release
by this government without parole or
other restrictions. Admiral Cervera
is charged with the arrangement for
transportation of the prisoners. It is
probable be will visit this city before
his departure to thank the authorities
for the courtesies extended him and
his countrymen during their enforced
sojourn in this country. '

They will all go home together and
it is understood that OapU Eulate, of
tbe Vizcaya, has gone to New
York to charter the two Spanish
steamships now there for their trans-
portation.

All the prisoners are reported to be
in good physical condition, thanks
to the excellent care taken of
them by this government. On the
arrival of the party at uoothampton
they will be met byjhe Spanish flying
squadron and escorted to Cadiz. The
squadron is ail that remains of the
Spanish navy.
