The Trouble in Crete Unsettled More

General Miles, when seen by a cor
respondent, said, ln regard to the
famous telegram to General Shafter,
In which the Secretary of War told
Shafter that Miles would not supersede
him

"After the surrender I concerned
myself with more important matters,
relating to the occupation of Porto
Rico, and, although I had beard of
this telegram ln a vague and round
abont way, I first saw tbe fall text ot

thing, was in direct violation of tbe
verbal and written orders ot the
President."
After recounting at length the under

standing with tbe War Department
and tbe conditions ln and around
Santiago as he found them npon bis
arrival there, Gen. Miles said:

"These . were the circumstances
ojvder which General Miles left Wash
lngton, arriving at Santiago July 11,

not as a private individual nor aa a vis
itor. Any pretense tbat he went tbere
disrobed of his authority or official
capacity Is too childish to be cont'd'
ered by sensible men. From the
moment he arrived at Santiago he was
responsible for what might occur. He
arrived there with the Yale, Colombia
and Rita, loaded with Infantry, and
three ships loaded with artillery, be
sides those already embarked. He
designed to disembark the troops and
artillery named on the west side of
Santiago, as waa understood before
leaving Washington, and before he
went ashore he made tbe necessary
arrangements accordingly. He then
proceeded to tbe front, and, after con
salting with General Shatter, a note
was sent to the Spanish commander
by General Shafter, saying that the
Commanding General of tbe United
States Army bad arrived ln his camp
with strong and
would meet bim between the lines at
any boor agreeable to him

Referring to tbe surrender of San'
tiago, Gen. Miles says: "The Spanish
commander begged for longer time
and earnestly requested until twelve
o'clock next day. : This was finally
agreed to by General Miles, the meet
ing dissolved and the officers sepa
rated. . On returning from this con
ference a dispatch was received by
Gen. Miles from Washington ss fol
lows

"Washington, D. C, July 13. Ma,
Gen. Miles: You may accept surren-
der by granting parole to officers and

(men; the officers and men after parole
to be permitted to return to Spain,
the United States assisting. If not
accepted, then assault, nnlees In your
lodgment, en assault would fall, con
suit with' Sampson and pursue such
course as to the assault as you jointly
agree npon. Matter should be set
tied promptly. "E. A. Algxk,

(Signed) Secretary of War."
"This does not look as If General

Miles was tbere as a visitor. He wss I

charged with responsibility of order- -
ing an assault upon tbe entrenchments
and fortifications of an army, which,
if successful, would bave cost at least
5,000 lives; or, of withholding the as- -
"Qlt " m bu Judgment, such assault I

would rail.
"No greater discretion was ever

given to say general commanding aa
army, and what Is more, will be oh--

served, he was authorised to accept
tbe surrender, which in tbe Interest
of bis subordinate, be generously de
clined to do and went away, leaving
all the honor to his next la rank,
Gen. Shatter."

Gen. MQee wrote the above Inter
view and sDeske ot himself in the
third person.

TROUBLE AT MANILA.

General Otis Ordered Agninaldo From -

the Suburbs May Reed Some
More Troops.

Washington, September 8. It is
stated tbat a messsage from Major
General Otis who now commands the
American forces in Manila, has been
received by President McKinley an-
nouncing that the general has been
compelled to order Agulualdo and his
rebel forces to retire trom the sub-

urbs of the city within 24 hours or be
driven out.

This indicates serious trouble with
the Filipino insurgents, and if hostili-
ties occur between' them and the
American troops, tbe government
must send at le'ast 50,000 more men to
General Otis. , .

Recent reports from Manila show
that Agulnaldo has assumed a very
aggressive attitude.

General Merrltt was compelled to
order the Insurgents oat of the
trenobes and General. Otis' cablegram
lndioates tbat the insurgents' preten-
tions have become unendurable.

A newspaper dispatch from Manila
says that the Philippine insurgents
are arranging for a mass meeting to
assemble shortly at Maloles, thirty
miles north of Manila, for tbe purpose
ot deciding, from their standpoint,
npon the future of the Philippine
islands. Agulnaldo, ' the insurgent
leader, the same dispatch eays, Insists
tbat the insurgents forces should re-

main in their strategic positions and
strengthen them, lest the Americana '

withdraw from the islands, in the
mesntime threatening Manila, com-

manding the railroad and threatening
the food supply.

A dispatch from Iloilo says General
Rlos, the Spanish commander there,
has given orders that American ves-

sels be permitted to bave free access
to Spanish Philippine ports.
