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MAYOR REED LOSES HALF :
or ms s SEVEN COUNTIES FOR FOLK

A RUSH FOR LIBEERTY STOPFED
IN JEFFERSOR CITY.

USE REVOLVERS IN THE ATYEMPY.

Four Prisoners Dug Out of a Cell in
\he Penitentinry and Surprised »
Guard, but Were Canght by
Other Officer.

Jevrrusan Crry, April 5.—FEarly
this morning John Willlams, anofticer
imone of the halls in she Missourl
penitentiary here, was startled by the
sppearance of four convicts nrmed
with three revolvers and several sticks
of dyoamite. The oconviols were
James Thomton, P, T, Ellisand James
MoDonald, of Platte county, and J. C.
Millard from Cape Glmardeau county,
The first Lhrée are len-year men,
sentenced for safe blowlng, and bave
been in the penitentiary twenty-six
months, Millard §5 & five-year man for
grand larceny and has been In the
penitentiary & year.

These desperadoss demanded of the
offfcer that be give up his rific and
keys, but he was Wo clever for thewm.
He had turned In the alarm and other
officers came to his assistance almost
immediately. The conviots offered no
resistance and surrendered Ubelr arms
and ammunition, The convicls had
out throught their cell walls, which
gave Whem aomission W the maln hall,
where Mr. Willinms was stationed.
How they came In the possession of
the thres revolvers and the |dynamite
Is & mystery w Warden Wooldridge
and the otlier prison assoclates. The
ponvicts say they recelved the weapons
by express, bul the prison ofcials say
that wouldl be practically impossible
s #very express package as well as all
mail and other articles for convicts Is
examined {n the ofos before dellvered
to the conviets. Had these convicts
sveroume Willlams and secured his
¢un und key to the outer door of the
hall, )t 1§ Lelleved they would bave
gnined their freedom through the
maln entrance of the institution by
eitner forcing the oficer to pass them
out or by blowing open with dynamite
the locks from the two large gales

pass.

The conviews refused to  disclose
thelr plan for escape. The prison
oficidls belleve that the revolvers and
dyoamite were given to the prisoners
by some friend who visited them In
the penitentiary.
were locked in new cells for safe keep-
{ng, and an Investigation of thelr at-
tempted escape will be mads by the
prison authorities.
