Fire in New York Subway in the
Heart of Lower Broadway-Work- men

With Difficulty
Rescued.

New Youk, April 6. For half an
hour trafflo on Lower Broadway near
St. Paul's chapel, was blocked y

by a tire In tbe new subway and vol-

umes of smoke that poured througb
the few openings to tbe street, driv-

ing pedestrians away and making dif
ficult the work of the flremi;n wbo
were called out In large force because
of tbe location of the fire.

A LAMP DID IT.
The fire was started by the flaring

up of a small "banjo" lamp used by
tbe laborers In tbelr underground
work, tbe burlap tbat covered some
pipes along the sides of the subway
catching lire, tbe blaze spreading
to tbe temporary timbering of the
tunnel.

FIITt LIVES IN PERIL.
However, one block farther down

the street at the corner of Dey street,
it had been found necessary to open
the street and build a massive wooden
platform in place of tbe usual paving.
a few minutes' bard work with tbe
axes made an opening here and tbe
laborers were helped out to safety.
Through the regular opening into tbe
subway beside St. Paul's cbapel and
througb openings made from tbe cel-

lars of buildings adjoining the sub-
way, a floor of water was poured down
on the smouldering fire, and within
half an hour the blaze was extinguish
ed.

If the
dog is killed and baked for tribal re-

past, Mr. Flnnell says be will institute'
proceedings against Dr. J. K. Hunt,
governor of the colony, upon tne
charge ot violating tbe section of tbe
revised ordinance No. 1002, forbidding
cruelty to animals.

MORRISON fELL KNOWN IN MEXICO,

King Lepold Responsible for Suffer

jng and Death Among; the Na-

tives of the Congo States,

Dr. Morrison Mis-- ,

sionary.

Louisville, Kv., April 0 !.-- W.

M. Morrison, a Southern Piehliyu rian
minister In tbe Congo Free Slate, In

speaking to the Preslij ler-'a- Mlu la-

tent' association here, told of the al
leged barbarities upon the natives
the Congo state by (hitfe holding the
power, and of the obstacles thrown in
the way of their correction by tbe
authorities, lie said:

"1 lived with the people for seven
years. I know what I am talking
about. Leopold bas titers a native
cannibal army of 20,000 men, officered
by white Belgians and armed with re
pealing rifles. Tbese men, represent
ing the wort and most savage type of
the natives, were first caught, then
carried far away from tbelr homes and
forced Into this military service.
There, in turn, t,hls cannibal soldiery
Is used to compel the natives to bring
In enormous tribute of Ivory and India
rubber. It Is worth noting tbat the
king of Belgium is teputed to
be the largest dealer in ivory and rub
ber In tbe world.

"As a result of this forced labor and
military service, great and unspeak
able cruelties are practiced on the
native people. . I bave seen many
times at least 60,000 fleeing Into the
forests to escape from the cannibal
soldiers of King Leopold, I have seen
tbese soldiers scouring througb tbe
forests and after catching men whom
the government wanted as laborers,
going away with tbe captives tied to-

gether by ropes around tbelr necks.
SONS ARB KILLED AMD EATEN.

"Raids upon villages are made con
stantly, some of tbe people are killed
and eaten, others are carried away In
to captivity and sold, others are forced
Into labor and military service. lean
buy all tbe slaves you want at Luebo
at from 110 to 115 apiece. When these
raids are made, the most awful cruel
ties are practiced. Innocent woman
and children are killed or captured and
then hands are cut off to be taken
back to tbe white Belgian officers to
sbow tbat the work has been well
done. Great sections are being de
populated. One of tbese raids was
made near one of our mission stations.

One of our missionaries went to the
scene and counted eighty-on- e bands
cut off and drying over a fire, to be
taken back to the Belgian officer.
