Tbe old law bas been
requiring a bond of COW to be given
breach applicant, and tbe rule bas
been for that bond to be about as
worthless as tbe court could be per
suaded to pass upon. Tbe new law
requires that bondsmen must qualify
for ta.OOO over and above tbelr legal
exemptions. In appl ring for license,
the saloon men must describe tbe
premises they want tbe
license for, and at tbe same time
designate the number and location of
door which mar he used as entrances.
After August 17 no ltrewer Is to be
permitted to hold a license in bis
own name, and no brewer's agent Is
to carry a license. Tbe negotiable
bond is to be subject to attack by any
two taxpayers, who are to have tbe
right to sue a saloonkeeper for keep-
ing a disorderly house or for selling
liquor to minors. Tbe penalty Is a
fine or not less than (100, with 10 per
cent of tbe assessed line added for tbe
attorneys for tbs complainants.
