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HORTICULTURE AND BEES.

Paper Read IryF E. Wentz Be-
fore the Audrain County H.
and B. A. Last Week.

Bees are usunally kept for the
prodaction of honey for the table
and for the market. They deserve,
bowever, a much wider flald of at-
lention, namely, that of their ase-
fulness in fortilizing of useful
plants aud flowers. Iu Australia
it was found that clover seed could
not be prodoced notil bumble bees
were imported into that country.
In borticolture we fiod that the
bee is our co-worker, nud without
the bee many of our froits would
ba imperfect or absent,

The bee on its journey to gather
hooey or polen never visits but one
variety of blossoms on itz trip.
The polen that iz carried by the
bee from blosgom to blossom is, in
many cnses, the only means of fer-
tilization of the respective blog
aom vigited. Some

I might also diseribe the varied
forms and shapes of flowers, their
drop ol honey, hidden in some re-
mote eorper for the bee to get at,

Let me
sny aud make thissweeping state-
ment, that there is no patent hive
#0 good and none better than the
common 8 row, 10 framed box hive
with Hoffman frames or frames re-
sembling the size and shape of the
Hoffman frames., These frames
are about 18 inches long and 9 in
depth nand are hang into a box
about 20 inches long and 924 in-
ches deep and from 12 to 14 inches
wide, to nccommodate either 8 or
10 frames ns the case may he.
These feames should be hung into
the box in guch & way aond the box
made in such a manner that there

et at, The box should be made
solid and nir tight. Before the
frames are hung into the box or
hive, each frame shonld be [lled
with a full sheet of brood founda-
tion. Let me say that itis false
economy to use brood foundation
sparingly. After youn have the
box hive complets, your frames in
place, yonr cover on,yon are now
ready for the bees. Let the bees
be none but the Italians. If you
cannot get the pure wvariety, itis
to your inlerest to requeen the
swarm at an onrly date. The pure
Italiane arve larger, more indos-
trious and are mueh the best house-
keepers.  When you have s good
swarm of Italinn  bees, they will
keep out the moth and also gather
honey from Iarger varieties of
flowers. 'They are also more quiet
to handie, are hardior and will
gather more honey than the smail-
er varielies,

Ag to the proper ways to mani-
pulate boes for suceessful produe-
tion, much might be spaid to inter-
