"The time will soon be here when

th farmer owning a quarter or a
half aection of land will feed silage
to his stock through the summer in

stead of grass," J. If. Starr, of Starr
Bros, Centralis, Mo., extensive land

owner and feeders, made this state-
ment to the Live Stock Reporter last
week. "We ar coming to think, and
when w find a silo or two on every
farm, we will hear less complaint
about dry weather and short feed
crops. We never had a more favor
able prospect for a bumper crop of
corn than we did up till about the
first or middle of July.when it turned
warm and ceased to rain. Now our
crop will be cut in two. With plen
ty of silos, farmers could make this
half corn crop go twice as far.1

Autumn is the time to prepare for
a profitable corn crop the following
season. At this time the seed is
most abundant and the very best can
be obtained before it has been in any
way reduced in vitality. Many let
the opportunity pass, expecting to
purchase their seed corn in the
spring, but the Department of Agri-

culture's specialist in charge of corn
investigations advises that the aut-

umn is the best time to select good
seed.

The best place for the farmer to
obtain seed corn is from fields on his
own farm, or in his neighborhood,
that were planted with a variety
which has generally proved most
successful in that locality. Of course,
if a community has an experienced
and honest corn breeder on whom it
may rely, the seed corn may be ob-

tained from him.
The corn breeder who has demon-

strated year after year the superior-
ity of his corn will demand a special
price for his superior seed. Such
corn breeders are improving corn at
cattle breeders have improved cat- -
lie. Me has used special methods
that farmers generally have not time
to apply. Five dollar a bushel is
not too. much to pay and will be a
profitable bargain for both parties.
What Constitute Good Seed Corn?

By far too many consider seed good
simply because It will grow. To be
first class, seed must be:

1. Well adapted to the seasonal
and soil conditions wher it is to be
planted.

2. Grown on productive plants of
productive variety.

. Well matured, and preserved
from ripening time till planting time
in a manner that will retain its full
vigor.

The importance of the three re-
quirements just enumerated has been
demonstrated experimentally by the
Department's Office of Corn Investi-
gations. The results given briefly,
as enumerated, ar as follows:

1. For a aeries of five years, 12

From thia ttubble

tht winged fly will soon com out to

denosit eggs on volunteer or early

so.m wheat Where th stubble naa

ali been plowed under and th ground

thoroughly worked over in an enttr
comunity, there should be less dan-

ger from the fly, but the wheat

should be sown late, even wher such

measures have been taken. Wher

the stubble has not yet been destroy

ed it should be plowed under at once

and the ground worked. Keep down

all wheat plants until it is time for
the regular crop to come on. In the

northern part of the State wheat

sown about the first of October will

escape most of th fly injury In the
fall and in the southern part wheat

sown about the middle of October is

usually free from fall injury of fly.

In sections where the fly wat pres-

ent this year, farmers will do well to

delay the sowing of wheat until late,

meanwhile continuing cultivation to
as to make the best possible seed bed.

The rapidity with which the live

stock shortage of this country piles

up is appalling. Up until Wednesday

the cattle shortage for th year to
date at six principal Corn Belt mar

kets combined (St Louis, Chicago,

Kansas City, Omaha, Sioux City and

St Joseph) totaled 77,000 head as
compared with 1Q13, same period.

The hog shortage at the same six

markets combined, as compared with

a year ago, is 1,650,000 head. Sheep

show a gain of 200,000 head, but this
increase is not a drop in the bucket

when the alarming shrinkage in cat
tle and hogs is considered. Looks like
