There is a fine source
of wealth in that fact rightly applied.

Some solve the problem
of a farm water supply by the erec-

tion of large tanks of concrete orwood
as high as they can be lifted and yet
catch the waters from the barn roofs.
Such tanks act automatically and

So far as it goes this
is the ideal system of water stoiage
and supply for the farmstead, and,
one may remember that the rainfall
on each bam roof equals nearly i
feet in depth each year a vast sup-

ply if it be only conserved.
