eousness, better homes and general
financial advantage. From ten years'
experience as a trial judge, I do not
hesitate to say that the rigid ' ' en
forcement of this law has in every
instance reduced the volume of other
criminal business and, as a matter
of course, has reduced court expens-

es. The law is now generally enforc-

ed and will be easily enforced. The
few places where such is not the
case are the criminal plague spots of
the state. No community that has rig
idly enforced the prohibitory law
for five years could be induced to go
back to the saloon.!!

Judge Lobdell is not in politics
now. He practices law and runs a
bank at Great Bend; but that Mr.
Fox and his friends may get a look
at real politics In connection with the
question of Prohibition in Sansas, it
may be well to add, in closing, that
this year the Democratic party in
convention assembled, indorsed Pro-

hibition, and demanded National Pro
hibition. So did the Bull Moosers, and
so did the Republicans. There is no
division of sentiment there. '

Now there they stand; not men
picked up here and there, but the of-

ficial representatives of the state
the Supreme Court, the governor, the
attorney-genera- l, the official heads
of every activity of the Kansas peo
ple the doctors, the bankers, the
commercial clubs, the retail merch-
ants, the farmers, the laboring men
and the lawyers.

To Prepare Corn to Fatten Steers,'
"

By H. 0. Allison. .,
Does it pay to grind corn for fatt-

ening steers? The Mis--

souri Experiment Station has been in
vestigating this "question for the last
two years. While this investigation is
not yet completed, results obtained up
to the present time indicate that
more rapid gains in live weight and a
quicker finish may be expected by
the use of ground grain. Cattle also
feed more uniformly on ground than
on whole corn. There is no doubt but
that steers will much
more completely digest ground grain
and the finer it is the more complete
ly it will be digested. , ,

The work at the Missouri College of
Agriculture show clearly that when
ground com is fed fewer hogs are
needed to follow the steers. The fig-
ures obtained indicate that from 17 to
22 per cent of the value of the ear
com fed to steer should be charged
to the hogs, while with finely-groun- d

com chop it will not be mure than 8
to 4 per cent The evidence concern,
ing the total gain in live weight on
cattle and hogs per bushel of com
fed is not yet conclusive. It ia not
likely that there will be much differ.
ence between feeding ground or whole
gram if the hogs are properly cared
for and if the feeding is dorejn lote
which are reasonably free from mud.

not close until . money and credit
have been exhausted. Of course, life

is the cheapest proposition consider-

ed in connection with war. There are
plenty of men to feed to the cannons

long after the powder is exhausted.

Referring to this matter, the Satur-

day Evening Post editorially says:

"If the war is to be ended only by
financial exhaustion we may as well

resign ourselves to about ten years of

it Probably it would take something

like that period so to exhaust Eng-

land, Germany, France and Russia

that they could no longer fights pre-

suming, of course, they were not ac-

tually overrun and occupied by an en-

emy.

"A country's credit may sink so

low that it cannot borrow a dollar
abroad and its treasury may be as
bare as Mother Hubbard's cupboard;

yet it may continue to Tight hard for
years. So long as there is a pound of
powder, a aack of flour, a can of btief

or a pair of shoes in the country, the
government can take it in exchange

for a piece of paper.

"First, of course, a warring nation

uses up its real money and real cred-

it; and all the belligerents are a long

way from having done that Next, it
grinds out paper money, which its
fiat make exchangeable for what
ever commodities it wants.

Tha American Colonies began the

Recently William Allen White, edi-

tor of the Emporia, Kan, Gazette,
and one of the ablest writers in this
country, wrote an article for the Sat
urday Evening Post detailing what
Prohibition had done for Kansas.

Hugh F. Fox, secretary of the Unit
ed Brewers' Association, wrote a re
ply and quoted statistics endeavoring
to show that Mr. White did not know
what he was writing about and that
prohibition had failed in Kansas.

