DANGER OF BLACKLEG
The Missouri State Board of Agri-
culture, and Stute Veteriparian, Dr.

D. F. Luckey, at Columbia, are  re-
ceiving messages and letters concern
ing outhreaks of blackleg :n  young
cnttle, indicative that the disense np-
pears to be more prevalent than it
har been for n number of years.

Dr. Luckey, of the University,
says of blackleg:

“The symptoms of blackieg are
very easily recognized v mnyone
who has ever seen a case. Ax a rule,
the disease appears in a lot of young
cattle when on good feed or pasture
and making rapid growth, As a rule,
it uffects the fattest calves in the lot.
It runs a very rapid course, lanting,
us o rule, from twelve to twenty-four
hours and almost invariably resuits
in death, The ealf first shows Inme-
nets. Within o few hours, « swelling
Rppears on some part of the body
and gonerally on one of the quart-
ers. Rubbing the swelling causes =
crackling sound heneath ine  skin.
When the animal is skinned,the affect
ed portion appears bruised se if it
had heon hit with a club. These symp-
toms are unmistakable. N

“The carcusees of blactleg calves
whould be thoroughly burmud in order
to dedtroy infection and prevent the
wprend of disease, If these carcamses
are nol burred, the infection will re.
main on the premises for vears and
make cattle-growing unprofitable un-
less all young cattle are regularly
vaceinated,

“Whenever there iv an outbreak of
blackleg, nll the young eattle in the
[ ity should be inated. Tn
the ovent that a cuse in lost in n
hoetd, and a little tme would be re-
fuired t secure the vaccine, it
advisable to reduce the feed so that
they will shrink slightly. ‘they are
nat wo apt to develop blackleg while
shrinking as while gaining in weight
Three days after the vaccine i admin-
istored, thoy may be put buck on full
feed or good pusture”

Human beings who do
wet the disease commonly get it from
direet contuct with a sick animal, It
In wisest, therefore, for peuple
koep uwny from all nnimals having
the disesse, unless thoy are proper-
Iy provided with rubber gloves, conts
snd boots, snd thess are thoroughly
disinfoctad after ench vinit to the an
imals.

To these lotters
the Department’s specinlista reply
much a8 follows:

“As a matter of fuct, farmers as
a clask are intelligent, industrious,
and economical, and many of them
are men of good buwsiness judgment.
Further, those who have made "
thorough study of the business side
of farming know that it is not an

farm, Only the most practieal and
oxperienced farmers are making any
eonwiderable profit out of their bus-
inesn.  Most of the money that has
boen made on the farm in  recent
yoars hins been made, not by farming,
but hy the rise of price on  farm
lands. In the nature af things this
i ean not  continue  indefinitely,
und some ane will pown his land when
the price becomes practicslly  wta.
tionary or perhaps starta to degline.

"While it is true that oceasionally
o city bred family makes good on the
farm, this in the exception and not
the rule, It is alwayn a risk to in-
vest in u buxiness without first mak-
ing a thorough study of that busi-
nees. Many city people who have
saved up & few hundred dollars and
who have had little or no farm exper-
ience, but who are imbued with a
rosy vision of the joys and profits in
farming, buy poor land at high prices
and thereby lose the savings they
have beon years in accumulating. One
ity family paid $10,000 cash and as-
sumed a $12000 mortgage on
farm worth only about $11,000. An.
other paid $2,000 cash and signed a
mortgage for 36,000 on a farm that
was lator sppraived st $3,000, A
elly family that had saved $2,000 used
this money to make a first payment
on chesp farm lund, and when their
eyes were opened found they still
owed constiderably more than the
farm was worth, For
thoy have worked almost night and
duy to meet the interest, without be-
ing able to reducs the principal. These
instances could be muoltiplied almost
indelinitoly.

“In purchasing o farm great care
should be taken to got & good farm
st n fair price, To pay or agree to
pay more than the farm ls worth is
to invite failure. From a husiness
standpoint no farm that does not pay
interest on the total investment, do-
precintion on equipment, and wages
for all lnbor performed on that furm
s suceesnfyl,

"Exen when great cave is taken in
making the investment anly in  ex-
ceptionnl casen should the city hred
family attempt farming. Generally,
the best advice that ean be given to
the eity brod man whao desiren to be-
come a furmer in that before pur-
chasing n Tarm he work as n farm-
hand for two or threo years. Thin wil]
mive him un opportunity to learnh at
first hand many things about  the
business, as well nx the practical side
of farming.

In no other way, a4 a rule, cun he get
good farm training and experinece at
less irguble and expense or without
danger from financial disantor.”
