of again. Superior in genuine worth

and service is the humble "family

cow," beloved by every small town

dweller; especial favorite of mother

and the children on the farm. And
although she may not rank high in

the register of merit or have her
name inscribed on the herd book of

fame, often the possession of "Old
Boss" has meant plenty instead of
poverty. Gleaning sustenance from
the grass of the roadside she returns
it for the soil enrichment The trick
ling milk become a golden stream
that bring food and clothing, an
education, perhaps a peep at the busy
world. Even life itself is sometimes
dependent upon this gentle friend of
man. Much do we owe to the family
cow. May her tribe increase as the
years go by.

In the litle Uwn of Martinsburg,
Audrain countyontentedly munching
her fragrant clover hay these wintry
days, you can And the champion fam
ily cow. For more than sixteen years
she has served the F. M. Walker fam-

ily faithfully. This remarkable cow

is now 18 years old and her first calf
wa born when she was but 2 years
old. Every year since Mr. Walker
found the first fawn-lik- e replica g

around in his town lot pas-

ture another sprightly youngser has
come to gladden the mother of Old

Boss A purebred Jersey herself h.-- r

progeny shows all the attributes of
good breeding. Many a fine family
cow ha gone forth from the Walker
lots in Martinsburg. The sixteenth
daughter looks like a worthy descend-

ant of its illustrious mother.
In all the sixteen years since her

firs calf was born Jersey has never
been dry. It has been necessary to
milk her every day. When she was
4 to 14 years old she gave from 3 2

to 4 gallons of milk a day the year
around. The last four year she has
averaged 2 2 to 3 gallons a day.
So rich was the cream from this milk
flow that the Walker family has
way been supplied with butter, and,
in addition, furnished butter to one or
to neighbors during most of the
year, just me average town cow
feed has been given to Old Boss Sh

;naa never oeen away trom the six
(kU which comprise Mr. Walker's
pasture Probably a low estimate for
the total amount of milk given by the
champion family cow in sixteen years
would be 18,615 gallon. Thi milk
would have a commercial and feeding
value of at least 20 cents a gallon
winch would equal $3,723.00. Good
heifer calves would be worth at least
$25 each but a the males would not
be eligible lo registry they would
sell cheaper, so we will count the
sixteen calves at $15 each. This adds
$240, bringing the count up to $3,-96- 3

A the Walker family
did not have to hire pasture there m
little doubt that the m e cow has been
worth more than $200 a year to them.
