THE WAY TO PREPARE
FOR A DROUTH.
WIHILE wo do not believe thure i
going to be another drouth in Mis-
sottrl this year, It iz wall enough to
prepare as far as possible for dry
wonther and the following from the

along thin line:

The contral copubelt has been pre-
paring for drouth. Following two
dry summers we have o spring with |
much loss than the usual amount of
ruin. But the dry weather has per-
mitted field work to be rushed. Many
farmers !‘mvn finished plowing for
eorn, and have disked the land both
before and after. Determined work
in saving needed molsture. It will all
be required for the com. Fall-plowed
ground has received much more at-
tention than heretofore. These who
neglected such land last year until
ecornplunting time found it very dry
and hard. They also husked Jess comn
than fromr spring-plowed fields. The
fxult wis not with fall plowing but
with spring neglect.

Early plowing is the thing for corn,
1t gives one time to work the ground
down wall and kill a few crops of little
weeds before the corn goes in.  Cul-
tivation is much cheaper before plant-
ing than afterward. This enrly and
ropeated stircing of the seil seems
also to jncrease bactorial sction, wso
that plant food I= et frée fastor. At
all events corn planted on thoroughly
prepoared land grows remarkably fast
—und it yields heavily. From this
time on through the summer exposed
ground il solid losed moisiure very
fast. Tho water it now coriming is
just ae good ux any for growing
plants. The sengible courde is to kedp
it in thoe soil rather than depend upon
chance showers to supply the eorn
with & weekly watering. With & carn
crop well planted on a fine scedbed
we may expeet o fair yield in spite of
mibsequent freaks of the weather. A
good thing about it is that preparing
for drouth ulse prepores the land to
sonk up n great amount of water
whenever it rains.

Section four of the law says,
“The dealer shall wpon application of
Lhe furnish his customor for
lemporury use one of the dealer's |
plates, which plate the cus-
tomer may be allowed to use for fif-
teen days, provided he shall have
mailed his applieation for awner's
number plate.” ’
