Corporal Barnes told of the life in
the trenches ng he had experienced it
He wore on his left sleeve the gold
braid which was formerly obtained by
wix months of metive service in the
trenches. He obtained his braid be-
fore the ruling waa changed so that
anyone who has served six months in
Franee can now wear it.

He gave a demonstration of the use
of the bayonet in the trench warfare
and hand-to-hand fighting. The usé of
the gns mank was also very clearly
oxplained and ha showed how they
were used [n the gan attacks. He said
that the different shells could be de-
tinguished by thelr sounds. After one
has been in the trenches for a while
he will instinetively know what kind
of =kall is coming and in a short time
he can determine mpproximately, by
its sound, where it will fall. This, ho
sald, is of advantage to a 'man who is
off duty to study. 1f you kmow a gas
shell is coming in your proximity, you
can usually get your mask adjusted
before it bursts, which is often very
advantageous to you.

His work in the trenches was that
of the army engineer, to lay entangle-
menta in front of the trenches. This
work consequently kept him in No
Man's Land a good part of the time,
He has never heen wounded, but has
participated in savera] skirmishes be-
tween raiding parties.

One of the favorite teicks of the Ger-
mans is to come out of their trenches
in large numbers when they sce n
amall raiding party and ery Kamerad,
which means “comrade,” and that they
want to surrender. The Americans
would eall to them to halt, but this
they refused to do but kept coming
with their hands in the air. When they
got near enough they would overpow-
er the smaller American force, Now
the Americans lake no chances, When
they tell a German to stop and he
doos not, they shoot, and the Ameri-
enn is not , responsible whether the
GGerman . knows the meaning of halt
or not.

In regurd to the reports thut Unelo
Sam has had whisky rations ordered
for the boys in the front line trenches,
these, Corporal Bamgs sald, are false,
In the first place, Uncle Sam knows
that whitkey, in the ond, would not
put the boys in n befter condition to
fight, and in the second place, there ia
nothing needed o keop the Asmerican
spirit up, In the trenches, the typleal
American pep is very often expressed,
sometimes to the punishment of the
American. It is only natural that an
American soldier should want to know
what is going on around him; there-
fore he continunlly insists on looking
“gver the top” This sccounts for a
large number of the casulties among
the Americans and is one of the things
the officers have to caution their men
about more than any other.

The beers and wines of France are
pot  made for the American eoldier.
The beer is flat and the wine sour,
and the American knows that they do
not agree with him, so he leaves them
nlone, The American Expeditionary
Forces, as » whole, do not use these
beverages, but drink water, so Barnes
gays; there is no danger of the Amer.
lean soldier bocoming & drunkard, or
disgracing the prople who are behind
k'm and the flag he fights for ig oy
way, y

He sald before he went to France
he did not believe the reports of the
German cruelty but now that he has
seen it, ho does. Children with their
ears or nosed cut off are not infre-
quently seen. One of the men he knew
personally was wounded In “No Man's
Land,' 'and while under the bbmbard-
ment he found n German who bad his
log shattersd, Heo was dressing it when
the German drew his bayonet and
stuck it in his eyc. When the Ameri-
ean oldlers found their comrade in
this eondition, the life of the German
did not smount to much.
