PUNISHED FOUR FOR CRUELTY

"Hard Boiled" Smith Was Given 1ft

Months in Prison.

WASHINGTON, July 24. Besides
Lieut. Frank H. Smith, known in the
army as "Hard Boiled" Smith, two

other officers and one enlisted man
were convicted by court-marti- al of
cruelties to American Army prisoners
at Prison Farm No. 2 in France. This
information was contained in a report
to thp War Department from General
Pershing, which was read to a special
House war investigating committee
recently by General March, chief of
staff.

Smith was sentenced to eighteen
months' imprisonment; Lieutenants
Charles Joseph Mason and Halfer.-stei- n

to dismissal from the service and
Scrgt Clarence E. Ball to six months'
imprisonment.

CANT SAVE BOOZE BY VETO.

Vote in House Shows President's Re-

jection Could Be Overridden.

WASHINGTON, July 24. All hope
of defecting, through tho presidential
veto, the drastic prohibition laws the
drys have pushed through the House,
vanished Wednesday when the official
vote on the National Prohibition Act,
providing for the enforcement of both
wartime and constitutional prohibi-

tion, was anounced.
The Prohibitionists on the final vote

mustered a total strength of 287 votes
against the scattered 100 of the wets,
three members deciding on strict neu-

trality and voting present.
