'New York now has a population
nearly equal to that of the entire
Union when Mr. Monroe became
President, and our peculiar geogra
phical position, the locution within
our borders of the American metro
polis, and the vast and complicated
commercial interests of our State,
justify us in feeling an especial con
cern in the present unhappy agitation,

- Any disturbance of the existing
friendly relations between tne United
States and Great Britain cannot fail
to have u serious effect, because of
the possible baleful conseqnenees of
such disturbance. I deem myself
justified in making this referent e to
the larger affaire of the nation, in
which we feel such a peculiar and
vital interest.

, I cannot believe that the relations
between our country and Great Brit--
am will be ruptured or seriously im
paired by the misunderstanding now
existing between that country and
Venezuela concerning the proper lo
cation of the boundary line in their
possessions in South merlca.

Arbitration affords a simple, hu-
mane and honorable method of deter-
mining national disputes : and it is
scrcely conceivable at this period of
the world's history that any great na
tion is willing to take the responsi
bility of the needless sacrifice of hu
man life and the wanton destruction
of property which would he the in
evi table result of an armed conflict."

The enormous wealth of New York
City would be endangered by a war
with Great Britain and it is safe to
say that England and the United
States will not come to blows over, the
Venezuelan boundary if. the news
papers, politicians and . capitalists of
the 4 4 American metropolis" can avert
the calamity. . War is largely a mat
