THE MISSOURI LEGISLATURE.

Proceedings of the Fortieth General A
srmbly.

JEFFBRSON CITT. March 18. Beet
legislation occupied a good share of atten
Hon of the lawmakers In both the senate
and house yesterday. In the senate th
Farrls beer lnspecion bill, was referred
to a committee of the whole, and in the.
house the bill introduced by Mr. China,
of Shelby, was taken as a special order,
amended, and ordered engrossed by a voia
of 59 to 17.

There was very little debate over th
house bill, but it was amended in a dozen
places, and one new section inserted. At
the bill now stands, the governor would
appoint one chief inspector at a salary ot
$3,000 a year, and the latter would be al-
lowed four deputies at $1,500 each. All
fees would go Into the state revenue fund;
in place of the good roads fund. The pro
posed inspection was raised from cent
a gallon to 2' cents, and the cost of stamp
ir.g packages from 2 cents to 3 cents. Th
Farrls senate bill would also give the
proceeds to the general revenue fund.

The senate completed Its work a little
aften noon, and adjourned until Monday
afternoon. The house continued work,
with members ahsent.but during the after-
noon the attendance was so slim that only
the engrossment of bills could be consid-
ered. One of the special-ord- er measures
sent to engrossment was the house bill to
reduce the contract rate of Interest from
8 to 7 per cent.

The bill for the establishment of a state
fair was made a special order for en-
grossment by the steering committee, and
will come up for consideration early next
week.

JEFFERSON CITY, March 21. Senator
Drabelle's bill creating the office of statt
engineer was passed by the senate yes-
terday. There was but little opposition
to the bill, it having been amended to
meet the objections advanced to it. The
rote was 20 yeas, 6 nays.

As amended the bill applies only to
cities of 50,000 inhabitants or more. It
provides for the appointment at a salary
of $2,500 per annum. Two local examiner
are to be appointed by the state engineer
in each city to which the bill applies. The
examiners are to get $5 each per day
when actually employed. The state en-
gineer is also allowed a clerk at $1,000 per
.year, and his office is to be In St. Louis.

Engineers are divided into two classes,
according to the examinations passed. It
Is made unlawful for any persons to op-
erate a steam hoister or elevator ma-
chinery without having first obtained a
license. The provisions of the law do not
apply to locomotive engineers, to en-
gineers with United States licenses, or to
engineers operating boilers used purely
for heating purposes with a pressure of It
pounds or less.

Senator McCllntlc's bill, appropriating
$1,500 '.or a monument to be erected over
the grave of the late Gov. John S. Mar-maduk- e,

was passed by the house with
but one dissenting vote. The remains of
the late governor lie in the cemetery ia
Jefferson City, with not even a simple
lab to mark the spot.

BIG FIRE AT CLEVELAND, 0.
Dent ruet Ion of the Dano;ler Stove

Co.'n and the Clevlaad Machine
Screw Co.'s Plant A Life Lost.

Cleveland, O., March 25. Fire broke
out in the japanning department of
the big Dangler Stove and Manufac-
turing Co.'s plant on Perkins avenue,
and notwithstanding the enormous
quantity of water poured into the
building by 15 engines, the structure,
filled with valuable machinery and
large quantities of manufactured
goods, was practically destroyed.
