probal'y Europe. In view of these
realitins and coctiuzgeucies it occurs
to me that somea notes regardiag the
horticulture of the secticn may be of
inlerest to lowa fruit growers,

Soil and Climate: The northwest
nart of Arkansas, known as the Ozark
regior, Iying 1,200 to 1,800 feet above
sea level, has a berutifully diversified
surface, with a 80!l aud climate par-
itculerly well adapted to fruoit grow-
ug, While the sail is nel equal from
the corn and grain producing stand-
point, to that of our fowa prairics,
nevertheless it is rich and with ibe
aid of fiffv-iwo inches average ruin-
fall, produces good crops of grain
and vegeizbles. DBut it seems more
particalarly suited to {ne {ruit indus-
tre. Fruit trees grow niore rap'diy
thau in [owa, because of lonzer sum-
mers, and are very wuch less sobject
to winter injury, for it is claimed
that the temperature seldom falls be-
low zero.

Ozarks a Fruit Region: That the
Ozark region is essentially a fruit
country will be adwmitted by every
visitor to this region. The large anre-
age of fruit is astonishiug to the notr-
fthern man masking his ficst wvisil
Huvodreds of acres of apple orchards
greet the e¥e as one rides through
the country, and the farmers seem
prosperous, Thls section is also an
extensive strawberry center. The
areas aronnd the fowns along the
’Frisco line range from a few huudred
acres at some places, to 8,000 acres at
the largest shipping points. The
writer was informed that there will
be a large acréage of cantaloupes
grown this year. “In fact, a study of
tbe nstoral resourtés togéther with
the present stains’'of the frait indus-
iry, suggests & great juture for the
fruit industry in'this regiom. Ad-
Jjowming many of these large fruit
farms are new lands, covered with
timher at present, that can be pur-
chased at reasomable figures. The
prospect is good for an enormous
crop of apples this year—il is said a
failnre is the exception—and the
prospects seem equally as good for
strawberries. While peach growing
has not been a specialty in this re-
gion in the past, yet there is much
evidence of its fulure importance.
The trees. come inte bearing early,
producing abundaatly to the extent
of averaging three cropain five years.

Eating green beans in May that
grew in Taney county this year, is a
crackerjack fact for our northern
farmers.
