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FIRE IN A MINE.
A Score or More of Miners Entombed
in a Coal Shaft.

Decatur, lll. —Emil Knorr, August
Yagusch and Charles Ladchinsky,
miners, are known to be dead, and a
gccre or more of other miners are en-
tombed by fire and smoke In a 600
foot coal mine shaft. Rescuing part-
fes have goue into the mine but have
been unable to do angthing on ac
count of the dense smoke,

The fire Lroke out Monday after-
noon in the mule stable. Firemen
were called out and they took a line
of hose down the shaft 600 feet, but
were unable to suppress the flames, A
mile away Is an encampment shaft,
and to this most of the miners hast-
ered, More than a score were cut off
by the flames and held prisoners.

Carnett, Kas.—An explosion of gas
in the Fashing bakery, in West Soutn
street, a few minutes after midnight
Sunday, killed one man, mortally in-
jured ancother, nurt five other persons
and wrecked three bulldings besides
damagitg 4 score of athers.

Frank Johnson, who occupled a
room over the bakery, ts the man kil
ed His body was found in the base
ment. J. W. Fashing, owner of tho
bakery, was mortally injured and an
attending physiclan says he will oot
live, The other injured are Mrs. J. W.
Fashing, Joseph Fashing, Edward
Stewart and two children of Mr, and
Mrs. J. W. Fashing. Joseph Fashing
1z dangerously injured, but will prab-
ably recover. The others are not dau-
gerously hurt,

The wrecked buildings are practical-
Iy razed. ‘They are the bakery, Blumm
& Morris' butcher shep and Walter
Hunt’s grocery store, The meat azd
groceries are strewn In confusion about
the buildings and are practically
worlhless, 4s far as can be ascertained
ar this bour (2 o'clock). Among the
damaged buildings are the 0dd Fal-
lows' bullding, in which s the Citizens’
State bank; the Avenue hotel, the Io-
dependent Telephons Company’s build-
ing, the Glass book store and the Ben-
net: boarding house, The sides of all
these buildings were blown in and sev-
eral other structures in the vicinity
were more or less damaged. K1l over
the west side of town window lighta
were Lroken out and plastering elther
eracked or broken. .

The entire fronts of the telephone
bullding, the Glass book stere and the
bank are demoralized, while the Ave
nue hotel presents the appearance of
biving been In a tornado,

The gas pipe in the bakery wag In
the cellar of the bullding. It was thera
the baking was dona. The Fushing
family and Edward Stewart were in
the bakery at the time. J. W. Fash-
ing was hurt worse than any member
of his family, and physicians say it Ig
doubtful if he recovers. Joseph Fash
ing, the elder son, was also dangerous-
Iy hurt, but will recover.

The rooms over the bakery were oc-
cupled by Henry Dedrick and wife
They were blown to the roof of the
bakery. but escaped with only a few
slight bruises

The Bennett boarding house I8 lo-
cated a block and a half from the scene
of the explosion, but it is as badiy
camaged a8 bulldings within half a
block. Around the square, in every
direction of the 0dd Fellows' bullding,
1b¢ northwest corner, plate glass
windows were broken and in some in-
slances even walls were cracked by the
force of tiie explosion.

It was impossible Sunday night 1o
estimate the damage, but it will easily
reach $310,000 and possibly more. A
complete Investigation will have to be
made of fhe business houses around
the square before the loss can be de-
termined. The Odd Fellows' building
is the finest in town, while the wrack-
al buildings are not of so great a
value The pipe carrying the gas runs
under the wrecked bulldings and this
accounts, it would seem, for the forve
of flie explosion A small fire followed
the accident bur it was pul out before
any damage was done

Al 2 o'clock Monday morning the
beliel was expressed by some who
visited the scene of the ruins that the
explosion had been oaused by sewer
gas, There was a slight explosion in
the basement of the bakery during the
afternoon, but no damage resulted,
The cause of this explosion could no:
be accounted for at the time.

There are no doors or windows giv-
ing access to the burning sawdust,
which is packed tightly between the
wille of the building to afford a frigid
atmosphere for the stornge rooms.
“he firemen worked on the walls all
day opening holes, but in each In-
stance where an outlet was made the
firemen were compelled to run for
thefr lives on account of the rush of
smoke and gas which poured out of
the opening. Thirty companies of
firemen worked Incessantly trying to
got leads of of hose into the sawdust
which filled the compartmenis be-
tween the walls to prevent the flames
from reaching the  grease-soaked
flocrs in the other parts of the bulld-
ing. Very liltle progress was made,
however, and Monday night Chlet
Camplon said that he could not tell
wten the fire would be stopped, but
{bat at present it seemed that it would
contlinue several days.

At midnight Monday, thirig-lwo
houra after the fire had Leen discover
ed, the firemen caught the first
glimpse of the flames that they had
been fighting so long. The fire, as yet
peyond control, filled the interior of
the structive and the adjoining build-
ings the lard rednery separated by a
supposedly fireproof wall Is In fmme-
diate danger. As soon as the flames
were discovered extra engines were
hurried to the scene as it was feared
that the firs might get beyond control
of the firemen.
