Though Sightless, Arnold Scott Was

a Postman for Twenty-eigh- t Years.

Arnold Scott, who was totally blind

but nevertheless earned his living ior
many years at Bernardston, Mass., by

carrying the mall, died this week aged

7S. He bad been blind since he reach-

ed the age of 21. his sight having been

destroyed bv the explosion of a can-

non on the Fourth of July.

He had a whistle that ho blew as
be came to the houses, and If there
were any letters for blm to mall they
would be brought out. He would re-

turn in the same way, blowing the
whistle at tho houses where he was

to leave mall.

When tbe mall was given him at
tho postofflce he would put it Into his
pockets, of which he had more than
the average man, and Into two bags
slung over his shoulders. Occasionally
In distributing these letters, he would

become confused, and then somo one
on the road looked at what he had
and straightened him out.
