Good Gireen Bugs,

A quarter of a century ago it was a
quite common remark that "the only
good Indlan s & dead Indian'" The
same form of statement, properly
paraphrased, may be spplied to the
green bug. However, the chances
seem to be that the good green bugs
will soon be in the mejority. A
Washington dispatel under date of
May 15 states that the green buyg, or
spring aphis, which hus done so much
domage to whent aud other small
grains, with the emphusis on the wheat,
fn Texns, Oklnhoma, and some counties
in Kuosus, und has also sent n few
geouting parties into our own stute, Is
already praoctically extermivated by
its paturnl purusite, a very minute
black fly. In Texas and Olklahoma the
bug has  practically  disappenrced
through the uction of this parasite,
and veports [rom sounthern Kansas re-
getved by she department today, state
that atl least fifty per cent of the bugs
now are parssitized In ull  (nfested
flelds In thut section, The report
adds that if fauvorable weather con-
tinues through the present weck Lhe
bug will have ben absolutely exter-
mioated.
