Holbrook, la command of the federal
troops in Colorado, today placed an
embargo upon the importation of arms1
or ammunition into the state, lie an- -

noumed that the order was issued
upon the authority of the secretary of:
war and that any arms shipped in in'
violation of the order would ho con-- ;

llscated.
The order applies to arms or aminu- -

nition for the use of any person ftr
any purpose whatever, except for the
use of the federal troops.

Major Holbrook sent a letter to
Mayor W'. P. Dunhtvy, directing him
to keep the saloons of Trinidad cloned
until further orders. The older

the reopening of saloons '.s

contained in a personal letter to the
mayor, In which Major Holbrook says:

"The demands of humanity, as well
ns of expediency, require that the sa-

loons remain closed," niul as com-

mander of the fedenfl t'oiees in the
district, "directs that all saloons re-

main closed until further orders."
Troops to Guard Paymasters.

Major Holbrook announced that to-

morrow, which is pay day for the min-

ing companies, he would pi ovale
troopers as guards, and would not per-

mit either tho operators or the union
to have armed men on duty w hen the
men are paid olT. Tho soldiers will
accompany the paying oiUcers to the
different camps.

supreme command of the situation.

Secretary Garrison Issued the or-

ders after a long conference with
President Wilson. He said the step
was taken, not because trouble was
expected, but because It had been

Hepoits
from Colorado, the secretary added,
were very favorable.
