Iraned Out Their Troubles

The matter of the location of the
inter-county seat highways in the
county has at last been settled, and
work will now be pushed along all the
roads as fast as possible,

The Forsyth-Ozark road will be lo-
cated over the new road built west of
town, using the bridge across Swan
creek and going up the blufi abnut a
hall mile west of the bridge and then

north to the county line. The Forsyth-
Galena road will follow the same route
to the top of the hill west of town and
then take off through Walout Shade
and out that way through the north-
west part of the county. The Forsyth-
Ava road will go over the hill east of
Forsyth up through Dickens and Tan:
eyville to Bradleyville and on to the
Douglas county line, while the For:
syth-Gainesville road will go east Irom
Forsyth along the road to Kissee Mills
crossing Beaver at that place and then
on through Protem to the Ozark coun-
ty line. The road south o the State
Line will go by way of Kirbyville and
Hollister, and down the ridge route to
the atate line.

The county is to be congratulated
on the settlement ol the difficulties
that have been to the front in the
past, and the county highway Board,
composed of M., E. Bird, George
Easterdays and J. W. Reese, together
with J, G. Root and Chas. H. Groom
of the old highway board deserve great
credit for gettiog together in a Iriendly
manner and settling the questions that
were in dispute. Messrs, Groom and
Root have made several trips to  Jel
ferson City at their own expense to
conler with the state highway engineer
en the road question, and one or two
of the commissioners ol the Forsyth
Special Road District have also made
trips to the capital with this end in
view.

The Forsyth special ropd district is
to pay the big end of the cost of a
bridge across Swan at the mouth of
Blue ereek and assist in the construct:
fonof a road from Helphrey school
house to the head of the Hodge Hol-
low while the Taneyville special dis-
trict will assist in this work on the
bridge and also the county will con-
tribute to the cost of it,

We are glad that the matter has
been settled and hope now lor some
roads in this part of the country that
can be traveled in any kind of weather.

Washington Hears of Another
Reason for the German |
War Concessions.

THEIR SUBMARINES DEPLETED

————

Reports from Britain Say Allles Have
Wrought Havoe with Kaiser's
Undersea Boat Fleet

Washington, Sept. 4.—Up to three
woeks ago the Britlsh navy alone,
without regard to the navies of France
and laly, had sunk or captured forty-
two German submarines, This Infor-
mation is contuined In & personal let-
ter from Fileld Marshul Sir John
Frencll, commanderin-chief of the
Iritish army (n Flanders, to one of the
best kKnown men in Amerles, who 18
an old triend of Sir John,

It Indicates that Germany has lost
at least hall np hundred submarines
gince the war began. French destroy-
erd Are knpown to have sunk several
submarines and ltaly may have ac
counted for ong or two,

Got All Except Two Originals.

The number mentioned in Sir John
French's letter is only two short of
the full number of German submarines
buile and bullding July 1, 1914, ns offi-
clally announced by the American Hu.
rong of Nnval Intelligence, That was
one month beforg war was declared
After the confliet  began, CGermany
rushed the congtruction of submarines,
greatly increasing thelr displucement
and lmproving their mechanism. A
submarine s ordinarily boilt in this
cointry in about two years. But it is
estimated that by using new shifis of
men every three hours a boat can be
finished in nine months,

This minimum may have been re
duced, It is regarded here as certuin
thint Germany has Jaunched many sub-
marines sinca the war begnn.

Quit Because It Ran Out?
