When we
heat our houses, the air in the house
becomes drier or' in other words, its
capacity to hold molsture is increased.
The sense of discomfort [eom  over
heating is largely due to the lack of
moisture in the air,

Some interesting observations have
been recently made by an observer of
the U. S Weather Bureau in Topeka,
Kansas. His examinations were made
three times a day over a period of Lty
days ol typical wioter weather. He
selected an ordinory steam heated, well
ventilated cflize, kept at an average
temperature of approximately 72 be-
grees Farenheit.  The average relative
humidity lor this time was 23 per cent,
whereas the outdoor homidity in To
peka for the same time averaged 82
per cent,

age humidity during the summer ol
{ 1891 was 23, (:her dry places in the
