With Abundant Supply of Water, the
Desert Promiges Again to Blos-
som Like the Rose,

The reclamntion of Palestine by the
Britlshi hos at Iast opened the Holp
land to the enterprise of the West, re-
marks the Jourual of the American
Medienl Assoclation,

Captaln Carson of the American Red
Cross enmmission, which followed Gen-
ernl Allenby, tells us that the Arst
problem of Improvement encountered
was thqt of water supply. Thnt part
ol Palestine south of Reershehn has
been piped with water from the Nile
by Nritish engineers with Amerienn
equipment—the realization, it s sald,
of a dream thousnnds of years ol
Severnl milllon gallone a day #re
pumped from the canal penr Kantarn

aeross the Suez canal Into Palestine. |

The pipes are lndd at least elghteen
Inches deep In the soll or sand of the
desert in order to protect them nml
the water from hent, North of Beer
gheba there Is plonty of water under
the surfnee, though very little, owing
to the geolozie formation nnd metearos
logle conditinns of Palestine, remnains
easlly avallnhle. On the western glopes,
however, the valleys form excellent
resorvolr sites for collecting the win-
ter rains, thotgh they would often
have ta he freated to prevent loss by
percalatinn.
