Lincoln, Neb., publishes in the issu
of that paper of Dec. 27. a financial
system aud asks exchanges to consid-
er the same, His plan is for States
to issue non-interest boneds
up to 25 per cent of the value of
property in the State. upon the
depositing of which with the United
States. the government shall issue an
equal amourt in legal tender money.
The issue non-interest
bearing bonds to one-fourth value of
property n the county and deposit
with the State, and State to turn over
cach county its proportionate to
amount of the money received of the
government.
