MIZRACHI ORGANIZATION

FOUNDED IN LITHUANIA.

A conference of the leading Jews
and rabbis of various cities in Lith-
uania was recently held at Vilna, for
the purpose of laying the foundation
for a Mizrachi organization in Lithu-

ania. Rabbi Rubenstein was chairman
of the Conference. In his address,
Rabbi Rubenstein emphasized that the
aims of the Mizrachi are many, but
that the Orthodox Jews must organ-

ize for two purposes in particular,
namely, for work in Palestine, and for
educational activity in the Diaspora.
Hearty tribute was paid to the work
of the Polish Mizrachi in the field of
education. A number of prominent
Jewish leaders and rabbis participated
in the discussion, which culminated in
the adoption by the Conference of the
followig resolution:

"We, the representatives of Ortho-

dox Jewry of Lithuania, assembled at
Vilna for the purpose of devising ways
and means how to instill in the hearts
of our children who come after us,
love for and devotion to our spiritual
inheritance and loyalty to the spirit of
the Jewish people, hereby resolve to
establish a Mizrachi Organization and
to open here in Vilna, a Central Bu-

reau for the of the activi-

ties of the various Societies which will

be organized in every city of Lithu-

ania."
A Central Committee was elected at

the Conference, whose duty it is to
undertake the organlztlon of Socie-

ties in all cities of Lithuania, and to
organize educational activities by the
opening of Hebrew Schools in every

city, where instruction will be impart-

ed in the spirit of the Mizrachi.
