' Atlantic City, where he has resided
for the past ten years.

Mr. Grabfelder during; the years he
stood at the head of the hospital, since

. its formation as a National institution,
in July, 1899, has given large sums to
assist in increasing its usefulness. His
crowning gift was the beautiful Med-

ical and Administration Building
erected in November, 1914. As is nat-
ural of a man of Mr. Grabfelder's
wealth and attitude towards life, he
was identified with and actively inter-
ested in all other philanthropies of a
wide nature. One of his favorite ways
of satisfying his desire to be helpful
to humanity was by assisting talented
young people without means to an ed-

ucation and fitting them for useful
positions in the world. There are many
such who stood about the bier of Mr.
Grabfelder, many who sent a loving
thought of gratitude to the benefactor
te whom they owed high school and
college education and the preparation
of their profession. -
