It is th< 
opinion of some of the weather of 
licials that most of the long-range pre 
dictions are based upon the old-tiin< 
signs, omens and superstitions tha' 
lolks used before the introduction oi 
the science of meteorology to foretel 
I he coming of storms, rain, sunshine 
und snow. 

The flying of crows, wild ducks anti 
other birds toward the south told o, 
the coming of a storm; pigs carryin? 
straws to their st.ys meant the ap 
proach of a cold wave. There are 
other long-time-ahead weather proph 
ets who predicate their forecasts ol 
disaster on the recent, earthquakes 
hurricanes and the like, and take 1: 
for granted that other similar dis 
asters will follow in the continuation 
nf the freak weather in evidence 
throughout the year 190B. 

One of the latest atid most terrify 
ing of the long-range forecasts that 
were made the other day pretends tc 
foretell that the winter will be the 
most severe on rccord. "At best," 
said Prof. Edward 11. Garriott, of Prof. 
Willis L. Moore's official staff of fore-

. casters, "the so-called long-range 
forecasts are the merest guesswork 
It the men who make them could real­
ly foretell weather conditions correct­
ly as far ahead as they profess they 
tan, their names, fames and fortunes 
would be assured in a mighty short 
npuce of time.

SHOW GRATITUDE OF NATION. 

Two Fine Monuments to Men Who 
Helped Cause of Liberty. 

The love of the people of the Unites 
.States for Marquis LaPayette, the 
Frenchman, who in time of our great­
est. need gave his purse and person to 
the service of this country, has con­
tinued throughout all the years that 
have passed since those dark days. 
When, 30 years after he had rendered 
such valuable and distinguished help 
to this country, LaFayettte decided to 
revisit it (in 1824), congress resolved 
that "Whenever the president shall be 
informed of the time when the mar­
quis may be ready to embark, a nation­
al ship with suitable accommodations, 
be employed to bring him to the Unit­
ed States." Hut LaPayette's modesty 
forbade this and he took passage in a 
private vessel. When it became 
known that he was to revisit Amer­
ica, every citizen prepared to give him 
a hearty welcome, and before his ar­
rival people were wearing LaPayette 
ribbons, LaFayette waistcoats, LaPay­
ette feathers, hats, caps, gloves, etc., 
and even the ginger cakes were 
stamped with his name. He was giv­
en a continuous ovation in the 2-4 
states and later congress erected a 
magnificent statue to him, in honor ot 
the man and of "the services he ren­
dered to America, to the world, and to 
liberty." 

The statue stands In LaFayette 
square, the most beautiful of all the 
many charming paries in which the 
city of Washington abounds. 

Another statue in LaFayette part 
is that of Count Rochambeau, whe 
curainanded 6,000 French soldlei'3 sent 
to aid the Americans in 1789. The 
statue was presented to the United 
Stales by France.

Work on Public Improvements Con 
siderably Delayed. 

Owing to the scarcity of labor the 
ifflclals of the engineer department ot 
the district say the vast amount of Im­
provement work on streets and roads 
scheduled for this winter will be con­
siderably delayed. There are at pres­
ent about 000 men employed on the 
district improvment work, but Engin­
eer of Highways Hunt, under whose 
supervision this class of work comes, 
wants about 200 more, and he has re­
sorted to advertising for the workmen, 
but even after this he is not sanguine 
:il any successful results, as the ordi­
nary laborers can get better pay am! 
hours and lighter work from the vari­
ous contractors, and by working foi 
the latter, he says, the men will gat 
paid every week, whereas in the iis 
t riot I he are paid only once every two 
weeks, which method is not acceptabli 
to the average laborer, especially the 
colored men. 

Mr. Hunt stated that this is *h( 
second time in 15 years that the dis 
trict government has been forced t( 
advertise for labor. As a general rule 
lie says, there are more men lookiu 
lor improvement work than the dis 
trict can employ. Mr. Hunt is pa? 
ing this class of workmen two dollar 
a day, and If necessary to avert a lr 
bor famine it is possible he will rats 
the wage as an attraction.

Homestead Lands. 

The railway facilities of Western 
Canada have been taxed to the ut­
termost in recent years to transfer 
the surplus grain crop to the eastern 
markets and the seaboard. The large 
Influx of settlers and the additional 
area put under crop have added large­
ly to the grain product, and notwith­
standing the Increased railway facil­
ities that have been placed at the dis­
posal of the public, the question of 
transportation has proved to be a se­
rious one. 

