Although there is sadness in the
passing of Mrs. Wm. Beadle, there is
also a beauty in the thought of the
pleasant memories left with her
friends. Clara Berteen Aldahl was
born in Rushford, Minn., Dec. 26, 1883,
and moved with her parents to Valley
City when she was 15 years of age.
She attended the public schools here
and also the Normal, graduating from
the music and art department of the
fatter.

Always friendly and kind, her sweet
personality won friends for her wher-
ever she went, and her artistic ability
placed her in a position to be of serv-
jce to the public and her friends, a
position she always filled willingly
and graciously. The past year or
two she was a sufferer from diabetes
and gave up her work to rest, and yet
many were the demands made on her
for assistance in musical and social
events, with which she readily com-
piled whenever her health would per-
mit.

On Nov. 8, 1915, she was married to
Wm. J. Beadle, of Oskaloosa, Iowa,
who was well known in this city, hav-
ing lived here two years. Their mar-
riage was preceded by a gay social sea-
son, many affairs being given in honor
of the bride-to-be. They immediately
took up their residence in Anaconda,
Mont., where Mr. Beadle was in busi-
mess, and for the few months given
her to reside there she made many
friends, who were deeply grieved by
dBer loss. She only had a trifle over
five months of life in the new home,

but those few months were filled with
rare happiness, as shown by her mes-
sages to friends here, as though the
happiness and joy of a lifetime were
crowded into a few short months. Al-
though she was not strong, she was
not especially ailing and when Satur-
day morning found her slightly indis-
posed nothing was thought serious, al-
thoygh when she did not improve later
in the day a doctor was called, and it
was thought to be only a passing ill-
ness. In the evening she became un-
conscious and her condition alarmed
the physician and the nurse, and her
husband wired for the parents. But
peacefully, quietly she slept and in a
few hours she was gone, her spirit
departed at noon Sunday—gone from
the beloved husband, who was almost
prostrated over the sudden loss. Her
mother and brother were on thelr
way there, but did not arive until the
next day after she passed away.

Kind friends dia all that could be
done out there in the West, and the
remains were brought to her home in
this city for the last sad rites. The
services were held in the Congrega-
tional church, which was practically
filled with those who came to pay
their respects to the living and the
dead. Masses of flowers were hanked
on the choir balcony, back of the pul-
pit, and on tables and stands, while
the casket was covered with floral
tributes from loving friends. A quar-
tet, composed of Mrs. Froysaa, Mrs.
Craswell, Prof. McMullen and Prof.
Stevenson very beautifully sang “Lead
Kindly Light” by Dudley Buck, “Thy
Will be Done and “To Thee, Oh Lord,”
from “St. Paul” by Mendelssohn. Rev.
W. C. Lyon spoke briefly and earnest-
ly, his message of comfort and hope
to the friends offering balm to their
sad hearts. He read a message to
the friends here from her friends in
Montana, who had known her so short
a time, but who wanted her old
friends to know what her life had
meant to them. They asked that this
message be made known here: “Our
lives are better for having known her.”

From the church her body was horne
to its last resting place in Woodbine
cemetery, accompanied by many of
her friends. She is gone, but her
memory lives, and her influence will
be felt among her associates even
though her days among them were
few.

Dazey Grain Tickets
Will Be Redeemed

Fargo, April 21.—The payment by
the Consolidated Elevator company of
Duluth of $8,000 to W. H. Stutsman,
chairman of the North Dakota rail-
road commission, at Duluth yesterday
afternoon, opens the way to a complete
gsettlement of all accounts of the North
Dakota Grain company at Walum and
Dazey.

Holders of storage tickets to the
total of $25,000 will be taken care of
as a result of the payment, for the
Northern Trust company of Fargo
pays $10,000 into the fund and the
balance of the sum necessary, about
$7,000, is provided by a gale of the
company’s assets—particularly grain
that was in the two elevators when the
concern went bump several weeks ago.

Payment of the $8,000 by the Con-
solidated Grain company to the rail-
road commission chanrman was made
under the provision of the:law which
gives the railroad board arbitrary
authority to follow stored grain and
collect from the purchaser—no matter
who he may be.

This provision of the law makes it
the duty of the purchaser of stored
grain, to determine definitely that the
man be buys it from, uses the money
realized on the sale in discharging his
obligation to the holder of the storage
ticket, or the actual owner of the
grain.

That the North Dakota Grain com-
pany officials will be sued by the
Northern Trust company for the $10,--
000 that is being paid under the pro-
visions of the bonds carried, is quite
likely, but that is a matter apart from
the official side of the question.
Accompanying Mr. Stutsman to
Duluth yesterday, where the deal was
finally closed, was Hans Oppegard,
former Barnes county sheriff, holder
of about $6,000 worth of tickets.
They called on the manager of the
Consolidated Elevator company, a
concern that purchased grain at the
terminals. The railroad commission,
by commandeering the books of the
North Dakota Grain company at
Walum, Dazey and Duluth, the home
office of the concern, had ascertained
that the stored grain had been sold
to that concern.

Yesterday’s interview was the sec-
ond the railroad commission chairman
had had with the elevator manager.
In the first instance, nothing tangible
had resulted, the elevator manager
asking time in which to consider the
proposition.

In the meantime and prior to yes-
terday’s conference, he had investigat-
ed the law and had determined that
the company was liable.

No trouble was experienced by Mr.
Stutsman in making the $8,000 collec-
tion.

The farmers who faced a big loss
by reason of the company’s failure,
are now completely indemnified by the
payment and will suffer no loss.

The railroad commission will imme-
diately complete the case by paying
the ticket holders.
