SOWING LATE FLAX

There are a few things that should
be kept in mind when sowing late
flax. This plant is a poor weed fight-
er and it is usually not advisable to
sow it when the weeds are getting
under strong headway, usually along
late in May. Better spend some time
killing out the weeds—than the flax
will have more of a chance. The only

thing to guard against in late sowing
is not to plant so late that the fall
frost will catch the crop.

It the seed is scattered in vary-
ing depths through loose soil, it will
germinate unevenly and bhe a poor
stand. The short, small roots are un-
able to forage to advantage, the crop
will -not do well and the ripening will
not be uniform.

SILO INFORMATION

(E. A. Greenwood, Asst. Dairy Com-
missioner.)

It has been sald that freezing hurts
silage. This is not true, for as fast
as the frozen silage is thawed out, it
can be fed, with no bad results.

To avoid freezing use burlap sewed
together, large enough to cover over
the entire exposed surface of silage.

This is done so as to retain the heat
and you will not have any trouble with
frozen silage. An old tent or canvas
also makes a very good covering.

Just a word about the anti-freeze or
frost-proof silos, so called. I have seen
a number of said silos with air space
in walls and in all cases have found
silage frozen in them, just as much so'
as in single wall silos, which is rea-
sonable to expect, owing to the fact
that it has been found that freezing
in silos comes down from the top in-
stead of through the walls.

The cireulation of air in cold weath-
er in a silo that is properly filled is as
follows:

The cold air comes down the inside
wall of the silo and strikes silage
which is warm, (cooling it to the freez-
ing point) and moves toward the cen-
ter and up, as center of silage has
been found to be the warmest part,
thus forming ‘a complete circulation
of air in silos.

Silos built in barns have been found
frozen in cold weather as badly- as
those which are built outside. But as
said before freezing can be easily over-
come by use of covering over surface
of silae, which will make the hand-
ling much easier.

Putting corn in the silo and feeding
silage increases the food value of the
corn crop 33 per cent. Building silos
together is the right way, whether
bought from a company or home made.
This system gives a chance to buy cut-
ters in partnership and change work
in filling time.

Corn can be cut when ready to cut
and shocked and silo filled later, as
usually about that time a farmer in
North Dakota is quite busy threshing.
However, a number take advantage of
wet weather when they cannot thresh
and fill their silos. But I have seen
some very good silage when filled from
the shock after the corn has remained
in the field all winter and filled in silo
by adding a stream of water to the
silage through the blower.

A good test is this: It should be
that wet that when you take up a hand-
ful and squeeze it, it should leave
plenty of moisture on the surface of
your hand.

CORN FODDER

Corn fodder produces the cheapest
roughage that can be grown in North
Dakota. It is a little higher in feea-
ing value than timothy hay, and will
average at least twice to three times
as much per acre. In addition to its
good yields it leaves the land in con-
dition to produce a better crop of
grain.

To secure corn fodder of the high-
est value the corn should be allowed
to reach the dough stage before being
cut. Home-grown seed corn will pro-
duce the best corn fodder.

The seed corn should be tested. The
1915 crop contained an unusual amount
of moisture when gathered. Uhnless
it was very carefully cured the ger-
mination may be low. Test the corn.
If the germination is low plant enough
more to make up for the corn that
does not grow. If old corn is to be
planted it should be tested. The fact
that it germinated well last year does
not necessarily mean that it will grow
well this spring. Testing will té&ll.

The corn acreage for 1916 should be
increased. More food for stock should
be provided. Last winter many farm-
ers were short of feed for their stock.
Corn fodder would have been ideal to
have carried them through the winter
in good condition and the land on
which this corn fodder had been pro-
duced would have been in an ideal con-
dition for putting into a grain crop
this spring without any more prepara-
tion than discing or harrowing. At
the Langdon sub-station it was found
that harrowing was as good as discing
in preparing clean corn stubble land
for wheat.—Farm Information serﬂce,
North Dakota Experiment Station.
