Banana Soup. . >

Select six ripe bananas; mash and
rub them through a sleve, add twice
as much cold milk, sweeten to taste,
add a pinch of salt, then grated rind
of one lemon, and place on the stove.
When the bolling point is reached add
one heaping Llablespoonful of corn-
starch mixed smooth with a little cold
water and stir until the mixture is
boiling briskly. Allow to cook for
eight minutes, stirring all the time,
then remove from the stove. When
cool, add two tablespoonfuls of strain-
ed lemon juice and place on ice until
cold. Serve in bouillon cups.

Cheese Balls.

Chop fine eight large olives, six rad-
ishes and two green peppers. Mix
with two rolls of Neufchatel cheese
and mold into balls fhe size of an
English walnut. Serve two of these
balls to a portion, and place a salted
wafer and stalk of celery on each
plate.

Chicken, Southern Style.

Clean and prepare the fowl as for
frying. Roll the picces in flour and
place in a heated baking pan which
has becn well greased with three ta-
blespoonfuls of melted butter. Sprin-
kle well with salt and pour one-half
cupful of cream over all. Cover, place
In a hot oven and bake until tender.
When the baking has finished remove
the cover and let the pan remain in
the oven until the pieces are nicely
browned. BServe with creole sauce.
