Haider, one of the proprietors of the 
Haider and Fredericks Hardware and 
Furniture company, is thankful to be 
alive today, being t.ho near-virtim of 
a shooting affray lit  his place of busi­
ness. The accidental discharge of a 
shot gun in the haniis of Joe runt.-
uliuh, a clerk, while the latter was ex­
plaining the merits of the gun to a 
purchaser, came near ending Mr. Har-
der's life.  One of the. shots entered 
the left side of his neck, hut prompt 
attention by a physician, who e.\-
tracted the shot and cauterized un­
wound. will  save him any serious con­
sequences of his experience. 

Mr. Haider's escape from death 
was a miraculous one. as he was 
standing behind the counter but a few 
feet away from the gun when it  was 
discharged. 

Hardware articles of all  kinds sta­
tioned on the counters and all  along 
the cases on the wall were dislodged. 
A large amount of the shot cracked 
the plate glass display window, caus­
ing a damage that will  total several 
hundred dollars.  

"I was explaining the action of tho 
gun to a purchaser." said Mr. Bunl-
shuh, "and had placed a shell in the 
breech when the trigger acc-idently 
snapped. Mr. Haider was standing 
behind the counter but a few feet 
away and in the path of the discharge 
which fortunately was high, and sav­
ed his life."

$00 EXTENSION 

Expected it Will be Finished 
Before Very long— Many 

Men are Employed. 

Ryder, N. D., Sept.  17.—The Soo 
extension is being pushed with vig­
or. Every train for the past week 
has brought a string of cars loaded 
with material,  and an extra train and 
the local doing duty as another extra 
brought much material.  The track-
laying machine arrived and com­
menced laying steel at once. At the 
junction where the extension begins 
there are two sidetracks laid and 
what appears t,o be a quarter mile 
of main line track all  occupied by 
cars of material,  a locomotive and 
a dozen or more portable houses for 
the use of the steel gang. 

On the "Y" curve cut-off to be 
used into Plaza the ties have been 
laid in readiness for steel.  On the 
first seven miles out grade and 
bridges are ready for track, a gap in 
the grade near the junction being 
filled. 

For the next seven miles, when the 
second reservation town is reached, 
that of Parshall,  piling for bridges is 
all  driven, leaving but the capping to 
do, which it  is planned can be done 
to give track laying unimpeded prog­
ress. Two miles a day can be laid, 
so that rails may be looked for at 
Parshall by September 25, if  rainy 
weather does not hinder. It,  is under­
stood the whole work will  be com­
pleted at once by having a gravel 
train follow the steel laying that 
means the ties are imbedded and 
tamped into the gravel,  finishing the 
roadbed. Depots will  be erected im­
mediately at both Parshall and Van 
Hook. The latter town is as far as 
service is contemplated for the com­
ing winter.  Grading between Van 
Hook and the river is progressing 
steadily, however.
