THE MEN'ACK OF TURKEY, 

New Yorlc Times: It is an interest­
ing fact that the United States govern­
ment has found an occasion to act, 
not indeed in unison, but in entire 
harmony, with Hie three powers of 
the triple entente, and with Italy and 
Greece, whose sympathies are with 
those powers. It is true that the mat­
ter which calls for this action has 
nothing immediately to do with the 
actual contest. The government of 
Turkey has thought that this would be 
a favorable opportunity to escape 
from the restrictions placed upon lier 
as the result of the many wars in 
which she has been involved since tha 
middle of the last century, to assert 
her right to full jurisdiction over for­
eigners, to abolish the principle of ex­
traterritorial privileges for foreigners, 
and especially to resume control over 
the amount and the use of her rev­
enues. All these have been provided 
for in a series of diplomatic agree­
ments and contracts, under the gen­
eral name of "The Capitulations." 

There is no doubt that the terms of 
the capitulation reduce the inde­
pendence of the Turkish government 
and impair its sovereignty. And it is 
not to be denied that they have been 
Imposed by the use or the threat of 
force. This has been in part due to 
the greed and jealousy of the Euro­
pean powers, but also in great part 
to the fact that the Turkish govern­
ment could not be relied on to do jus­
tice to alien residents. It is natural 
for the present government to chafe 
under the assumption that this latter 
reason still exists, but in truth it is 
by no means proved not to exist. In 
any case, the capitulations can be set 
aside only if the parties to them other 
than Turkey assent, or if Turkey is 
able to disregard the refusal of these 
parties to assent. Great Britain, Rus­
sia, France, Italy, Grecce, and now 
the United States have made to the 
government of Turkey a practically 
identical protest in which they refuse 
wholly to recognize the right of Tur­
key to rescind the capitulations and 
reserve their right to determine their 
future course. 
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ADVANCE PREPARATION. 

tlona more nearly on a war footing1, 
that would have been Interpreted by 
Germany as proof of intent to attack 
her as soon as opportunity offered, 
and it would have been nccessary for 
her to respond with additional prep­
arations. She has already universal 
military service, but she could have 
extended the period of active service, 
say from three to six years, thereby 
keeping under arms all the time dou­
ble the number the men that she has 
maintained in this manner. This 
would have disturbed tho balance 
again, and the other countries would 
have been obliged to respond with 
more years of service, longer and 
heavier cannon, or something else. So 
it would have gone, until a point 
would have been reached where the 
army of each country was consuming 
to the last pound everything that the 
country produced. 

While all this progress toward the 
poorhouse was going on, constantly 
growing armies would have been glar­
ing at each other across internation­
al borders, and men trained to fight, 
equipped to fight, and educated into 
a conviction that fighting is the busi­
ness of life, would have chafed and 
fretted and fumed. ' Would there 
have been war? There certainly 
would. This war did not come be­
cause anyone was unprepared, but be­
cause there was such a general state 
of preparation. 

NO PEACE YET. 

The United States is not going to 
inject itself into the European con­
troversy in the role of a peace maker 
by forcc. It is not going to take the 
fighting nations by the throat and 
compel them to quit. President Wil­
son has concluded, most sensibly, that, 
having expressed to all the belligerent 
nations his hope, and the hope of the 
American people, for an early and 
satisfactory adjustment of all the dif­
ficulties, and having indicated the 
willingness of this nation to contrib­
ute everything within its power tn 
bring about such an adjustment, ho 
has done all that he can '".o for the 
present. 

The nations are not ready to make 
peace yet. Germany has no peace 
proposals to offer. The German em­
peror suggests that If the allies have 
anything to offer they might commu­
nicate it. We know that they will do 
nothing of the sort. We know that if 
either party were now to make pro­
posals for peace those proposals 
would be such that the other side 
could not accept or even consider 
them. Without contradicting every 
statement which her public men have 
made with reference to her entry into 
this war, Germany could make no 
proposals except on the basis that she 
was the party menaced and attacked, 
and that she has been successful in 
driving away from her borders the 
armies of those who would have 
crushed her. She would certainly de­
mand compensation in lands or in 
money, or both, for the wrongs which 
she claims to have suffered. The al­
lies would not listen to that. On the 
other hand, the allies profess to see 
in German militarism a standing men­
ace to the peace of the world. To 
make peace while that militarism is 
unbroken would be an act of folly. 
The attitude of the allies is indicat­
ed in the repated assurances made by 
Kitchener to the English people that
