TRUE AND TRIED RECIPES. 
Potato Soup—Scrub and pare three 

potatoes and cut them in small pieces. 
Cook them In a cooker with one pint 
of water and two slices of onion for 
one and one-half 'hours or more, 
standing the pan in a cooker pail fill 
ed with boiling water. Rub fhe soup 
through a sieve, and add to four ta 
blespoonfuls of butter melted and 
stirred till well mixed two tablespoon-
fuls of flour. Add one pint of milk 
one and one-half teaspoonfuls of salt, 
one-fourth teaspoonful of celery salt, 
one-eighth, teaspoonful of pepper, cay­
enne to taste and one teaspoonful of 
chopped parsley. This serves five or 
six persons. . 

Clam Chowder—Wash one quart of 
clams in a strainer, pick them over, 
sorting out all shells, and cutting off 
soft parts. Chop hard parts. Cut a 
one and one-half inch piece of fat 
salt pork into pieces, try out the fat 
and fry one sliced onion in it. Add one 
and one-half pints of potatoes cut in 
dice, one cup of water, one table-
spoonful of salt, one-eighth teaspoon­
ful of pepper and four tablespoonfuls 
of butter. Bring to a boll and let 
them remain in cooker from one to 
two hours. Reheat soup and add one 
quart of scalding hot milk and light 
soda or milk crackers broken in 
pieces. This serves ten to sixteen per­
sons. 

Curried Salt Ood—If you like the 
taste of curry you may put a scant 
teaspoonful of curry powder with the 
flour and butter, before adding the 
milk.

The women of France are trying to 
save what they can from the devas­
tation that threatens French prosper­
ity. Perhaps they realize more keenly 
than do their soldier husbands what 
the terrible war In Europe means. 

If pluck, perserverance in the face 
of tremendous obstacles, and deter­
mination can save the day for the 
French dressmakers, the day will be 
saved. For with most of the famous 
men of the dressmaking world called 
to the colors, the women have gone 
ahead, held such openings as they 
could, and have kept up a brave front 
to a most discouraging and demoral­
ized world. 

The women have gone into the 
fields to save the crops; why shouldn't 
the women keep up the reputation of 
Paris as the *enter of the fashion 
world 7 they «ery. Women are born 
with an lhstinet for clothes. So they 
are doing their'best. 

But the Rue de la Palx, like all the 
.rest of Paris, presents a rather dreary, 
appearance these days. A handful or 
buyers is all that is left of the eager 
throngs that began to come here in 
July. And less than a handful of 
dressmakers have escaped the call to 
arms. 

Jouda, the head of the house of Ber­
nard, has gone to the front, so, al­
though this house is ready with Au­
gust models, there is little likelihood 
that they will be shown. Poiret has 
gone to war. Worth, Doucet and Be-
choff have also gone, and their houses 
are all closed. Premet's chief designer 
has died and the manager has gone 
to war, so few models are shown 
there. Paquin shows few models, be­
cause it is almost impossible to get 
workers In Paris. 

Of the few houses left open that of 
Premet Is the only one that does not 
demand cash payment. Drecoll de­
clares that he will keep going until 
there is no more money to pay the 
workers, and the house of Callot 
says the same thing. The house of 
Callot, by the way, keeps its huge 
staff at work on hospital supplies. 

That Is the situation among the 
Paris dressmakers in a nutshell: most 
of them followed the fate of the rest 
of the workers of France when the 
vast French army was mobilized. 

The fact that the present situation 
came so suddenly perhaps made their 
task more difficult. One day they 
were full of plans for the openings. 
To be sure, there were rumors of war. 
But there was no certainty of it. The 
next day notices were posted warning 
all foreigners to leave Paris within 
twenty-four hours or else run the risk 
of staying for three or four weeks un­
til after mobilization was completed. 

It was a sudden change, and It was 
all but demoralizing. All the dressmak 
era that were left after the reserves 
had responded to their, call marshaled 
their forces and made ready to have 
openings whenever the chances of 
war permitted them. So some of them 
opened several days earlier than they 
had planned, simply because they 
wanted to get the openings over with 
before there was a great battle—and 
also before their only hope, the Amer­
ican buyers, had all left Paris.

about teaching our girls how to make 
every penny count in the management 
of a home. We are forever preaching 
about the irresponsibility of young 
wives who can't seem to understand 
the value of a dollar, and we say they 
"haven't been brought up right." 

But how about our boys who are 
growing up thinking only of money as 
a means to pleasurable ends, and who 
marry without any idea whatever how 
to make a moderate salary cover 
household expenses? 

Here is a letter whleh illustrates a 
very common situation: 

"I wish you could tell me what to 
do with a husband like mine.

Barbecued Ham—I teaspoonful of 
sugar, 1 tablespoonful of vinegar, 1 
saltspoonful dry mustard, cold ham, 
pepper. Fry in their own fat tn the 
blazer rather thick slices of cold ham. 
When they begin to crisp at the edg­
es draw to the side of the dish and 
add the 'mustard, sugar, pepper and 
vinegar to the fat left in the pan. Turn 
the ham over in this two or three 
times. 

Chaflng-Dlsh Hash—I small onion, 
1 tablespoonful butter or dripping, 1 
cupful minced beef, % cupful gravy 
or soup stock, 1 cupful mashed pota­
toes, salt, pepper. Brown the minced 
onion in the blazer in butter or drip­
ping. Add the gravy or soup stock 
which has been well seasoned and 
when heated stir In the beef and po­
tatoes. Should you use more than the 
given amount and find the mixture too 
dry, moisten with more gravy or a 
little boiling water In which you have 
melted a small bit of butter. 

Toss and turn until hot through. 
Season to taste. Besides the very 
necessary salt and pepper, celery salt, 
mustard or Worcestershire sauce may 
be added. This is exceptionally gor> 
and Is applicable to any kind of cold 
meat. However, I would not advise 
putting potato with other meats than 
beef. 

Creamed Salt Cod—2 cupfuls flak­
ed codfish, 1 tablespoonful flour, M 
pint milk, 1 tablespoonful butter, 1 
teaspoonful lemon juice, pepper. For 
this your cod should havo been soak­
ed overnight, boiled In the morning 
and picked into fine flakes. Make sauce 
In the chafing-dish by cooking to­
gether the butter and flour until they 
bubble. Pour over these the milk and 
stir until you have a smooth sauce the 
thickness of double cream. Be very 
careful of any dish in which milk is 
used as it Is very likely to scorch it 
not watohed closely. 

Into the Sauce stir the cod and let 
the whole become hot A better dish 
can be had by the addition of two 
hard-boiled eggs chopped co&rstUy. 
Add the lemon Jules and seasoning; 
then serve. This method may be used 
tor tastily preparing any cold llsh.
