Uncertainty a# to Pitchers
Influences the' Betting
Last Night.

ATHLETICS STILL
HOLDING TO HOPE

Eight Thousand Fans Wel-
come the Boston Team—
Many Boys in Line.

Boston, Oct. 12,—The Philadelphia
Athletics and Boston ' Braves, con-
tending teams in the world champion-
ship baseball series, rested here yes-
terday and last night while the scenes
of the contests were, shifted, The
champlons of the American and Na-
tional leagues respectively will meet
today and tomorrow at Fenway park
in the third and fourth games of the
series which began in Philadelphia
last Friday.

With two victories gained towards
the four necessary to obtain the world
title, the Boston nine faced with con-
fidence the two games to be played
here. They had gone to Philadelphia

- & short-end bet in the opinion of base-
ball followers generally; they return-
ed yesterday to a tremendous recep-
tion, favorites for the world honors.

The Athletes, fighting with their
backs to the wall, to defend the world
championship from a continuation of
the remarkable rush which brought
the Braves to victory in the National
league, were outwardly still confident.
All expressed hope that they would
win. “We are far from beaten,” sald
“Stuffy’” MclInnes. “All we need is a
little hit once in a while. And we'll
get those today. ° !

Manager Stallings of the Braves, in
discussing his pitching possibilities for
today thought otherwise, “It may be
Tyler, or it may be Rudolph,” he said,
‘“‘but whichever it is, I am sure the
boys will outhit their opponents.
And with the flelding we have shown,
the result is certain,”

The identity of Manager Mack's
choice for pitcher today was the ele-
meht of greatest uncertainty last
night. Would he send the Indian
Bender, batted. from the box In the
first game at Philadelphia, back to
retrieve his defeat, or choose a
youngster to bear the burden of dl-
recting almost a last stand? These
were the questions among the crowds
gathered about the hotel lobbles last
night.

In event of a cloudy day, it was
thought Mack would decide upon
Bender. As possibilities among the
younger pitchers, Bressler was con-
sldered most llkely. The Braves have
shown that they can hit the speedy
delilvery of Bender and Plank. They
have to .be tried on a fast breaking
curve in this-séries, -

Bressler, a léft-hander, was thought
to be favorite on account of is
abllity to command a portside delive
which reduces somewhat Boston's of-
fensive powers, and his use of a baff-
ling curve. Overhearing a conversa-
tilon among newspaper men on this
subject, Billy Martin, one of the
Braves' substitutes, interjected the
statement: “If Joe Connolly ever
gets hold of one of those curves, he'll
hammer it. They all look alike to
him.”

Bush, hero pitcher of the world se-
ries last year, and Wyckoft, who piteh-
ed with aome success after Bender was
retired Friday, also were menttioned
as possibilities. "I'ne uncertainty as to
the pitchers influenced the betting last
night. Two to one on the Braves was
prominent, but there were few takers.

The biggest crowd that ever saw a
world series game in this city, is look-
ed for today. The celebration of Col-
umbus day as a holiday will allow
thousands of fans from stores and
shops to attend the contest and it ie
expected that the limit of seating ac-
commodation at Fenway park, 37,000,
will be reached.

Sixteen thousand reeerved seats in
grand stand hoxes and the left field
pavilion already have been disposed
of. The speculators got a few of the
tickets, but it was estimated last night
that there were not more than 500 in
their hands all told,

Tt will be impossible to reduce this
number very much, according to Rob-
ert McRoy of Chicago, representing
the Natlonal committee. He gaid that
he belleved the expenses in Philadel-
phia where thousands of seats sold at
public sale were obtained by specula-
‘tors would result in abolition of this
form of distribution of tickets in fu-
ture years.

Mr. McRoy had the disposeal of 1,500
seats allotted the National commis-
slon for the games here. Baturday
night they were all gone and he was
refusing countless requests. Even
President Gaffney of the Boston club
and Manager Stallings who sought
him out in the hope of obtaining a
few more seats for friends, were un-
succeseful,

Beekers for the choice of the 20,000
unreserved seats appeared yesterday.
Bhortly after noon two men went tv
the bleacher gate and hired two boys
to ,remain there until this morning,
sitting on hoxes. By sundown a long
line had formed in which boys were
most numerous.

