NATIONAL FIGHT
ON WAR MEASURE

Proposed Tax on Grain
Transactions Meets With
Vigorous Opposition.

Kansas Clty, Oct. 13.—A natlon-
wide fight on the proposed tax of one
cent on every $100 grain transaction
was started here at the eighteenth an-
nual convention of the Grain Dealers’
National association, when A. E. Rey-
nolds of Crawfordville, Ind., present-
ed the report of the legislative com-
mittee. It was adopted unanimously.

A telegram was sent to President
Wilson, which sets forth the attitude
of the grain dealers on the proposed
tax. This was preceded by hundreds
of telegrams sent by individuals to
their senators in congress.

Reynolds pointed out that the pro-
posed tax would subject the same
grain to repeated taxation; that un-
der the plan there is no limit to the
amount the government might tax a
single shipment. The tax, it is assert-
ed, would paralyze the grain market.

ANNOUNCE SOUTH
AFRICAN UNION N
REBELLIOUS STATE

Martial Law Proclaimed as
Reaylt of Action Taken by
Department Commander -

Capetown, Union of South Africa,
Oct. 13.—It is officially announced
here that the command under Colonel
Maritz has rebelled in the northwest
of the provinces. Martial law has been
proclaimed throughout the union.

The proclamation is signed by Lord
Buxton, governor general of the
union, countersigned by General
Smutz, minister of defense.

It begins by stating that war ex-
ists between the British and German
empires; that the government of the
protectorate of the German southwesi
Africa, through ‘‘widespread secre.
propoganda instantly endeavored to
seduce citizens of the union and offi-
cers and members of tke defense forec-
es of the union from their allegiance,
and to cause rebellion and civil war
within the union.”

The proclamation further alleges,
after delaying Colonel Maritz's decla-
ration that the government of Ger-
man southwest Africa, through sples
and secret agents,
citizens under the pretext of favoring
the establishment of a republic in
South Africa.

Berlin admits having withdrawn from the Niemen river, and at
the samc time discounts the whole movement in that region as being
of no strategic importance. It is now clear that Russia abandoned a
narrow point in Galicia, between Przemysl and Cracow, the Russian
forces having virtually occupied all of Galicia with the exception of

Petrograd claims this operation was due to strategic reasonsg
while Vienna maintains that the rejuvenated Austrian armies have re-
Hleved the Przemysl fortress and driven the invaders out.

It 18 unquestioned that the more or less demoralized Austrian
forces, stiffened by German reinforcements, have resumed the offem-
sive, but there is no information here to indicate that the Russian re-
tirement is anything in the nature of a rout resulting from vigorous
fighting. Whatever may be the intention of the armies operating on
the ends of the great Russian battle front, it is clear that these move-
n.llents have paled into insignificance beside the tremendous advance in
the center. .

Broadly speaking, this new position of the antagonists is waiting
word to open the engagement.

The main German armies in Russian Poland are moving toward
the Vistula river on the north and south front, extending through
Plorkow, 90 miles southwest of Warsaw, Kielce and Busk, on the Bug
river, 30 miles east of Lemberg. To the left of this army, between
Lodz and Kalispz, is another German force. On the right of the main
German army is the Austrian force.

The bulk of the Russian troops are on the east bank of the Vis-
tula river, but a portion of their forces still are on the west side of
the Vistula. The nature of the country makes it probable that the
center of the battle line will be between *Sandomir and Ivangorod,
both on the Vistula river, about 10 miles apart.

“On our left wing, our forces have resumed the offensive In the
regions of Yazebrouck and of Bethume, against the detachments of the
enemy, composed in a large party of cavalry from the front along
Bailleum, Estaires and Lebassee,

“The town of Lille, held by a territorial detachment, has been at-
tacked and occupied by a German army corps.

“Between Arras and Albert we have made notable progress.

“On the center, also, we have made progress in the region of -
Au-Bac, and we have advanced toward Rousin. In the west of the
Argonne and north of Malancourt.

“Between the Argonne and the Meuse, on the right bank of the
Meuse, our troops, who hold the heights of the Meuse to the east of
Verdun, have advanced. At the south of the road from Verdun to
Metz, in the region of Apremont, we have gained a little territory on
our right, and repulsed a German attack on our left,

“On our right wing, Vosges and Alsace there has been no change. To
sum up, ysterday was marked by perciptible progress on the part of
our forces at various points on the field of battle.”

PASS UNEASY NIGHT.

London, Oct. 13.—The Chronicle's
Antwerp correspondent who has just
reached London, says that the day
before the Germans entered Antwerp
he went to the Queen's hotel to as-
certain the whereabouts of a group of
American journalists who had been
staying there. He found that they
had left the city after having spent
the night in a private house which
was thrice hit by shells and which
finally caught fire. ,

AUSTRIANS VACCINATED.
Vienna, Oct. 13.—The Austrian
troops in Galicla are being vaccinated
against cholera.
The cold weather has caught the
Austrian soldiers in Galicia unprepar-

CAPTURED HUNGARIAN TOWN.

Vienna, Oct. 13.—Hungary officlala,
who returned to Marmaros-Sziget af-
ter the Russians departed from that
town, found, it is said, that the in-
vaders had done no damage to the
place. They have neither destroyed
property nor molested the inhabitants.

AFRIGAN REBELLION

Broad Charges of Seduction by Germans of Detachment

——

FIRST DISCORD SOUND
IN THE BRITISH EMPIRE

Sent Against Their Colonies in Africa are In-
cluded in Proclamation.

London, Oct. 13.—The rebellion of a section of
the Dutch element in South Africa, which broke today
with the suddenness of a bolt from a clear sky, was the
first warning note that marred the harmony of the
British empire since the outbreak of the European
war, and it has momentarily diverted attention from
the arenas near the heart of the empire.

That this rising is real dangerous was sufficiently.
