Something is going to happen in 
Northern league 'baseball affairs. This 
much and perhaps more is told in a 
letter by A. H. Pulford of the Winni­
peg team. Mr. Pulford declares that 
the men who put the deal over should 
be expelled from organized Daseball 
and adds that John Burmeister has 
started something he can't finish. 

Mr. Pulford says in part: 
"Burmeister by his actions ha* 

made a brazen attempt to wreck the 
Northern league and confiscate our 
franchise holdings. He has also shown 
a deplorable lack of knowledge of our 
constitution and 'baseball laws, and if 
he and those connected with him In 
this outrageous deal believe they can 
set away with it. they had better 
think again. 

"These same men who prate about

Burmeister and his 
j ji ringleaders inveigled the others into a 
Ml contract agreement to operate their

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some scheme and a credit to the ver­
satile brain of Mr. Burmeister. 

"EUd the president of the league 
give us an opportunity .of going Into 
this kind of a deal? Not a bit of it; 
we were not even notified of the meet­
ing—he was afraid we might jump at 
the chance of a ten-year guarantee. 
It is obvious we would welcome a ten-
year guarantee. At the same meeting 
they maite doubly sure ot ousting us, 
frames up a long list of complaints 
against us, which are the most frivol­
ous anyone could imagine. They may 
be published later, in order that the 
public may judge of the caliber of 
the men trying to put this deal 
through. Burmeister also frames up 
a petition to Farrell and gets his fol­
lowers to sign, in brief, as follows: 

" 'It Winnipeg is given any conces­
sions against the petitioners' wishes, 
they, the petitioners, will not care to 
remain in the newly organized ten-
year league, and they ask for the 
right to grant franchises to whom 
they so wish.' 

"This is indeed an extraordinary 
proceeding. They ask that we be 
given nothing and they awarded the 
power to take away and award fran­
chises ae they choose, and to rldr 1 

rough shod over everybody's rights. 
"Well, If they think Mr. Farrell will 

be blinded toy any such bunk, they 
will find themselves mistaken. Base­
ball Is governed by laws that are 
based on justice and are administered 
by men In whom we have every con­
fidence of a square deal, and when 
Mr. Farrell gets a squint at this lav-
out, we have no fear of the results. 
There Is a right and wrong way to 
do business, and Mr. Burmeister and 
his followers have chosen the wrong 
way and must face the consequences. 
Burmeister claims we should have 
improved conditions to the extent of 
$25,000, and no doubt he is disap­
pointed there is not that much more 
in the pot for himself and his follow­
ers to gobble up. After all this he 
comes along with his collossal nerve 
and tries to qualify his outrageous act 
of confiscation. 

"In conclusion I might say that we 
have conducted baseball in Winnipeg 
for ten yeans and our record is clean. 
During that period our patronage has 
Increased from 35,000 the first season 
to 105,000 this season, which shows 
that we must have been progressive 
and kept faith with the public.

HANK GOWDY AGAIN 
THE HERO OF GAME 

Maranville Gets Near-Hom­
er When Ball Hits One 
Inch From' Foul Line. 

Boston, Mass., Oct. 13.-?-The victory 
of the Braves over Philadelphia yes­
terday was well earned, and judged 
from every standpoint the jtfoston 
team deserved the honors: 

The most striking feature of the 
play was the fighting spirit shown by 
the youthful combination that Man­
ager George Stallings has gathered 
around him to support this city in 
the senior league. Repeatedly the 
Philadelphia team would battle its 
way into the lead only to witness its 
rival draw alongside .again In the 
same or the succeeding Inning. Never 
once during the long and nerve-rack­
ing contest did the Braves cease their 
attack. Both from an Individual and 
collective standpoint they deserved 
the victory they won. 

The Braves rushed ' joyously from 
the field determined to clinch the 
championship title of 1914 with a 
fourth victory today, while the Ath­
letics, taciturn and grave, filed slowly 
out of the park still hopeful that "theft 
famous machine would yet arise to the 
emergency1 that faced it.

Ray Schalk started the winning ral-

fifth inning. Cheney was pitching 
masterly ball to this frame, allowing 
but two scattered hits. Schalk led off 
the fifth with a double down the third 
base line. Breton sent him to third 
on. a sacrifice and he counted the tying 
run on Weaver's triple to deep right 
center. Blackburn followed with a 
sharp single to right, and Weaver 
scored the run which won. the game. 
However, the Americans added anoth­
er run In the seventh and clinched 
the game. Schalk again led off, but 
this time with a single. He raced 
around third when Cheeney cut loose 
with a wild pitch and scored on a sac­
rifice fly by Weber. 

The Nationals were saved from a 
shut out when Schulte started the 
fourth with a triple and scored on 
Sweeney's infield out. Scott, who 
pitched the American leaguers to their 
first victory, was again on the mound 
yesterday. and was opposed by his ri­
val Cheney. He held "his opponents 
to four .scattered hits, but gave way 
to a pinch hitter in the fifth. Faber, 
who succeeded him on the mound, 
had the Nationals baffled until the 
ninth when Bresnahan singled past 
Weaver. At the time the score board 
boy posted the score of the world's 
championship game and Weaver turn­
ed his head long enough to allow the 
hit to get away from him. Manaerer 
O'Day then trotted his pinch hitters 
to the plate In a last hone that.' thev 
would repeat their performance, of 
Sunday but they failed.
