DISPOSED OF GREAT RAFT OF BUSINESS

Mdmt Wilson Has

Times in Support of Measures—Tremendously
Important Laws Have Been Enacted.

Appeared Before Assembly Five

Washington, Oct. 24.—The first reg-
- ular session of the BSixty-third con-
gress which began Dec. 1, 1913,
about to be concluded. Begun as an
uninterrupted continuation of the spe-
clal session called by President Wil-
son & month after his inauguration, it
is the longest sitting of congrees In
the history of the nation,

The work, including that of the spe-
cial session for tariff reform and in-
come tax provisions, represents the
legislative achievement of the first
democratic congress eince March 4,
1897. The chlet enactments include
the new currency law, anti-trust legis-
lation, repeal of the toll exemption
provision for American coastwise
ships in the Panama canal, and the
provisicn to build a government rail-
road in Alaska. .

The congress was remarkable for
the fact that in lese than two years
it had to deal with conditions arising
from two forelgn wars—the revolu-
tion in Mexico and the European con-
flict—and was on the verge of facing
a war between the United States and
Mexico. Both of these situations de-
manded emergency legislation, some
of which may have far reaching effect
upon the future course of the nation
in its foreign affairs,

As a rule the ntmost co-operation
between democratic leaders in con-
gress and President Wilson marked
the session., although one notahle
break occurred in the party over re
peal of the tolls provision of the Pana-
ma. canal act. This led to an align-
ment which placed the president and
some of the party leaders on opposite
sidee, Among thoese who took issue
with the chief executive heing Speak-
er Clark and Majority Leader Under-
wood. Speaker Clark's defense of his
opposition to repeal furnished one of
the most spectacular climaxes in the
history of the house.

The president appeared before joint
@essions of the house and senate on
five occasions. He delivered his gen-
eral legislative message December 2.
Subsequent messages were on anti-
trust legislation, the Mexican situa-
tion, pleading for continuation of
“watchful walting,” the tolle repeal
bill and the necessity for a war rev-
enue bill,

Most important of the laws enact-
ed by the congress since December
1, 1913, were:

Federal reserve act creating twelve
regional reserve banks, and federal
reserve board of control and reform-
ing the currency system.

Federal trade commission act cre-
ating a commission of five members
and absorbing the bureau of corpora-
tions to investigate organization, con-
duct and practices of industrial cor-
porations; inquire Into unfair com-
petition and alleged violation of anti-
trust acts; to aid the department of
justice and the conrts in the prosecu-
tion of business offenders; to make
public information deemed to he of
public interest relating to Industrial
conditions and to recommend remedi-
al business legislation.

The Clayton anti-trust act which
provides for guilt of individuals con-
nected with corporations convicted of
violating the anti-trust laws, limits in-
terlocking directorates, prohibits hold-
ing companies which will lessen com-
petition. prevents exclusive and tying
contracts, liberalizes laws relating to
injunction and contempt and exempts
from prosecution under anti-trust
laws agricultural, horticultural, fra-
ternal and labor organizations.

Act repealing provisions of the Pan-
ama canal law exempting from pay-
ment of tolls American veseels engag-
ed In coast-wise shipping of the Unit-
ed States.

The Alaska railroad law providing
for government construction and op-
eration of 1,000 miles of railroad with
telegraph and telephone lines, from
the lower Pacific coast to interior wa-
ters and mineral region of Alaska at
a cost not to exceed $35,000,000.

Laws placing on a war footing the
volunteer militia and naval militia of
the states subjecting them in time of
war to the call of the gignal corps of
the army,

Law regulating cotton future sales
on stock exchanges, providing a tax
of 2 cents a pound on sales for future
delivery unless actusally delivered un-
der conditions and grades established
by the department of agriculture.

Overehadowing much other im-
portant legislation were emergency
measures demanded by the extraor-
dinary condtions precipitated by the
war in Europe. Such legislation, en-
actead or about to become law Includ-
ed the following measurea:

War revenue law impasing special
internal revenue taxes to aggregate
approximate annual revenue of $108,-
000,000 to offset estimated treasury
deficit duas to loss of custome receipts
during the European war,

Amendment to Panama Canal act
admitting to American registry for-
eign built shipa of American owner-
ship to engage In aversees and South

ican trade.

Emergency currency act permitting
banks of national currency assocla-
tions to issue circulating notes up to
125 per cent of their unimpaired capi-
tal and surplus and making avallable
to banke of the country more than
$1,000,000.000 of emergency currancy.

