Kaiser Decorates Them as the Real Heroes of His Forces 
—They Carry Food to Men in Trenches While the Ene­

my Rains Bullets on Them, But They Never Fail.

: Iiondon, Nov. 11.—There isn't any­

thing heroic about a cook. One sim­
ply cannot imagine a cook, in a soiled 
apron and a mussed white cap, doing 
a deed of valor. When things go 

, pipe and be rejatively safe. No fat 
cook yoked to two buckets of veaj 
stew can ever be safe as he marches 
down the trench under lire. But he 
always inarches. Hie men are always 
fed, and they a re fed on time. The

! fat cook of the Held kitchen." chasing a waiter with a bread knife 

or else giving way to tears. But the 
Gforman army is full of cooks upon 
whose broad, fat breasts dangle the 
Iron Cross. And the Iron Cross is 
conferred for one thing only—for 100 
per cent courage. 

"They've earned it," said the wan 
who had seen them. "They are the 
bravest men in the kaiser's four mil­
lions. r"ve seen generals salute greasy, 
paunchy, sour-looking army cooks." 

The cook's Job is to feed the men 
of his company. Bach German com­
pany is followed, or preceded, by a 
field kitchen on wheels. Sometimes 
the fires are kept going while the de­
vice trundles along. The cook stands 
on the footboard and thumps his 
bread. He is always the flrpt man 
lip in the morning and the last to sleep 
at night. He is helil to the strictest 
accountability. The Teuton believes in 
plenty of food—of a sort. A well fed 
soldier will fight. A hungry one may 
not. 

"When the company gets into camp 
at night," said the man who knows, 
"the cook is there before it, swearing 
at his fires and the second cook, and 
turning out quantities of a depressing 
looking veal stew, which is, neverthe­
less. very good to cat," 

When that, company goes into the 
trenches the cook stays behind. 
There is no place for a field kitchen 
In a four foot trench. But those men 
In the trench must be fed. The Teu­
ton insists that all soldiers must be 
fed—but especially the men in the 
trench. The others may go hungry, 
hut these must have tight belts. Upon 
their staging power may depend the 
safety of ah army. 

A Mark for Enemy's Bullets. 
So, as the company cannot so to the 

cook, the 'cook goes to the company. 
When meal hour comes lie puts a 
yoke on his shoulders and a. cook's 
cap on his head and warns the second 
cook in rumbling Teutonic orations as 
to what will happen if he lets the fires 
go out, and puts a bucketful of that 
veal stew on either end of the yoke 
and goes to his men. Maybe the 
trench Is under fire. Being a trench. 
It most probably is. No matter. His 
men are In that trench and—patztau-
send—they must bo fed. 

Sometimes the second cook gets his 
step right there. Sometimes the ap­
prentice cook—the dishwasher, Ihe 
grub murderer, the university grad­
uate who has just learned what to 
expect when Fahrenheit is applied to 
•puds—is summoned from his job of 
rustling.firewood to pick up the cook's 
yoke and refill the spilled buckets and 
tramp steadily forward to the line. 
Sometimes the supply of assistant 
cooks, even, runs short. But the men 
In the trenches always get their food. 

"That's why so many cooks in the 
German army have Iron Crosses 
dangling from their lumpish breasts," 
said the man who knows. "Xo brav­
er men ever lived. The man in the 
trench can duck his head and light his 
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The man who knows really does 
know. He has been along the German 
battle line, under protection of a head­
quarters'pass. 

The Cook is Always Ready. 
"I have heard stories of Germans 

being reduced to eating grass and 
beetroots and turnips," said he, "May­
be here and there a lost soldier may 
have eaten such ensilage. The Ger­
man soldier who stayed with his com­
pany didn't have to. Whatever may 
have gone wrung with the German 
strategy, nothing whatever went 
wrong with the German commissary. 
The food is pretty rough food, from 
my point of view; it is sprinkled with 
large, furious sausages, and is built 
on a displeasing foundation of stew, 
but it is good, filling, sustaining food. 
And the soldier always gets it." 

