Ignatious Court has been so persist-
ant in his efforts to secure payment
for lands ceded in the Yellow Medicine
district, in Minnesota, that he has be-
come known in Washington as the
“red member of the third house.”

The case has to do with lande ceded
by the Indiang, for which they claim
they were not adequately paid by the
federal government. The claim has
been hefore the department of Indian
affairs and the Inaian affairs com-
mittees of congress for ahout ten
vears.

EMBARGO REMOVED
FROM LIVE STOCK

Bismarck, N. D., Dec. 9%—Dr. W.
F‘._Pro\ve. state veterinarian, has re-
ceived a copy of a proclamation re-
cently issued by the governor of Mon-
tana modifying the embargo against
live stock which was put into effect
when the foot and mouth disease be-
came prevalent among live stock of
the nation.

SOLDIERS HOME
SHOWS DECREASE

No Appropriation Needed
For Support of Lisbon
Institution,

Lisbon, N. D., Dec, 9.—The North
Dakota Soldiers' home, located at Lis-

bon, which is the only institution in
the state which is supported eolely
by the money derived from the intere
est and income fund from the gove
ernment land grant, has a tota] memas
bership of 40, there peing 30 men and
10 women,

This is a decrease of 34 during the
past biennial period. Twenty-one
men were discharged by their own ree
quest, cleven men died and two of the
women members passed away during
that time. All the members who were
able to go were treated to a trip te
the 50th anniversary of the battle at
Gettysburg, and all Civil war .etere
ans in the state accompanied them.
This was done at a total expense of
$11,354.20 and was paid from a transe
fer of %#15,000 from the interest and
income fund of the home and the dife
ference was returned to the fund
from which it was taken.

Col. J. W. Carroll, commandant, in
closing his report to the governor ree
cently said: “In concluding this ree
port, T desire to state that the interesg
and income from the sale of the
Home Lands, will be ample for all re=
quirements of the Home, {ncluding ree
pairs and no demand for money for
any purpose should be made on the
resources of the state.

SEISMOGRAPH AT
WEATHER STATION

Devils Lake, N. D., Dec. 9.—If you
happen to bump into a little earthe
quake on some occasion, and it is
convenient, just step to a telephone
and inform Martin Hovde, United
States observer of Devils Lake. The
genial officia] at the local observatory
is willing to be aroused from his sleep
and taken from his meals to record
any such information.

Instructions have been received by
Mr. Hovde to report seismic or earthe
quake disturbances. A division of
seismology has been created to invese
tigate and prepare maps on earthe
quakes for the entire country as an
aid to engineering construction work,
such as reservoirs, dames, bridges,
canals, eto.
