In addition to the foregoing, scores 
of general legislative bills covering a 
wide range of subjects died with the 
end of the congress, among them, 
measures for federal road improve­
ment, general waterway development, 
reorganisation of the civil service, to 
prohibit importation of convict made 
goods, and several measures for re­
organisation of the airmy. 

The last session of the congress was 
notable, too, for the failure of two 
great Issues, national prohibition and 
woman suffrage, proposed constitu­
tional amendments precipitated two 
of the most exciting legislative bat-
ties .In the history of the house of rep* 
resentatives, both measures failing to 
receive a necessary two-thirds vote. 

Foreign Relations. 
Foreign relations of the nation 

were constantly to the fore almost 
from the beginning of .the congress. 
The Mexican situation requiring close 
attention from the outset as has the 
European war. Throughout the ses­
sion the president and the senate for­
eign relations committee were in fre­
quent conferences and much ; was 
done to restrain unusual, demonstra­
tions which might have disturbed . In­
ternational tranquility. 'Early, in the 
session general arbitration treaties 
with several great . foreign powers 
were renewed for five year periods and 
26 peace commission- tfe&ties-'provid­
ing for investigation of international 
disputes before resort to arms were 
negotiated and ratified. A treaty to en­
force the regulations adopted by th# 
London safety at sea conference was-
ratified last December," but With'• an 
amendment making . reservations 
which came too late for other powers 
to consider, thus preveritliig enforce­
ment of the. convention. A treaty with 
Nicaragua providing for acquirement 
of the Nic&raguart canal route and 
naval stations for IS.OOOtOOO left 
unratified by the Senate arid the pend­
ing treaty with Colombia directing 
payment of $25,000,000 Wr the Pana­
ma carta! strip was held in by the 
foreign. relations committee. 

The closing session of the cotigress 
was almost wholly devoted to approp­
riation bills, the ship purchase ; bill 
fight, . and' a'few general measures. 
Aside, from appropriations about the 
only important legislative enactments 
included the creation of the coast 
guard by consolidation of the life sav­
ing and revenue cutter services; re­
classification of grades in the diplo­
matic and consular service; require­
ment of registration of and imposing 
special taxes upon all dealers, manu­
facturers or Importers of opium, or its 
derivatives, and the creation of the 
Rocky Mountain National park in Col­
orado. ' 

National Defense. 
Much debate on the condition of 

national defenses enlivened the clos­
ing session. Proposals for special in­
vestigation of the preparedness of the 
nation for war all failed. House naval 
and. military committees, however, 
conducted public hearings on the sub­
ject In connectidn With the military 
supply bills. 

The congress also was marked by 
differences between President Wilson 
and some democratic senators, over 
patronage; a spirited contest over con­
firmation of nominees for the federal 
reserve board; two successful filibus­
ters:—one in the summer session 
against the rivers and harbors ap­
propriation bill and the other the fight 
of republican and. democratic allies 
against the ship purchase bill; an 
unsuccessful-effort in the senate to es­
tablish a. cloture rule to limit prolong­
ed debate; institution of a special in­
quiry into, outside Influences exerted 
against the ship purchase bill; a gen­
eral lobby investigation which ex­
tended for many months, and . pro­
posal of an inqury irito senatorial 
campaign contributions. - . -

With the fall of the >gavel' today 
many senators, and congressmen loiig 
national figures passed into, private 
life.
