Berlin, March 25.—Interesting let­
ters are appearing In the German 
newspapers describing a. recent visit 
of the German emperor to Lodz. It is 
the first time since 1656 that a Hoh-
enzollern has entered Kuasia as an en­
emy. 

The populace of Lodz was kept ab­
solutely in the dark regarding the vis-
It The main street, the Petrikovka, 
now called the Friedrich Strasse, was 
closed to traffic, and residents were 
not permitted to open their windows 
or stand at their doors. The long 
street swarmed with soldiers and po­
lice. Orders were given for the ring­
ing of all the church bells. 

The emperor and his immediate 
suite drove through the long street 
to a Polish castle in the suburbs. -V 
German correspondent who was pres­
ent at the official dinner of welcome 
states that the emperor was in excel­
lent health. 

"At first sight," writes the reporter, 
"I thought that the emperor had aged 
terribly, but on closer inspection dis­
covered that it was a grey muffler 
which he wore round his head that 
gave him the appearance of age. In­
deed, I was surprised at the emper­
or's vigor and elasticity. Furrows

WILL COSTU. S. 
$150,000 YEARLY 

Liverpool, March 2S.—"It will cost 
the United States $150,000,000 annu­
ally to feed the Belgians If tbls Is to 
be a war of years," declared the mem-
hers of the U. Sv Central Belgian Re­
lief commission Here today enroute to 
inspect conditions in King Albert's 
country. "Our committee is spending 
$3,000,000 a month now to feed 1.-
600,000 Belgians," said E. G. Lawr­
ence, of New York-city today. "Sixty 
vessels are chartered to carry food. 
Forty-five are now plying between the 
United States and Rotterdam but the 
number of dependent Belgians is in­
creasing every day and those we - are 
feeding are reported to be on half-ra­
tions." 

Lawrence together with Miss Jos­
ephine Roche, a suffragist of Denver, 
will visit all industrial and agricultur­
al centers of Belgium to report to the 
Belgium relief committees in the 
United States. Lawrence -declared to­
day the trip will furnish information 
for replies to charges in the United 
States that there is greater need for 
food and clothing among the unem­
ployed and poor in America.

San Francisco, March 25.—It costs 
9.23 cents a day on an average to run 
a jitney bus, according to- figures to­
day of Pierrepont V. Marshall, princi­
pal of the Y. M. C. A. automobile 
school here. He has it figured down to 
a nicety. He estimated that the cost 
of operating for 300 days a year 12 % 
hours a day, a jitney bus costing not 
more than $600 when it was new, will

The picture is being en­
graved under Isabey's supervision and

Here is the way it is spoken of by 
the composer Reichardt, in his book 
"Un Hiver a Paris sous le Consulat," 
published at the time: "It is the on­
ly known true portrait of Bonaparte, 
though Isabey has made him too tali." 
One of the earliest printed notices of 
the picture appeared in the official 
Moniteur in its issue, of August 14, 
1801: "Citizen isabey has just made a 
drawing of the iirst consul walking 
alone at Malmaieon. Tho likeness is 
striking. He is wearing the uniform 
of the Corps des Guides and has on 
a plumeless hat. The deep interest 
which the subject of the drawing 
awakens and the very simple arrange­
ment which the artist, has adopted 
produce a contrast whose charm it is 
difficult to describe." Isabey thus

"At Malmaison I executed the first j?113? ** acc°mpany the Atlantic 
full-length portrait of Gen. Bonaparte 
that was ever made. From morning! —————— 
till night I could follow him with my I .-
eyes as he promenaded alone In the j 
grounds, buried in thought, hie hands 
behind his back. I could thus easily 
seize his pensive expression and mark | 
the outlines of his body. When the 
canvas was finished, I gave it to the 
general, who was pleased with tne 
likeness and congratulated me especi­
ally on having been able to do the 
work without hie having had to pose.''

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AUBMbtm* but a Substitute 

Here is the designers' view of the 
greatest submarine the navies of the 
world have yet known, and It will be 
the property of Uncle Sam when it is 
finished in two years. Beside it the 
German submarines used In ine pres­
ent war pale into insignificance, and 
those being constructed in the yards 
at Kiel are of little consequence. 

She will be named the Schley, after 
the hero of Santiago. 

The contract has just been let and 
the Schley will be ready for action 
within twenty-two months. The Schley 
which will be classified as a "seagoin!? 
submarine," will have the power to 

Naval experts say that .the Schley 
will be the largest and most terrible 
engine • of warfare In her class that 
ever has been constructed. 

The type of. submarine which is now 
being used with great effect by the 
warring navies carries crews of twelve 
and fifteen men. The Schley will need 
thirty men to handle her. 

The design of the Schley is revolu­
tionary in submarine construction. 
Her upturned bow resembles an old-
fashioned torpedo destroyer rather 
than a diving submarine. 

The first submarine in the world 
able to cross the ocean, naval experts 
say, will be the Schley. She is being 
built at Groton, Conn., by the Electric 
Boat company, at a cost of $1,350,000. 

The craft will have a length of 265 

feet over all, speed of 20 knots an 
hour, a displacement, of 1,100 tons at 
the surface, and a cruising:, radius of 
7,000 miles. This will take her to Eu­
rope and back again without replen­
ishing coal. 

Under water the Schley, it is calcu­
lated, can go twelve nautical miles an 
hour. She Is expected to accompany 
the Atlantic fleet anywhere it goes, 
her Diestel oil engines developing 4.-
000 horsepower. 

The oil engine, using internal com­
bustion, will enable her to dire In­
stantly, whereas, If her engines were 
of the ordinary steam typa, it would 
take her about half an hour to pre­
pare to dive. There will be freeboard 
enough to make the craft seaworthy 
under any weather conditions. 

In addition to. the usual conning 
tower, there will be an elevated bride. 
The battery for use at the surface is 
to consist of several machine guns and 
gunB of small caliber. The torpedo 
tubes will be ten In number, so ar­
ranged as to discharge torpedoes at 
any angle without having to maneuv­
er the craft into any particular posi­
tion. 

The largest submarine now building 
in Europe is for the British, and is 
not over 200 feet in length, it Is stated. 

Tho big German submarines have 
about 800 tons displacement, a cruis­
ing radius of 2,000 miles and a speed 
of eighteen knots at the surface and 
seven knots submerged. 

The Schley's torpedoes, the design­
ers say, will penetrate anything afloat.
