" "The entire amount of money 
prizes shall be divided among profes­
sional contestants, and in determining 
the award thereof the scores made by 
amateur^ shall be eliminated.' "

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Bangor. Me.. April 23.—Bangor 
lumbermen and employment agents 
remember the time, only eight years 
ago last fall, when Jack Johnson, now 
accustomed to touring cars, travel and 
big money fees for a few hours of ex­
ertion, was glad to travel in dingy 
smoking cars on the Bangor and 
Aroostook, north-bound, with a con­
gress of all nations and a sprinkling of 
hoboes as companions, to earn $30 a 
month as a sled tender, with baked 
beans and corned beef instead of 
chicken, and instead of champagne, 
black tea handed out in tin dippers. 
His touring car then was a "tote team" 
over corduroy roads, and the only dia­
monds he saw were the icicles on the 
fir bushes as he went to work at day­
break. 

It was in the fall of 1!»06 that John­
son came to Bangor, with thousands 
of others from all corners of the earth, 
looking for work in the woods. His 
size attracted the attention of the em­
ployment agents in Exchange street, 
and he was quickly hired to tend sled 
for the Oreat Northern Paper company 
at Courdnahunk Lake camp. Good na-
tured and tractable, and strong as a 
moose, Johnson proved a good work­
man and was well liked. 

"A Pusson Named Dunning." 
At that time Johnson was not known 

outside of the boxing fraternity of big 
towns. He finished his Job in the woods 
and went away, no on<S knew or cared 
whither. In the late sprlhg of 1907 he 
suddenly appeared iitf Bangor on his 
way north, but not to tend sled. One 
night he appeared in the office of a 
local newspaper, wearing a solemn 
look and a long checked ulster, and 
announced himself by name and pro­
fession. 

Asked where he was bound, he 
said: 

"Ah's goin' up North to a town call­
ed Millinocket to box a few friendly 
rounds with a pusson named William 
Dunning." 

It appeared that Johnson had be­
come acquainted while in the woods 
with a big fellow named Dunning, a 
logger, mill hand and general jack of 
the lumber trades, who was something 
of a boxer, and whose two distinguish­
ing characteristics were his even tem­
per and the fact that most of his left 
hand had been sliced off by a shingle 
saw, only the index finger and part of 

the thumb remaining. Billy Dunning 
had taken up his abode at Millinocket, 
a town that grew up in a few years 
around the Great Northern Paper 
company's mills where Millinocket 
stream joins the west branch of the 
Penobscot, and there he became a fa­
vorite with the thousand or more pa-
permakers, Who were hungry for 
sport. 

Gol $50 For It. 
A match had been arranged, of six 

nr eight rounds, between Dunning and 
the "big coon" who had tended sled 
that winter for the Great Northern at 
Sourdnahunk, and besides his bare ex­
penses from Boston to Millinocket and 
return Johnson was to receive $80, 
which seemed to satisfy him. 'Although 
nt that time Johnson had not become 
very famous, there were sporting men 
in Bangor and in Millinocket who 
knew enough to make them feel sorry 
for Billy Dunning, who, although as 
big as a house and as strong as a bull, 
was as slow as a funeral. It was fear­
ed that Dunning might be seriously 
injured if -Johnson cut loose, and so 
the negro upon his arrival was waited 
upon by the leading men of the town, 
including (wo of the selectmen and 
the chi'>f of police, to implore him to 
treat Dunning gently lest all hands be 
arrested for manslaughter. 

"Promised to Go Light." 
"Ah promised to go light," said 

Johnson afterward, in discussing the 
bout, which is described as one of the 
funniest things that ever happened in 
Maine or anywhere else. 

As per agreement, Johnson merely 
toyed with Dunning, and with both 
men on their feet and able to con­
tinue at the close the bout was declar­
ed a draw. 

After that Jack Johnson's rise to 
fame and fortune was so fast that Mill­
inocket people found it hard to be­
lieve that they had had his services 
for $50 and a couple of railroad tick­
ets. 

When the news came that Johnson 
had beaten Burns at liushcutters Bay 
for the world's title Billy Dunning 
telephoned from Millinocket to a 
Bangor newspaper: 

"Say, I claim the first chance at the 
title now: you know I got a draw with 
the nigger." 

Billy never could understand why 
that message of his made all Maine 
laugh.

MISTER'S COUNSa SAYS IHAT 
AMICABIE StTTlEHEHT IS BtfOSSBIf 

May Indicate That Winnipeg and St. Boniface Cannot 
Open on May 6—Pulford's Attorneys Hold 

That Franchise is Perfectly Legal. 

If the declaration of Attorney W. 
P. Fillmore, counsel for Burmelster, 
et al in the Winnipeg injunction case, 
can be taken as a criterlor, the Win­
nipeg and St. Boniface clubs likely 
will not open the season on May 6. 

When Justice Curran advised the 
attorneys to seek an amicable settle­
ment, Fillmore said that such a settle­
ment was beyond the range of possi­
bility. 

The court said that it would be 
most unfortunate if a decision of his 
should banish baseball from Winni­
peg. An amicable settlement was In 
the true interests of both parties, he 
declared, as, under the conditions, 
with so many of the clubs beyond, the 
jurisdiction of the court, the inter­
vention of the king's bench would be 
futile. 

The following from the Winnipeg 
Tribune anent the case is interesting: 

"In bis argument against the in­
junction application, Mr. Fillmore 
traced the trouble between the plain­
tiffs and defendants from the be­
ginning, and outlined the powers of 
the various baseball courts which 
had handled the case, claiming that 
the decision of the national board of 
arbitration was all-important. Tt 
was this board which had ousted 
Mr. Pulford from organized baseball, 
and had admitted the right of the 
Northern league to change its consti­

tution. The award of this board was 
the only measure of the plaintiff's 
right, and his clients were prepared 
to compensate the plaintiffs in ac­
cordance with that decision. He also 
held that the action before the court 
had been purposely delayed in order 
to Inconvenience the defendants, but 
this argument was subsequently with­
drawn. 

Franchise Still Li vcs. 
"Mr. Trueman, counsel for the 

plaintiffs, held that. If awarded in the 
Northern league, there was nothing 
to restrain the plaintiffs from playing 
with the Western Canada, or any oth­
er league, and that under such cir­
cumstances the national association 
would not hesitate to recognize them. 
He Insisted that as plaintiffs had paid 
Its fee to the Northern league before 
the annual meeting it was entitled to 
keep its territory. He also held that 
they still retained their franchise un­
less they were proven guilty of moral 
turpitude. He accused the league of 
bad faith to Messrs. Pulford and 
Erzinger, declaring that it was- absurd 
to Insist upon Mr. Pulford investing 
$10,000 in the franchise which ter­
minated automatically every year, 
though it gave H. C. Webb a twenty-
year franchise before it demanded 
such an investment. He estimated the 
loss to the original owners of the fran­
chise at $50,000."
