Syracuse, N. Y., April 27.—A tele­
gram In which former United States 
Senator Piatt urged Theodore Roose­
velt to sign the bill exempting from 
the franchise tax grade crossings of 
•team railroads, said: 

"Our friends the New York Central 
and Senator Depew are anxious," was 
read in the supreme court today in 
the $50,000 libel suit against Colonel 
Roosevelt, by William Barnes. 

Replying, Roosevelt wrote Piatt he 
received the telegram "too late." 

These messages are part of addi­
tional correspondence that passed be­
tween Roosevelt and Plp.tt, which was 
presented in court today. 

Objected to "Advice." 
William Barnum, cross-examiner, 

started off the inquiry by asking 
Roosevelt whether he had tak'en the 
advice of Piatt in regard to the nom­
ination for the vice presidency in 
1900. 

"Did Piatt advise you to accept the 
nomination?" asked Barnum. 

"Don't say advise," said Roosevelt. 
"Well, as a result of your inter­

views with Boss Piatt, did he so ad­
vise you?" 

Roosevelt's counsel objected to the 
question, which was ruled out. 

A series of private letters between 
Barnes and Roosevelt was introduced, 
covering the period between 1904 and 
1910. 

The reading of the letters between 
Roosevelt and Piatt was completed.

But one shot was 
fired, the bullet entering Haye's .right 
aide above the abdomen, traveling at 
right angles through his body and 
stopping near the sink on his right 
side. He. was removed to the St. 
John's hospital and there is a very 
alight chance for his recovery. 

The shooting occurred in the front 
of a negro shanty at 207 Third street 
north at midnight. Hayes was on the 
porch and the woman on the ei<Hwalk. 
They had beene quarreling whenVjd-
denly a shot was heard. The occu­
pants of the house ran out, and picked 
up the wounded man who had fallen 
on the porch. They carried him in­
side and laid him on a bed. She im­
mediately fled the scene, going north 
on Third street. 

In the meantime the police were 
notified and a squad of officers soon 
arrived on the scene and commenced 
searching the surrounding neighbor­
hood for the negress. 

Surrenders Without Struggle. 
Upon advice from neighbors the po­

lice began a search of the'houses in 
the neighborhood- . Officers Konnen 
and Anderson appeared at the door of 
211 Third street and knocked. The 
negress, Bertha Karey, opened the 
door. They toljl her she was wanted 
at the police station. She accompani­
ed the officers without a struggle. 

At the station she -told the police 
that the shooting was done In self 
defense; that Hayes had attacked her 
and she had struggled with him and 
Anally had drawn the gun for her own 
protection.

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Typhus, War's Dread Ally, Beaten by Young Doctor 

THE WKATHXSt. 

New York, April 21.—JThe an­
nouncement of the discovery of a pro­
tective vaccine against typhus fever, 
the dreadful scourge that dogs the 
heels of war, following closely upon 
the confirmation of the germ origin 
of the disease by repeated demonstra­
tions of a distinct causative agent vis­
ible under the microscope, Is but an­
other Instance of the accuracy of 
modern laboratory methods and the 
continual progress of medical science. 

The concrete view of thefr>^chleve-
ments is that they could oc­
curred at a more opportun*SwVj£~ 
in the history of the worldTrSSf 
stricken countries of Europe, already 
devastated by the wrath of man, are 
cowering beneath the brooding shad­
ow of dlsedMKmd science, represent­
ed by the besfegrodt bravest of tis ex­
ponents, is runfiitg from the four 
quarters of the earth the cumulative 
resources of a thousand laboratories 
to wage a war with death. 

The marvel of these two laboratory 
achievements is that they are the 
products of the labor of one so young.

I^ondon, April 27.—The following 
appears in last night's Evening News 
from a Canadian who took part in 
the recent engagement: "After the 
breaking of the line on our left we 
received orders to stand to by the side 
of the canal. Then we had orders to 
proceed Immediately to the north of 
Tpres. We set off without any food 
or water, nothing except wet equip­
ment—each taking 400 rounds of am­
munition. We waited at this point 
from early day until nearly midnight 
when two battalions formed in line in 
half companies extended order, re­
ceived a signal to break through and 
charge the enemy about 500 yards 
away. We were at once mown down 
like sheep by the enemy's artillery. 
Some 2.600 of us had to attack a wood 
where there were 7,000 Germans. The 
place was full of Maxim guns. 

Went Right Through. 
'We drove them from the trenches 

in front of the wood and went right 
through about 500 yards to the other 
side- Then we got surrounded and 
had to retire to trenches which we 
had taken here where we dug our­
selves in, remaining till morning, the 
enemy shelling us all the time with 
sharpnel. Saturday morning we had 
to file out to make room for rein­
forcements. in our advance we were 
enfiladed by heavy Are from both 
sides, but in spite of this we shoved 
them before us and recovered three 
howitzers which the French had left 
behind in the wood. These we blew 
up and then succeeded in recapturing 
our own four 4.7 guns which the ene­
my had taken. 

Surrounded Cormang. 
'At this point we surrounded sixty 

Germans and bayoneted forty-ftve. 
One officer just in front of me blew out 
his brains. We could not estimate the 
number of Germans slain, but wo saw 
their searchlights at work the whole 
night through looking for the dead. 
It was certainly a terrible time—the 
most awful I have ever known. They 
seem to have enfiladed us completely 
at the beginning, but we got them on 
the run. 

"We had the Prussian Guard In 
front of us, and they ran like cow­
ards. The Germans did not mind 
where they fired, and they were con­
tinuously shelling dressing stations 
with the Red Cross flag. They cer­
tainly planned the attack most care­
fully, a mixlm gun pointing at the 
mouth of almost every trench. We 
all lost everything we had. We were. 
In fact, 48 hours without food, while 
some of the'men were longer. We 
lost most of our officers. The dress­
ing stations are full of wounded, but 
It was fine' to see, as i came down, 
the troops going up to hold the posi­
tion we had won—Indian lancers, 
French Ianoera and heaps of British 
troops. 

How Canadians Drove Charge Home. 
London, April 27.—Describing the 

Canadians heroism and the part they 
had in the fur can*] battle, the cor-
respondent of-the Dtiiy Mali says:-

"J'U Canadians endured- every sort 
of difficulty, mental and mechanical. 
The men were terribly sick, halt, blind 
and weak fromthe fumesiet loose by 
the Germans. They had to face sharp­
nel, rifle fire and machine guns, in a 
country which Is absolutely without 
opportunity for detente, but they 
drove their chs.rge.home against aU 
the rules of warfare as understood in 
the Oerman textbooks." '

TREMENDOUS EFFORT 
STILL BEING MADE 

British. Hoping that Heaviest Phase 
of This Work is Over, Now Torn 
Their Attention to the Dardanelles,

London, April 27.—
