FLY DAMAGE HEAVY. 
Kansas City, May 24.—B. W. Snow, 

on crop conditions, reports: Drove 
two days in selected Missouri counties 
bordering Missouri river, crossing the 
state. Fly is beginning to show in 
eastern counties but most wheat still 
looks good. From Jefferson City, 
west, both sides of the river compris­
ing the big wheat counties of the 
state, the damage is very seviere. 

In Howard Saline, Charton, LaFay-
ette and Carroll counties, involving 
about 400,000 acres, it appears that 
fully one-third the acreage is entire­
ly destroyed, with less than half the 
crop on balance. Checking the state 
reports by counties I have seen it 
looks as if 30,000,000 bushels is the 
outside possibility for Missouri. Or­
dinarily the fly damage is not marked­
ly apparent until Just before harvest. 
This year the fields are destroyed a 
month before they are ripe, showing 
abnormal severity of this attack. Fur­
ther damage will continue to show up 
as harvest approaches and much 
wheat that now looks good from car 
windows or even roadside view will 
break down and not mature grain. 
Rain or any weather cannot check the 
damage because the larvae have al­
ready done their work on the stalk. 
Corn prospect never better.

There is a pos-
fibillty of black rust in Kansas but 
if this does not develop and the. weath­
er is. favorable, the Kansas crop in 
general will show considerable im­
provement between now and harvest.
