The annual meeting of thp Haupe 
Norwegian Kvnngoliral i.utlieran Sy­
nod will begin in Grand Korks. Wed­
nesday morning:, June 9. The doping 
session will be held, June 16. 

The most important problem to be 
considered iit the meeting is that of 
amalgamating with the other Norwe­
gian synods. This problem lia.s been 
before the various synods for a num- i 

ber of years, ami the Hauge synod j 
•will not definitely dispose of it thlsj 
yea r. I 

Every phase of the nueslion will tie j 
discussed at the meeting in Grand I 
Korks, after which it wtli lie referred 
back to the synod rungregation for 
Anal settlement. At the 1916 mooting, 
the final vote is lo be taken. |  

Extend t'lilnese Work. |  
The synod delegates also will eon- I 

Blder the question of extending mis­
sionary work in China. It now main­
tains an academy and a theological 
seminary in that country, and. while 
no mere institutions are contemplat­
ed, the synod expects to greatly ex­
pand the work in China. More mis­
sionaries undoubtedly will be sent to 
that country during the ensuing year. 

The "home" institutions, such as 
the schools at Red Wing. Minn., Jew­
ell, la., and Oamress, Alberta, and the 
Institution of Charities at Beresford. 
S. D.. also will have their problems 
considered at this meeting. 

Fill Board Positions. 
With the exception of choosing 

board members to fill terms which ex­
pire next week, there will be no elec­
tion of officers. The officers are chos­
en every three years, and they still 
bave two years to serve. 

A number of hoard-member terms 
expire each year, however, and these, 
will have to be filled. The voting will 
be spread over the entire convention 
sessions. Three members will be voted 
on each time. By voting at various 
sessions in this way, the Synod does 
not find it necessary to devote an en­
tire session to elections. 

No Fixed Program. 
Except for the opening session, 

•which will be devoted to addresses of 
•welcome and responses, there Is no 
flxed program. The programs for the 
remaining sessions depend upon the 
report of President M. G. Hanson, of 
Kenyon, Minn. In his report, he makes 
Various suggestions and recommenda­
tions, and these are immediately re­
ferred to special committees appoint­
ed for each problem. 

The entertainment feature will be a 
concert, which will be given Monday 
night, June 14. The proceeds of the 
concert will be given to the Mission 
Dove society, which is erecting homes 
lor missionaries returning to this 
country on a 1'urlough. The concert 
is in charge of Walter Brekke. di­
rector of Trinity Lutheran church. 
Soloists will be Mr. and Mrs. H. Aden 
Enyeart and Jacob Buchholz of Grand 
Forks. Mr. Enyeart. Is head of the 
voice department of Wesley consera-
tory and Mr. Buchholz is head of the 
Violin department.

WRITERS UNABLE 
TO DESCRIBE WAR 

Epistles Had Been Opened 

by Censors—Terrible 

Massacres There. 

Rev. N. J.- Lohre, of Grand Forks, 
president, of the Inter-Synodical Evan­
gelical Lutheran Orient Mission So­
ciety, located at Soujboulag, Persia, 
about forty miles south of Urumia, 
the scene of recent massacres, has 
just received several letters from mis­
sionaries connected with the society, 
in which they tell of their work. 

The letters contain nothing regard­
ing the war or massacres, as the writ­
ers realize that it wiuld be impossible 
to get by the censor. Each letter had 
been opened, inspected and re-sealed. 

The missionaries declared, however, 
that they still were at work and that 
they bad not been harmed. The work 
since the out-break of the war and 
the terrible massacres has increased 
greatly, and grater results have been 
accomplished. 

The missionaries have done much 
work among the refugees, they have 
saved over 2,000 people, they write, 
many of whom still are being protect­
ed by the mission. 

When the war broke out, the so­
ciety, of which Mr. Lohre is presi­
dent. took over the Hermannsburg 
Mission society's work in that field. 
They have charge of the Mohamme­
dan field, and during the war and ma­
ssacres the missionaries have done 
much work in their new field.