The Article published below is
Mr. White's reply to Mr. Fox in
which he shows Mr. Fox not only fell
down on his statistics but quotes rep-

resentative men of the state who are
in a position to know just what pro
hibition has accomplished - in that
state, Mr. F', like Cabbell and oth
ers who are writing for the Brewers,
gives few figures and many gener
alities. .,

"

We quote the statements of promi
nent Kansan which appeared in Mr.

White a last article. Mr. White is
not receiveing any remuneration for
his defense of prohibition, but
writing for the good of society. He is
not protecting any special interests,
but looking to the welfare of the peo
ple. What follows is certainly the
last word on the success cf prohibi
tion in Kansas and defies the figure
jugglers to make- - their usual abor-

tive efforts to refute. - -

This clears away the indictments;
but Mr. Fox's charge, though demol-

ished by the evidence, miy leave in
some-one- 's mind a question as to the
truth about Prohibition in Kansas.
Statistic.) prove little fundamentally.
Neither my statistics nor Mr. Fox's
are at all important Let us put the
Supreme Court of Kansa-s- the high
est judicial tribunal in the state in
the witness box. Under the date of
October 3, 1914, I have a statement
signed by W. A. Johnston, as chief
justice, and by R. A. Burch, Henry
F. Mason, Clark A. Smith, Silas Por-

ter, A. W. Benson and J. S. West as
associate justices. They write:

"We have excellent opportunity to
observe the operation of the prohib-
itory law in Kansas and are familiar
with the facts. The law is well en-

forced throughout the state. In a
few localities inhabited by a popula-

tion of foreign extraction, not yet
domesticated (the five wo; counties
mentioned in my July article), vigi-

lance is required to circumvent the
efforts of foreign brewing and distil
ling companies to undermine the
law. But it is generally as well en
forced as any other criminal law.
The enforcement of the law distinct
ly promotes social welfare and re
duces to a minimum economic waste
consequent on the liquor traffic and
allied evils. The saloon keeper and
his comrades have been excluded
from effective participation in poli-

tics." .

That should hold Mr. Fox for a
while; but let us have the Governor.
His letter of September 30, 1914,
reads:

'What has Prohibition done for
Kansas? Well, for one thing, it has
cleared the moral atmosphere. It
has raised the intellectual standard.
It has brought health and happiness
to countless thousands and given Kan
sas the lowest death rate of any state
in the Union. With only one dollar
and twenty-fiv- e cents spent per capi
ta for intoxicating liquors in Kansas,
against twenty-eig- dollars per
capita for the same purpose in our
sister state, Missouri, we arc able to
put the difference twenty-ni- x dol
lars and eeventy-fiv- e cents into
new homes, schools, churches, and
keep In our big state schools almost
twice as many students as Missouri
with twice our population; and lour
schools have made impossible the re-

turn of the brewery to this state.
Colorado, with half our population,
has approximately eight hundred in-

mates in her penitentiary, with the
open saloon. Kansas, with twice Co-
lorado's population, has but eight hun-

dred inmates in her penitentiary.
Kansas has no saloons."

Next we have with us tonight the
attorney-gener- of Kansas. He
writes under date of October 2, 1914:

"There are one hundred and five
counties in Kansas, each nearly as
large as Rhode Island; but in not
more than five or six do we have any
trouble in enforcing the prohibitory
law, and in only three is the matter
at all serious. In one hundred coun-
ties the prohibitory law is respected
and obeyed. Where it is violated
which does happen, just as other
crimes happen prosecution fol-

lows summarily and effectively. Even
in the three derelict counties the open
saloon does not exist It could not
exist An effective telephone system
runs from my office to every nook
and corner of Kansas; and fifteen
minutes after we had learned of the
existence of such a place it would be
taken in charge by an officer who,
whatever his private inclination.
would not trifle with the attorney-
general. If the whisky advocates
think not, let them come to Kansas,
open a saloon in any one of the clean,
wholesome towns and see what will
happen and how quickly it will hap-

pen. When their tribulations are over
and they return to their homes in

the whisky states, whatever else they
may think of Kansas, they will not
contend that Prohibition does not pro
Mbit" '