It will, therefore, be good news to 
everyone Interested In Western Can­
ada to know that an authoritative 
statement has been given out by jD. 
M. Hays, president ot the Grand 
Trunk Pacific Railway, that that rail­
way will do Its share towards moving 
the crop of 1907 from Alberta, Sas­
katchewan and Manitoba to tide water, 
and thus assist in removing a serious 
obstacle which has faced the settlers 
during recent years. Mr. Hays, who 
has Just completed a trip from Port­
age la Prairie to Edmonton In a prai­
rie schooner, a distance of 735 miles, 
which was covered In eighteen days, 
Is enthusiastic about the country. 

This will be gratifying to settler* In 
the Canadian WeBt, even If Mr. Hay* 
declines to be bound to a time limit 
with thtf exactitude of a stop-watch. 
The Grand Trunk Pacific road will be 
in a position to take part In the trans­
portation of the crop of 1907, and 
will be satisfactory to the settlers in 
that country when the harvest Is gar­
tered. 

The wheat crop of 1906 In Western 
Canada was about 90,000,000 bushels, 
and, with the Increased acreage which 
Is confidently expected to be put un­
der crop next year, it Is safely calcu­
lated that fully 125,000,000 bushels will 
be harvested In 1907. The necessity 
for increased transportation facilities 
are, therefore, apparent, and the state­
ment made by Mr. Hays will bring en­
couragement to the farmers of the 
Canadian West, new and old. -The 
opening up of additional thousands of 
free homesteads is thus assured by 
the agent of the Canadian Govern­
ment, whose address appears else­
where.

PRECAUTIONS AGAINST FIRE 
ARE ELABORATE. 

Fact That thie Executive Mansion It 
Not a Fireproof Structure Un 

derstood by the Men Re­
sponsible for Its Safety. 

Although there lias not been a fire 
of any particular consequence in the 
White House since it was set on lire 
by the British nearly 100 years ago, 
the Washington fire department has 
never lost sight of the fact that the 
structure is not fireproof. The build 
ing and all it contains is guarded wit li 
a care given no other public property, 
and orders- have been issued to the 
firemen, and by them committed tc 
memory, giving instructions down tc 
the smallest possible detail as to the 
part each man shall take In case ol 
an alarm from box 157, which is ir 
the White House. 

Four engines and two trucks an 
under orders to respond at the firs I 
call from that box. The full compan> 
is to respond if the call comes from 
box 157, and each engine has been 
given its exact route, so that none 
may cross the path of any other and 
each may make the best speed ol 
which it is capable. Hack engine hat 
also orders to enter the grounds at a 
particular gate and to take watei 
from a particular hydrant, additional 
hydrants having been ordered in rf 
cently at points on the grounds con­
veniently near the house. Even tlx 
spot at the hydrant upon which each 
engine shall stand has been desic 
nated. 

The two. truck companies have like 
wise had their routes marked out-and 
their gate into the grounds desig­
nated, the plan being to have two en­
gines and one truck on the south side 
of the house and the same number on 
the north side. Keys to the gate? 
have been placed in the hands oi' ihc 
proper fire officers and rules made !'<.i 
their custody In a place where they 
may always be available for the lire 
fighters, but not for anyone else II 
any of the companies designated to 
respond to the first call from the 
White House are called to anothe; 
fire, they have designated substitutes 
lo other engine houses that are re 
quired to hold themselves in readi­
ness to jump for the president's home 
at the first clang of the gong, and also 
with their routes and gates selected 
'n advance for them. 

Deputy Chief Bngineer Wagner has 
been named for the honor of having 
charge at the front, or north, side of 
the White House, and Second Hat-
tallon-Chief Sullivan at the south, or 
rear. The department has never had 
a fire drill at the White House, but 
the subject has been considered and 
may be carried out some time when 
the president and Ills familv are 
away. 

Wealthy Senator Works Hard. 
Perhaps no man of large means in 

the United States, certainly no mem­
ber of the senate, looks after so much 
of the detail of his work as does Sen­
ator Clark of Montana. He does the 
work which most other men who 
have accumulated great business and 
political responsibilities hire clerks, 
secretaries and stenographers to do! 
When he is in Washington he usually 
goes to his committee room by nine 
o'clock every morning and insists 
upon opening with his own hands the 
huge mass of letters that litter his 
desk. Unlike most other, senators, 
he dictates replies to every commu­
nication which he thinks deserves no­
tice and will not permit any of his 
employes to do this. He does not 
even permit the .use of a rubber 
stamp In signing his name. In his 
household affairs the Montana Croe­
sus is Just as watchful and energetic 
as in his business and political mat-
ters.