The reception to the Braves on their
return yegterday morning was enthu-
siastic. Mayor Curely headed an ol-

Christy Mathewson Already Sees
Waning Of Athletics Prowess on
Diamond; Compliments the Braves

Among other things, Christy Math-
ewson, player-writer, has the follow-
ing anent Saturday’'s victory for Bos-
ton and the prospects for the rest of
the series:

Why Macks Look Bad.

“The Athletics have looked bad this
series because every follower of base-
ball has expected so much of the
club. They have been called the great-
est “money team'' ever put together,
the greatest aggregation to go into a
short series with much at stake and
play their best. HExperts who have
followed them throughout the season
have told me that Mack's club in their
three world's series have looked 50 per
cent stronger than throughout the
regular season. That is, they have
fallen down below their regular sea-
son form, and have looked very bad
as a result,

Firm Under Fire.

“You've got to hand it to Boston
for the way in which the team stuck
to its guns In the ninth inning in face
of an opposition crowd rooting hard
after two men got on the bases on
passes. The team is a young one, and
Gowdy showed it was under some
strain when he threw down to first
base with Barry on the bag after he
dropped the third strike on Schang.
The hitter was out, anyway. That
was the only time the Athletics tried
anything for Barry stole second base.
This is not criticism of Gowdy, for
many an older head would do the
same thing, but it just shows what
the strain was.

“In & way I felt sorry for Plank, out
there pitching his heart out with no
runs to work on. He showed a re-
markable game. He realizes that he
is 39 years old, himself: a man al-
ways does when he passes 30 in base-
ball, and he was out there in the heat,
looking into the sun and working on
every batter that faced him. He
walked a few, not because he lacked
control, but because he was trying to
bait the Boston batters into going
after had balls. The fact that he
pitched 132 balls indicates now hard
he worked. As I saild before, the
Athletics were looking to win with
the wallop all the wav. Once, with
the count two and nothing against
him when he could have waited James
out, Baker set himself figuring the
next pitch would have to be over.

‘““Both teams showed fine gameness,
Maranville and McInnis impressed me
particularly, once MclInnis got the
ball in one hand and reached out and
touched the base with his bare hand,
taking a chance of being stepped on.

Grantland Rice tells of the re-
markable fighting ability of the
Braves. Bays he of Saturday's victory
for Boston:

Out from the Brave bench a
swarm of Boston players took the
fleld and the atmosphere was soon lit-
tered with sweaters, hats and any-
thing else in reach. They were slap-
ping each other on the back and on
the bench Stallings wae literally
smothered with blows, caresses and
a necklace of brawnv armas.

‘“The epirit was there. the finest
spirit we have ever seen, a spirit that
has amazed even veterans of 30 years'
experience. There has heen nothing
like it in the game bhefore, nothing
even close to the deep enthusiasm
shown by this club that three months
ago was a bad last, struggling for a
foothold in the lowest pit of the game.

‘““Here is a club that has come from
last place in July to first place in its
league and then took two straight
victories over the greatest club in the
world. How? By hanging on and
fighting, by pulling together, by for-
getting individual effort for the gen-
eral good to the greatest number, by
an exhibitian of spirit that refuses to
recognize luck as a factor, but pits
raw courage against fate and stands
confident of the result,

Defense Unbroken.

“Except for one single feature, the
Mackmen would be out of it for good.
They have one long element left in
their favor In spite of two defeats
their defense has not vet been broken.
They have maintained this much of
theilr morale. They flielded even more
brilliantly back of Plank than they
fielded back of Bender. If they can
maintain this staunch defense and re-
cover the use of thelr war clubs, they
have an outside fighting chance. For
they are still a great club, a great club
if they lose four strai-ht pames. One
weak's play can't take away the
amassed glory of four years. But they
must win four games before another
club that has made them look foolish,
wins two. It's quite a job, almost a
hopeless one, but it can be done. De-
pending mainly upon how the old ma-
chine can fight when crowded for the
first time in its career.”