Law oreating in the treasury de-

partment a bureau of war risk In-.

surance, appropriating $5,000,000 to
insure shipse of American registry
against hazards of the Furopean war-.
Resolutions appropriating $2,750,-
000 for protection and transportation
of American citizens stranded in
Huropean war zones and authorizing
the American Red Cross society to
charter 2 ship of foreign register and
fly the American flag.
Appropriation of $1,000,000 for ex-
tra expense of diplomatic and con-
_ aular service in taking over embassies,
legations and consular offices of war-
ring nations in Europe.

Forelgn relations of the United
States absorbed much attention of the
congress irrespective of the wars 1in
Mexico and Europe and formed the
basis for discussion hy the president
in his annual message and in frequent
conferences with members of the for-
eign relations committee. This com-
mittee lost its chairman early in the
session through the sudden death of
Senator Augustus O. Bacon of Georg-
fa. Senator Willlam J. Stone of Mis-
souri was chosen to succeed him as
head of this Important committee
which was busy throughout the ses-
slon with the consideration of treaties
and other foreign affairs. General ar-
bitration treaties with twelve foreign
nations. upon recommendation of this
committee, were ratified by the sen-
ate, as follows:

Great Britain, Japan, [taly, Spain,
Norway, Sweden, Tortugal, Switzer.
land, Paraguay, Austria-Hungary, the
Netherlands and Salvador.

Later in the session and in the
midst of the European conflict, the
senate upon recommendation of the
foreign relations committee, ratified
new treaties providing for peace com-
missions of investigation in interna-
tional disputes not settled by ordinary
diplomaecy with twenty-three foreign
nations. as follows:

Norway, the Natherlands, Portugal,
Switzerland, Denmark, Italy, Salvador,
Guatemala, Honduras, Nicaraguna, Bo-
livia, Persia, ('osta Rica, Venezuela,
Honduras, Argentina. Brazil, Chile,
Peru, Paraguay, Great Britain, France
and Spain. Similar treaties negotiated
and urged for ratification but held up
in the senate for further consideration
are with China, Panama and San Do-
mingo. A similar treaty has been ne-
gotiated with Russia to be sent to the
Renate later.

Much time was given by the com-
mittee for hearings and consideration
of a treaty with Nlcaragua, to acquire
the Nicaragnan canal route and naval
station rights in the bav of Fonseca,
for $3.000,000: and the treaty with
Colombia, to pay that country $25,-
000,000 compensation for the Panama
canal strip. Action on both treaties
was deferred until next gession.

Investigations by congress wera less
than has been undertaken In recent
=essions. The mpecial lobby investi-
gating committee of the senate, how-
ever, continued (ts existence and
probed into alleged lobbying in con-
nection with the passage of the Pan-
ama canal act, and the subsequent re-
peal of the tolls exemption provision.
|The committee has not vet made a
final report. The house lobby com-
{ mittee reported a resolution of cen-
sure for Representative McDermott of
i Illinols, who resigned his office. In-
vestigation by the interstate commerce
commission into the financial opera-
j tion of the New York, New Haven &
| Hartford Railroad company and the
| Chicago, Rock Island and Pacific rail-
| way were instituted by resolutions of
| congress. Investigations also were
| conducted by senate and house com-
into the West Virginia coal
strike, the Michigan copper strike and
the Colorado coal strike.

Notwithstanding its achievement the
congress left much Important work
unfinished. Much of this legislation

Interesting features of the session
were controversies in the senate over
several of the president's appoint-
ments. The nomination of H. M. Pin-
dell of Peoria, to be amhassador to
Russia led to a prolonged inquiry by
the senate committee on foreign rela-
tions. The nomination was once with-
drawn. Mr. Pinde!l was later renam-
ed and was ordered confirmed by the
scnate, following which Mr. Pindell
asked the president to withdraw his
name . The nomination of Thomas D.
Jones of Chicagn, director of the In-
ternational Harvester company as a
member of the federal reserve hoard,
precipitated a struggle in the senate
committee on banking and currency.
In the midst of the fight Mr. Jones re-
cquested the president to withdraw his
name. The nomination of Paul M.
Warburg of New York, as member of

the federal reserve hoard, also stirred| -

up a controversy. Mr. Warburg once
refusing to appear before the banking
and currency committee.
ally vielded and his appointment was
confirmed by the senate.

Two senators, William O. Bradley
of Kentucy (Rep.) and Augustus O.
Bacon of Georgin (Dem.) died during
the sessinn. Three deaths ocecurred in
the house membership— Representa-
tives Irving 8. Pepper of lowa: Robert
G. Bremner of New Jersey and Will-
fam Richarlson of Alabama, all dem-
ocrats.

option, to approve or reject at the polls,
any act, item, sectlon or part of any act
or measure passed by the legislative as-
sembly.