Even when the trains of wounded 
wheel their frightful way to the rear 
a commissariat provision has been 
made for them. The German theory 
is that a man who is able to eat at all 
can eat a sausage. So soldiers walk 
along the platforms with their arms 
full of sausages. Other soldiers fol­
low with buckets of water and long 
dippers. 

"Each wounded man who can eat is 
given a sausage. If he cannot eat 
and may still get some comfort out 
of a sausage, he gets it—two feet long 
and as thick as your arm. I've seen 
dying men and dead with these great 
green sausages nestled In the crook 
of their arms." 

It is this man's belief, based on 
what he has heard, that the commis­
sariat of the- allies has from time to 
time broken down, but that of the 
German never has. 

"Generally speaking. I think the 
English soldier has been well fed," 
said he. : "The English dependence 
is in bully beef, just as that of the 
Teuton is in sausage. Wherever you 
come upon an abandoned ramp ground 
of Tommy Atkihs you find, a deep 
stratum of empty cans. The French 
and Belgian neighbor is apt to. feed 
well on English beef. also. Atkins 
As a generous and somewhat improvi­
dent beggar. The French piou-piou 
depends mostly on wine. Give him 
wine and bread and lie will go through 
any hardship. His spirit improves if. 
you add to that a little sugar." 

But it is the German-who is notably 
plumped with excellent food. He is 
an expert .it living upon the country­
side, too- i.'.though this man says Vk 
doesn't loot except by way. of reprisal-
upon a hedge-firing countryside. He 
pays for what he gets very largely, 
even if that payment is wholly value­
less bits of paper, certifying that a 
German soldier upon a certain day 
took the farmer's , hen away. 
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The war has moved nearer the 
orient with the advent of Turkey, and 
battles between Kuesla and Turkey 
have been fought on the border of 
Persia, which is not a long distance 
from-India. The Russians crossed the 
Ca-ucasus mountains shortly after the 
Turks began the . bombardment of 
Russian cities on the Rlack sea coast, 
and within a few days had invaded 
Armenia. A Russian force attacked 

the Turks near Alrdost and the Turks 
fled, according to the Russian foreign 
office. Once; in. Armenia the Russians 
dislodged the Turks at the village of 
Id, sixty miles west of Kars. After 
a hard fight they- took IChorassan and 
Karaderbent. Letter they took Diya-
din with many prisoners apd some 
munitions of war. After that they 
entered Bayazld,. the capital of one 
of the provinces. :

Already Odessa 
and' Theodosla have .been attacked 
The strength of the Russian Black 
sea fleet ' iis not Ttriowh: Should It 
drive out the Turks It will begin the 
bombardment of fortifications at Con­
stantinople:' ' In fact. : so confident 

have the Russians become that they 
have renamed that great city Tsar-
grad. 

At the Dardanelles, a British French 
fleet is bombarding the fortifications. 
It Is.not Known how strong they, are 
and how long they'will hold out.. The 
Turks have-' given It out that .these 
forts were able to withstand any naval 
attack, tout.the piatement is doubted. 

APltR TRAIN 

Petrograit, Nov. 11.—.Madam Kou-
dachef, well known as an explorer, has 
been attached by General Kentien-
krampf of the Russian scout service. 
She rides the horse upon which she j 
made the trip from Vladivostok to j 
Petrograd. 

General Aennenkrampf has also I 
serving with him ;i soldier thirteen 
years old, Nicholas Petonchkof. He is 
the son of a rich. landed proprietor 
When the war broke out, young 
Nicholas ran away from home, 
sought nut General Renncnkrampf 
and asked if he might not serve. He 
was detained and a message was sent 
to his parents. They telegraphed 
their consent to his remaining with 
the army. 

The boy has already taken part ir 
battles, notably Insterburg. He car-
cries upon his rifle a German bayonet 
which was presented to him by the 
regiment with which he serves. 
Nicholas has been, mentioned in or­
ders of the day for a daring and skill­
ful scouting feat.