MEKINOCK PROGRAM TONIGHT 
Pine Xumher of Exercises, Including 

May Pole Dance. Will be Pre­
sented at School Event. 

Devils Lake. N. D„ June S.—A case 
of statewide interest, which will test 
for the first time the North Dakota 
anti-descrimination statute, will come 
up for trial in Cavalier county in the 
near future, with the attorney general 
and the state's attorney of (Sivalier 
county prosecuting. 

A. E. Prior of Hannah. N. D., is be­
hind the action in which he charges 
that an old line lumber company, 
which operates some seventy yards, is 
endeavoring to put him out of busi­
ness. It appears that the lumber con­
cern in question operates vards at 
Hannah, Wales. Langdon and Easby, 
in Cavalier county. Prior Is also lo­
cated at Hannah, where he operates 
an independent yard. Several times 
he has refused to sell to the big con­
cern and now he claims that hie com­
petitor has resorted to another method 
to exterminate him. In order to drive 
him from business lumber has been 
sold at Hannah at less than cost. But 
the fact that the ordinary priccs were 
maintained at Wales, Langdon and 
Easby, only a few miles awav. is being 
used by Prior in the action which he 
seeks. 

As a matter of fact Prior could 
have made money by purchasing lum­
ber from his opponent in some cases 
—but he didn't. 

The facts have been put up to At­
torney General Linde and it is be-
lieved that prosecution under the anti­
discrimination law will be started. It 
Is claimed that no trouble will be ex­
perienced in proving that the old line 
concern slaughtered prices in the 
town where they had competition for 
no other purpose than clearing the 
field for themselves. The action will 
be watched with interest.

Man Bound over on Robbery 

Charge, But Accusation 

Against Wife Dismissed 

Andy Euhler was bound over to the 
district court on the charge of rob­
bery at a premilinar.v hearing this 
morning before Justice of the Peace 
Phil McLoughlin. 

Mis bond was fixed at $1,000, but 
not having this amount the defendant 
was committed to the county jail. He 
will be given a trial at the June term 
of court probably as soon as the civil 
cases are finished. 

On motion of State's Attorney O. B. 
Burtness, the charge of- receiving 
stolen property #hlfch had been lodged 
against the wife of the defendant was 
dismissed and she was released from 
custody. 

Xo defense was put up by Euhler. 
who is alleged to have robbed Gustav 
Ronse, a transient, of $250 two weeks 
ago near the Red river while the lat­
ter was drunk. 

The preliminary hearing was begun 
yesterday afternoon following the ar­
rival of Ronse from Marshall, Minn., 
his old home, where he had gone after 
making his complaint to the authori­
ties. 

Ronse testified that he had been 
lured to the home of Mr. and Mrs. 
Euhler on North TNird street by Euh­
ler; that later In the day they took 
a walk and when near the river Euh­
ler grabbed him by the throat, tear­
ing his trousers In the struggle, re­
lieving him of his money. He ex­
hibited bruises to show the effects of 
his experienc e. 

Other testimony Introduced showed 
that the couple had made prepara­
tions in advance to send away their 
trunk; that Euhler was seen the fol­
lowing morning at Larimore. having 
come in on a freight, and that on the 
following day he converted a money 
order for $50 into cash.

102 Hogs and 23 Sheep 

Were Butchered. 

Showing total receipts of $193,92, 
the report of the business transacted 
by the city abattoir during the month 
of may filed with City Auditor Wil­
liam Alexander this morning by J. N. 
Wllcoxon. in charge of the slaughter 
house. The report shows that 47 cattle 
were slaughtered for $70.50, 23 sheep 
for *5.75, 41 veal for $10.25, 102 hogs 
for $76.60 and six calves for $6.00, 
the gross earning in slaughter fees 
being $169. 

The report further shows that 400 
pounds of tallow was obtained. Ad­
ditional revenue was obtained from 
the selling of $13.12 worth of fer­
tilizer, $3.30 in storage charges, $2.50 
for dressing beef and $6.00 house 
rent at the abbattoir, bringing the to- ! 
tal receipts up to $193.92. The report j 
wll be presented to the city council \ 
at Monday night's meeting for ap- j 
proval.