Washington, Nov. 10.—Contracts 
for six giant destroyers, the largest 
ever designed for the American navy, 
bids for the construction of which 
were submitted today at the navy de-

wil1 not 1,6 let u"til the 
bids have been compared in detail 
with the estimates submitted by the 
Mare Island navy yard. 

The tonnage of the vessels will run 
up to 1,100 or about twenty tons 
greater than the vessels now under 
construction of the same class. 

Although President Powell of the 
Fore River Ship and Engine com­
pany denied his firm had yet made 
any contract to build submarines for 
j-"® belligerent powers of Europe, the 
belief prevailed in official quarters to­
day that twenty submarines, totalling 
$11,000,000 in cost, will soon be built 
for Great Britain by this concern. 

Secretary Daniels remarked during 
the conversation with Powell that no 
American firm could build warship* 
for belligerents In American waters. 

Dutch Steamer is Stopped. 
London, Nov. 11.—-An Amsterdam 

dispatch to Reuter's Telegram com­
pany saye: 

''A telegram from Flushing states 
that the Dutch steamer Administra­
tor de Bats, which left Antwerp with 
45 passengers was stopped by Ger­
man officials off Fort Marie, near the 
Dutch frontier. The ship was thor­
oughly searched and all men between 
the ages of 18 and 30 years were ar­
rested, although they had authentic 
passports." 

Hope is what leads us to expect the 
unexpected to happen. 

English Will Seise Copper. 
Washington, Nor. 11.—Copper ship­

ments from the United States to Italy, 
if consigned "to order," or proven to 
be destined ultimately to a belligerent 
will be seized and detained by Great 
Britain, 
_ This was announced today- bjr the 
British ambassador, tfte* a conference 
at the state department.'. 

Great Britain has lound that Italy's 
embargo on the re-exportation of cop-' 
per would not prevent a shipment, 
originating in th« United States, from 
eventually reaching Germany. The 
Italian government does not feel 
hound to Interfere with a shipment trum ope country to another, if the 
Italian, territory is merely used as an 
tot*nnediarjr stage in the Journey of 
the consignment of good*. 

Washington, Nov. 11.—Work of Ited 
Cross nurses in France and the 
handling of wounded is graphically 
described in a letter received here 
from Mrs. Deming-Jarves, an Ameri­
can woman now living in France,, who 
is serving with the hospitals at Din-
ard. Brittany. She describee the 
movements of trains from the front 
thus: 

"A train of'wounded is disappearing 
in the distance as another arrives with 
its freight of injured men. All the re­
sources of the railway station are call­
ed into action.,- ^Soldiers quickly sweep 
the 'dust-ana' cinders .from Jhe plat­
form: Red Cross nurses hasten1 forth 
with cups of beef tea and cordials. 
The Nu.is cut slices of bread and but­
ter and prepare cups of steaming cof­
fee, while the Red Cross doctors and 
military surgeons hurry about pre-, 
paring for • the weary newcomers. 
Military assistance comes, too; men 
with stretchers, soldiers with first aii 
to the, injured, the major commanding 
keeping a strict order . among these 
willing workers. On all sides hurry, 
activity, energy, devoted, to ease, th<: 
agonies the wounded, helping them 
oon to the longed-for rest in some dis­
tant hospital. 

"The train draws up gently, soldiers 
appear at the doors, silent and pa­
tiently waiting: some with foreheads 
swathed in reddening bandages, oth­
ers their arms in slinge, again others 
leaning on crutches. 

"One could not judge of the num­
ber as the more wounded were lying 
on the seats. One saw only black and 
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white and yelelo#'laces peering anxi­
ously forth and '''one understood that 
these soldiers had no words to express 
their sufferings, ...they only wait 'for 
help.' 