When War's Tragedy Enters a 
Man's Home, Shown in Letters 

Carried by a Wandering Scot 

GETS FIRST JUNT LICENSE 
George Revlll Has Distinction of 

Owning Permit No. 1. Which 
Was Issued Today. 

George O. Revill of this city has 
the distinction of receiving the first 
hunting license for the season of 1915, 
the same being issued from the office 
of the county auditor this morning. 

The season for hunting prairie 
chickens opens September 7 and con­
tinues until November 1. The season 
for hunting ducks, geese and brandt 
opens September 7 and closes on De­
cember 1. 

Working his way back to Edinburg, 
Scotland, where his aged mother is 
living, George Thompson, a native of 
that city, arrived in Grand Korks to­
day. He will remain here for a shor.t 
time, during which he expects to earn 
enough to carry him farther on his 
journey. 

While here Mr. Thompson will seek 
to locate his fiance, who Is supposed 
to be in Winnipeg. 

The past ten years of Mr. Thomp­
son's life present a story that few 
can equal. iDuring that time he has 
been cut off from his fiance, has run 
away from home, has worked In vari­
ous sections of Canada and the United 
States, and has seen many hardships. 
Now he Is endeavoring to get back 
to Edinburg to comfort and console 
his mother, who Is left with his only 
sister, Bella. Two brothers, Adam and 
John, are fighting for England In the 
great war. 

Mr. Thompson formerly worked in 
a grocery store run by his parents in 
Edinburg. He had been given a good 
education and was considered one of 
the rising young men of that city. 
But, aa he says himself, he was high-
strung, and :."hlgh-flung," which ac­
counts for his leaving home. 

Mother Objected. 
He became engaged to Miss Elisa­

beth Hurst, who lived in Edinburg 
with her mother and brother. The 
mother owned property there, and ob­
jected to the match with Thompson. 
Soon after the betrothal, she sold the 
property and moved away. 

Before leaving Edinburg, Miss Hurst 
went to the Thompson home and se­
cured the only cabinet photograph of 
George Thompson that his mother 
had. On the occasion of that visit, 
she told Mrs. Thompson that she 
would wait for George, If It meant 
sixty years of loneliness. 

'The Hursts supposedly moved to 
Winnipeg, and' for'some . time Mr. 
Thompson has been • endeavoring to 
locate his sweetheart. He sent'a reg­
istered letter,to. her »t .Winnipeg, but 
the ppstofllce authorities were unable 
to 'locate bef. 

Mr. Thompson left his home about 
ten years ago. About that time his 
people had gone through bankruptcy, 
and he wanted to see British Colum­
bia, as he expressed It. 

He left home, and his mother never 
heard anything from him until the 
war broke out. They advertised in all 
the leading papers of Canada and the 
United States for him. When the war 
broke out. he wrote to his mother, 
and since then they have corresponded 
regularly. 

. Brother's Letter. 
The letter which caused his decision 

to return home came from his older 
brother, and is dated March 22, 1915. 
It comes from 11 - Lower Granton 
Road, Trinity. Leith. The letter fol­
lows: 

"Dear George: I am writing to you 
to tell you I have enlisted.. In the K. 
O. S. B. I thought It was my duty 
to do so as married men are going 
al}J, have only my mother and she 
will got an allowance for me so she 
will be Just as well off- Only I want 
you to look after her no#. You will 
keep your eye on. her and see that 
she is alright. For any sake do not 
enlist. You will be doing a'great duty 
If -you will look after her. She has 
only Bella now and she has always 
thought a lot of you so you will be a 
peat comfort to her In her old age. 
I know you will ..see her alright 
through this trouble. 

"Every young man has enlisted 
here and I simply;,'could not help al­
though L am very nervous. Still I 
have only to die once and It Is the 
best.way to die.