"A young doctor just commencing 
his life of nelf-iHLcrificesi his eyes 
heavy with fever, pis shoulders droop­
ing with fatigue,'JBHeks the military 
doctor in uhargev.iU the station and 
hands him a list giving him some in­
formation, brief "arid military, on the 
wounded hundred^ behind him.-Some 
are to injured th?t must have instant 
help. Merc are wh who may travel 
farther; seeking »cHn station to. sta­
tion tu inomlsedJ«fst'Sfaii<ie. 

"The more desperately wounded are 
remuved cm stretcfoji-B; thenuns bring 
cooling water to wash their fevered 
hands and faces: ..the, nurses bring 
them, food and hot'eoffee; kind hands 
replace their slings; boys and girls 
bring them newspapers, cigarettes, 
md candies. All wish to express their 
admiration and - devotion to these 
humble defenders of France, 

"All along the vast platforms are 
rows of stretchers, each laden with lta 
suffering humanity. One counts the 
men by the upturned boot soles. Alas: 
those wounded in.the legs hang brok­
enly down.. Here%!a wretched man 
with broken shoulder wanders to­
wards the operating room installed in 
every railway station. There a feeble 
comrade leans on the shoulders of a 
nurse as he struggles towards the doc­
tors awaiting hfm.' 

"The mor~ p«-i-'nncir ~„o«-
remain on the spot and the mcdical' 
director inspects ... 
number he encourages him with a few 
words. "Now, my brave One, you wi'.l 
not travel farther, look at your wound 
my friend, and then, to a comforts ble 
hospital.* The . wounded soldier 
touches his cap, lifts his covering and 
shows a dressing spotted with yellow 
and bro'wh, but has' the. strength to 
say to the bearers, 'carefully, gently, 
my friends. . r suffer much,' and he 
looks With misgiving on the am­
bulance. for they, are moving him 
again, poor felelow, who has suffered 
so .m uch. 

"They, lift him tenderly and. he dis­
appears beneath the Bed Cross am-
bulan'ce, there, to' flhft' 'a," nurse', who 
whispers to him: 'My little soidier, 
another moment of patience and .yout 
will find thyself amidst cool sheets, 
far from noise and' confusion; tnou 
shait find rest &iid peace, and thou 

. sha't be_ well.'' . . 
"In the midst of this impressment, 

the ;,oy of helping, the .Qerqian pris­
oners, wounded aad far from home, 
are not forgotten. At the door of one 
of the wagons a little brown chap is 
leaning, silent, bu$ with shining, anxi­
ous eyes. The odors of good coffee 
an(l warm bread 'are. wafted to 
but he dares not make a,sign, but how 
hungry he is, ana those good 'coin-
rades:' behind hitn. Who for 80 many 
days, who faced death and famine 
the'trenches. How-they, hunger.! He 
glances behind him.' Here a man lies 
on 'nis back, his eyes' closed. Another 
's.. gasping with his .'hands clenched. 
Others are ijrouchipg in the. obscurity. 
H95V hungry they 'ire! How the>thirst 
burns! But one'rtiust not ask mercy 
of one's conquerors. 

"Suddenly a young doctor with a 
nun at his side appears at the win* 
dow. Coffee, bread and nfeat are'of­
fered, it is the little brown wounded 
one kneeling at the window who 
brings to his fellow* 'the hospitality of 
France.'' 

"The officers are crowded together, 
heads sWathed in blood-stained band­
ages, legs and arms encircled in spot­
ted bands, but their voices are lower­
ed as they thank the kindly nuns and 
they squeeze themselves together to 
allow a frder space to the more In­
jured companions. • The papers 
brought to them $11 them .of the bat­
tles in which they/have fought and In 
the list of those f|}len on the field of 
honor appears th'» name of many a 
cherished friend. . 

"So they come to up, we ladles of 
trance, and the Americans living In 
their pleasant country.

"Farther south, our troops are ad­
vancing and strong British counter at­
tacks were repulsed. 

.."In Argonhes, the fighting is pro­
gressing favorably, hostile attacks be­
ing repulsed. 

"In Russian Poland, near Konin, 
our cavalry dispersed a Russian bat­
talion; taking five hundred prisoners 
and eight machine guns." 

Austrians Victorious. 
According to an Austrian ofSical 

announcement, the Austrians in west­
ern Servia defeated 120,000 Servians, 
who have been forced to retreat on 

j Vai'evo. The Austrians made many 
! prisoners and captured considerable 
' war material. 

An Austrian aviator threw bombs 
on Cettinje, Montenegro, damaging 
the station. 

Emperor Praises Tsinc Tau. 

r'elchstag,* has received the following 
dispatch frdm Emperor William* 

: "The heroic defense of Tslng: Tail, 
that model settlement of German cul­
ture, built with the labor of many 
years, brings new. laurels to the spirit 
of faithfulness unto death, which the 
German people have so. often shown 
since their army and their fleet have 
been In defensive warfare against a 
world of hatred, envy and. covetous-
ness, a war which if God wills, win 
not be in vain." 

• Congratulates Fleet. 
Emperor William has answered a 

telegram from the Bremen senate con­
gratulating it on the victory of Ger­
man warships over an English squa­
dron in Chilean waters, in the follow 
ing terms: 

"I rejoice with the entire German 
people over the splendid proof of the 
true German sailor spirit. I pray God. 
still to grant our weapons victories 
on land to the confusion of all the 
plans of pur enemies for the destruc­
tion of German being and influence.*' 

.' Russians Beaten.' 
London, Nov. 10—The following 

from Berlin by..Marconi wireless 'was 
Received--today: -

"It Is officially, reported, from Vien­
na that the Russians have evacuated 
a greater portion of Bukowsna, and 
are retiring in the directon of the 
Dneister .river, where they were pur­
sued by the Austrians, who took many 
prisoners. 

"It is reported officially that after 
two-days' heavy fighting, the Caucas­
ian frontier 011 the .Turkish troops 
completely defeated the Russian army, 
capturing the Russian positions. 

"The Turkish fleet pursued the 
Russian ships which were bombarding 
Koslu, but the ships escaped."

Washington, Nov. 11.—The work of

FUEL SUPPLY IS 
THE NEW QUESTION 

Paris, Nov. 11.—The approach, of 
winter, and the continued occupation 
of the mining districts of the north of 
France and south of Belgian, brings 

•up the question of fuel supply. Stocks 
at distributing points not in the hands 
of Germans are considered insufficient 
to last more than a month. In order 
to avoid unfair distribution of stocks 
In hand, the military governor of 
Paris has decided that the fuel' shall 
be divided among the different dealers 
by the intermediary of one of 
three coal syndicates. The president of 
each has been asked to centralise the 
orders from dealers and control them 
so that no one gets more than the ap­
proximate stock for one month. 
' The public has been advised that 

there should be no worry as measures 
will be'taken in an emergency to bring 
fuel to Parie by water routes that ai 
secured against attacks by the enemy. 

Acting as Chauffeur. . 
Chicago, Nov. 11.—Henry Field, 

grandson of. the late Marshall Field 
and one of America's richest boys, Is 
serving as an English army chauffeur, 
it was learned today from a letter re-, 
ceived by Stanley Field. He is driving 
an automobile of a staff officer.-

His stepfather, Maidwin Drum-' 
mond, a captain in the British army, 
ii at the front. In the country home 
of his mother, who was Mrs. Mar­
shall Field, Jr., Mrs. Druinmond is 
caring for forty Belgian refugees. His 
uncle, Admiral David Beatty, is win­
ning fame in naval battles, and his 
aunt,' Mrs. Ethel Field Beatty, has. 
equipped a hospital ship, while her 
country home is thrown open to ret-" 
ugees. 

Germans Baying Fun. 
London, Nov. 11.—A dispatch from 

Copenhagen to the Central News says: 
. "According to a Berlin Telegram, 
Germany is making enormous prep­
arations for a winter campaign with 
tents, sleighs and fur outfits for an' 
entire army." 
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
